 Major data sources include reports and records of the U.S. Department of Health 
and Human Services, the Hawaii State Department of Human Services, the Hawaii State 
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations, and the Hawaii State Employees' 
Retirement System.  Historical Statistics of Hawaii, Section 8, contains data for earlier 
years.  Section 11 of the Statistical Abstract of the United States:  2008 presents 
comparable national data.
