We served



Applicant with a copy of the Decision and Order by mail, postage

prepaid, on the same day that the Decision and Order was issued,

in accordance with Hawaii Administrative Rules §~ 6-61-21 and

6-61-122 Additionally, we sent a letter to Applicant,

dated January 29, 2007, which reiterated the commission’s

requirements and specified May 29, 2007, as the deadline for

compliance

On May 31, 2007, Applicant filed a request for a thirty

(30)-day extension to comply The request was approved, which

allowed Applicant until June 29, 2007 to comply.
