ORDER

I.
Background

On September 27, 2007, Complainant filed a formal
complaint against Respondent in which Complainant alleges that
Respondent failed to comply with Decision and Order No. 21524,
filed on December 30, 2004, in Docket No. 04-0180 which
conditionally granted Respondent a certificate of public
convenience and necessity, pursuant to HRS § 271G-1, et sedq.:
failed. to comply with HRS § 343-1, et seg., and the Harbors
Operating Agreement dated September 7, 2005.

By Order No. 23696, filed on October 4, 2007, in this
docket, the commission directed Respondent to file an answer to
the formal complaint within twenty (20) days after the date of
service of the order. On October 26, 2007, Respondent timely
filed its Answer to Verified Complaint.

Under the circumstances, the commission finds it

appropriate to instruct the parties to submit a stipulated

procedural schedule for the commission’s review and
consideration.
