On November 20, 2007, Respondent filed its 2006 AFR,
paid its Fee, and on February 21, 2008, paid $32,484.15 in
penalties and interest that the commission assessed, pursuant to

complied, although belatedly, with the motor carrier laws, rules,
and regulations, and concludes that Order No. 23736, filed on
