FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS: OSTEOPATHIC PHYSICIANS (DO)

APPLICATION & REQUIREMENTS

e Where can | get an application?

You can download the application at the Medical and Osteopathy website
www.hawaii.gov/dcca/areas/pvi/boards/medical/application publication/.

e How much are the fees?

Information regarding the fees can be found on the instruction sheet
attached to the application.

e What are the requirements for licensure?

In general, the requirements are:

1. Graduation from a school or college of osteopathy which is approved
by the American Osteopathic Association;

2. Internship of at least one year in a hospital approved by the American
Osteopathic Association or the American Medical Association or the
equivalent if the applicant graduated prior to 1943; and

3. Passage of a national licensing examination.

e I'm licensed in another State. Do | still have to meet the requirements
above?

DOs who are licensed in another State, country, territory or province may
become licensed in Hawaii if the requirements they met at the time of
licensure are equivalent to Hawaii’s. However, in all cases, they would also
have to pass a national licensing examination.

e What are the requirements for those who are in the medical corps of the
United States Army?

The Board may issue a license, without examination, to a DO who is a
graduate of an approved osteopathic college, provided that the person
passed an examination for admission into the medical corps of the United
States Army, Navy or Public Health Service.

e How can | check on the status of my application?

EXAMINATIONS

e What are the national licensing examinations accepted by the Board?

The national licensing examinations are:

1. National Board of Osteopathic Medical Examiners examination
(NBOME);

2. Federation of Licensing Examination (FLEX);

3. United States Medical Licensing Examination (USMLE); and

4. approved combination of the FLEX and USMLE.

e What is the passing score?

75 is the passing score for each part or Step of the examinations.
LICENSURE
e How quickly will | receive my license?

Provided that an application does not require Board review, we advise
applicants that it usually takes 3-4 weeks from the time we receive a

completed application.

¢ What do you mean by a completed application?
An application is considered to be complete when we have received the
DO’s application form, all supporting documents (i.e., state verifications,
reports, etc.) and the required fees.

e What kinds of applications are reviewed by the Board?

Applications containing questionable, derogatory or disciplinary
information are reviewed by the Board

PRESCRIBING

e Willl be able to call in prescriptions?

To call in prescriptions, you will need an oral code number from the
Department of Public Safety’s (DPS) Narcotics Enforcement Division

What do | need to do to prescribe controlled substances?

To prescribe controlled substances, you will need to register with the U.S.
Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) and the State Department of Public
Safety’s (DPS) Narcotics Enforcement Division (NED).

RENEWAL

How often must | renew my license?

Licenses are renewed every two years on June 30 of each even-
numbered year.

How much are the renewal fees?

Renewal fees are $190.00

What are the requirements for renewal?

DOs must submit a renewal application and pay the renewal fee.
Are there continuing medical education requirements for renewal?
No, there are none for DOs.

Can | renew my license online?

Yes, you may renew online.

Can | renew my license after the renewal date?



Licenses may not be renewed after the renewal date. However, you may
restore your license if, within two years of your last renewal, you maill in:

1. the renewal form;
2. $290.00; and
3. if audited, documentation of your CME.

Licenses may not be restored online.

e Is there an inactive status for osteopathic physicians who aren’t actively
practicing in Hawaii?

We do not have an inactive category.
