816-79-2 Supervison.  "Supervison' means prescribing objectives and
procedures and assigning work, provided that the person supervising shall be a dentist
licensed in Hawaii. The leves of supervison are defined as follows:

@ "Direct supervison" means that the licensed supervisng dentist examines
and diagnoses the condition to be trested, personaly authorizes each
procedure, remains in the dentis's office or in any facility defined in
section  447-3, HRS, while the  procedures are
being performed, and before dismissad of the patient, evauates the
performance of the dental auxiliary; and

2 "Generd supervison' means that the licensed supervisng dentist
examines and diagnoses the condition to be treated, is familiar with the
patient's medica and dental hitory, and persondly authorizes each
procedure to be carried out in accordance with the dentist's diagnosis
and treatment plan in the dentigt’'s office. The presence of the
supervisng dentist is not required; provided the dentist shdl be avallable
for consultation. In the case of programs under the supervison and
control by the department of hedth or in any facility defined in section
447-3, HRS, the foregoing shdl not gpply except that a dentist shall be
avalable for consultation, and the procedures used shdl have been
prescribed by a dentist and otherwise be authorized by law. [Eff

renewd gpplication and al applicable fees, and shdl comply with any other requirement
provided by law. A completed renewd gpplication sent by United States mail shdl be
consdered timely filed if the envelope bears a postmark of the required renewd date.

(© The falure to timey renew a license, the falure to pay dl goplicable
fees, the failure to compl ete the continuing education requirement, the dishonoring of any
check upon first deposit, or the failure to comply with any other requirement provided
by law, shdl cause the license to be automaticaly forfeited.

A licensed dentist shdl provide a written
work order authorizing the making or repair of atificid retorations, subdtitutes,
aopliances, or materids for the correction of disease, loss, deformity, maposition,
didocation, traction, fracture, injury to the jaws, teeth, lips, gum, cheeks, paate, or
associated head and neck tissues or parts, from casts, models, or impressons and shall
keep afile copy of written work orders for a period of at least one year. The work
order shal be dated and signed by the dentist and include the dentist's regidtration
number and the name and address of the dental |aboratory.

Hawaii denta licensure examination or the nonaccredited school examination.

(b) Graduates of accredited dentd schools, who are not licensed in another
date, shdl dso submit as evidence for the completion of the courses of denta
ingruction required for graduation, a certified copy of a dental diploma or denta
degree, a certificate of graduation bearing the Sgnature and sedl of the dean or registrar
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of the dental school, or an officid transcript.  Applicants licensed in another gate shdl
submit a certificate attesting to licensure bearing the signature and sedl of the executive
secretary of the board of dental examiners of that Sate.

DENTAL AUXILIARIES
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816-79-67 Definitions. The categories of dentd auxiliaries and some of the
functions involved with direct service to patients are asfollows

"Corona polishing” means a procedure limited to the remova of plague and
gtain from exposed tooth surfaces, utilizing an gppropriate rotary instrument with rubber
cup or brush and pumice or Smilar polishing agent.

"Dentd assgant (DA)" means a nonlicensed person, who may perform dental
supportive procedures authorized by the provisons of this chapter under the direct
supervison of alicensed dentis.

"Dentd hygienist (DH)" or "regisered denta hygienist (RDH)" means one who
isqudified and licensed to practice dentd hygiene in the State of Hawaii.

"Ord prophylaxis’ means the preventive dental procedure of scding and
polishing, which includes complete removal of caculus, soft deposits, plague, stains, and
the smoothing of tooth surfaces. The objective of this treatment shall be the creation of
an environment in which hard or soft tissues can be maintained in good hedth by the
patient.

"Periodontal soft tissue curettage” means the closed removal of diseased or
necrotic tissue lining the periodontal pocket, not involving the reflection of a flap.

"Preliminary ora screening’ means a sudy of al the structures of the ord cavity
to make adetermination if denta services may be necessary.

"Root planing” means the process of ingrumentation by which the unattached
surfaces of the root are made smooth by the remova of calculus and other irregularities.

(b) A dentd hygienig may adminiger intra-ord infiltration anesthesa upon
providing documentation of having been certified in the adminidration of intra-ora
infiltration anesthesa by an accredited denta hygiene school or by a certification
program previoudy approved by the board.
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(© In addition, a dental hygienist may apply for certification to administer
intra-oral block anesthesia under the direct supervision of a dentist licensed in the State

of Hawaii.

Whenever a Stuation arises that may
require direct communication with the graders, the CFC shdl confer
with the supervisor of graders in the presence of the entry/exit monitor
and in such a manner that the principles of anonymity are not
compromised.

The smulation floor coordinator (SFC)
shdl state the required crown and bridge assgnments to the gpplicants
a the beginning of the smulation examination and shall dso dearly post
the assgnments on the wall. The SFC shdl be prohibited from entering
the grading area and communicating with the graders during the grading
of the entire examination. The SFC may aso disqudify an gpplicant for
failing to abide by the examination ingructions and this chapter.

The supervisor of graders shal have complete knowledge of the denta
licensure examination procedures and the principles of anonymity. The
supervisor shdl aso supervise the recorders and the grading area
messengers. The supervisor shdl ensure that there is no conversation
between graders, patients, and any other person related to any matter
that may breach the principles of anonymity. The supervisor and
graders shdl be prohibited from enteing the dlinicd or
gmulation aress of the dinic during the examination.

The supervisor shdl ensure that there is no conversation
between graders, patients, and any other person related to any matter
that may breach the principles of anonymity. The supervisor and graders
shdl be prohibited from entering the dinicd area of the clinic during the
examination. The supervisor shal ensure that dl persons abide by the
anonymous testing procedures provided by this chapter. Three graders
are required to evaluate each candidate's performance and complete the
gopropriate grading sheets.

its director and examination branch, shdl be responsible for the adminigration of the
dentd hygiene licensure examination and that the examination shdl be adminigered in dl
respects in accordance with the requirements for anonymity and this chepter.

Licensees may satisfy CE requirements through
computer and correspondence courses, and courses presented via other media such as
audio and video tape recording, provided that such courses do not comprise more than
haf of the required CE hours.
