respectively. A copy of the floor plans has been filed as
Condominium Map No. 980.

4. No advertising or promotional matter has been
submitted pursuant to the Rules adopted by the Real Estate
Commission.

5. The purchaser or prospective purchaser 1is
advised to acquaint himself with the provisions of Chapter
514A, Hawaii Revised Statutes, as amended, and the Rules
adopted thereunder which relate to Horizontal Property
Regimes.

6. This Final Public Report is made part of the
registration of the 623 12th AVENUE condominium project.

DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT: The Declaration of Horizontal
Property Regime and the plans submitted by the Developer
indicate a fee simple project consisting of a 19,500 square
foot parcel of land, together with a five foot right of way
consisting of 750 square feet and the existing improvements
thereon, consisting of four (4) detached, single-family
dwellings, two (2) one story 1in height and two (Z) two
stories in height and one detached single-family dwelling
two stories in height to be constructed as hereinafter
described. All units are single-family residential
dwellings constructed principally of wood, glass and allied
building materials on post with concrete spot footings and
concrete footings. Units 1 (623 12th Avenue) and 3 (623B
12th Avenue) were completed in 1928 and are approximately
fifty-seven (57) years old. Unit 4 (621B 12th Avenue) was
completed in 1930 and is approximately fifty-five (55) years
old. Unit 5 (621A 12th Avenue) was completed in 1937 and is
approximately forth-eight (48) years old. Unit 2 (623A 12th
Avenue) will be completed in February, 1986.

Unit 1 is a one (1) story dwelling, which consists
of a living room, kitchen, one (1) bathroom, and two (2)
bedrooms and two (2) utility rooms. The net floor area of
Unit 1 is approximately 797 square feet. Unit 1 has a water
heater.

Unit 2, to be constructed, will be elevated and
will consist of a living room, kitchen, two (?) bathrooms
and three (3) bedrooms. The net floor area of Unit 623A is
approximately 1,018 square feet. Unit 2 will have a range,
refrigerator, disposal, water heater and carpets.

Unit 3 is a one (1) story dwelling, which consists
of a living room, kitchen, one (1) bathroom, and two (2)
bedrooms. The net floor area of Unit 3 is approximately 682
square feet., Unit 3 has a water heater.

Unit 4 is a two (2) story dwelling, which consists
of a living room, kitchen, one (l) bathroom, and two (2)
bedrooms on the main floor and one (1) bathroom and two (2)
bedrooms and one (1) family room on the lower floor. The
net floor area of Unit 4 is approximately 1,237 square feet.
Unit has two water heaters.

Unit 5 is a two (2) story dwelling, which consists
of a living room, kitchen, one (1) bathroom, and two (2)
bedrooms on the main floor and one (1) bathroom and four (4)
storage rooms on the lower floor. The net floor area of
Unit 5 is approximately 1,029 square feet. Unit 5 has a
water heater,

The structures of Units 1 and 3 consist of wood
beams and floor joists supported on posts with concrete spot



footings. The walls are of wood frame single wall
construction. Windows are constructed of glass and are
mainly sash type with some use of sliding window types. The
roofs are comprised of wooden carpenter's trusses with
wooden sheathing and asphalt shingle covering. Flooring is
hardwood type in all areas.

Units 4 and 5 consist of woud beams and floor
joists on concrete footings. Unit 5 also has areas
supported by posts on concrete spot footings. The walls are
of wood frame single wall construction. The windows are of
glass, mainly sash type with some sliding and fixed types.
The roofs are comprised of wooden carpenter's trusses with
wooden sheathing and asphalt shingle covering. Floorings
are hardwood type in all areas.

The proposed structure of Unit 2 will consist of
wood beams and floor joists supported on hollow tile columns
with concrete spot footings. The floors will be constructed
of plywood and covered with wall to wall carpeting.
Resilient floor covering will be used in the kitchen and
bathrooms. The walls will be of double wall construction
with plywood siding on the exterior and gypsum board on the
interior. Ceilings will also be constructed using gypsum
board. Windows will consist of fixed glass, glass jalousies
and some sliding. The roof is of wooden beam and rafter
construction with composite shingles on plywood sheathing.

Units 1, 3, 4 and 5 have two (2) uncovered parking
stalls adjacent to the respective unit.
Unit 2 has two covered stalls located on the ground level
directly beneach the living area. No other parking will be
provided.

NOTE: Each unit owner has the right to demolish,
reconstruct and renovate his unit as provided in Paragraph
21 of the Declaration. Any new or renovated dwelling shall
be built in accordance with the zoning ordinances and rules
and regulations of the City and County of Honolulu, and
shall be subject to the Procedures set forth in Paragraph 21
of the Declaration.

The unit owners also have the right to subdivide
or consolidate their wunits and reapportion the common
interest appurtenant thereto upon a duly recorded amendment
to the Declaration approved by the vote or written consent
of only the unit owners of the subdivided or consolidated
units and their mortgagees, all as provided in Paragraph 12
of the Declaration, and provided such subdivision or
consolidation is in conformance with County law.

COMMON ELEMENTS: Common elements shall include
the limited common elements described below and all other
portions of the Property, excluding those items defined as
part of any unit hereof, but including the portion of land
on which the units are located and all elements mentioned in
the Horizontal Property Act which are actually constructed
on the land, and specifically shall include but not be
limited to:

A. The land in fee simple;



B. All yards, grounds, planters and planting
areas and landscaping;

C. The driveway, access areas, and parking areas
which are limited common elements to the units;

D. All electrical and mechanical equipment and
wiring and other central appurtenant installations for
services, including power, lights and water;

E. All other parts of the Project existing for
the common use where necessary to the existence, maintenance
and safety of the Project.

LIMITED COMMON ELEMENTS: Certain parts of the common
elements called the "limited common elements' are designated
and set aside for the exclusive use of each unit, and each
unit shall have appurtenant thereto exclusive easements for
the use of such limited common elements. Unless otherwise
specified, all costs of every kind pertaining to each
limited common element, including but not limited to, costs
of landscaping, maintenance, repair, replacement and
improvement, shall be borne entirely by the unit to which it
is appurtenant, The limited common elements so set aside
and reserved are as follows:

A. The site of each unit consisting of the land
beneath and immediately adjacent thereto, as shown and
delineated on said Condominium Map, including without
limitation, any private areas, shall be deemed a limited
common element for the sole and exclusive use of the unit to
which it is appurtenant.

B. Parking adjacent to each of the respective
units as shown on the Condominium Map.

COMMON INTERESTS: Each dwelling shall have appurtenant
thereto an undivided percentage interest in all the common
elements of the Project as follows:

Each unit shall have said percentage interest in
all common profits and expenses of the Project and for all
other purposes, including voting on all matters requiring
action by the unit owners.



EASEMENTS: 1In addition to any easements designated in the
Timited common elements, the units and common elements shall
have and be subject to the following easements:

A, Each wunit shall have appurtenant thereto
non-exclusive easements in the common elements designed for
such purposes [or ingress to and egress from and utility
services (including but not limited to electricity, water
and sewer) for and in support of such units. The
Association of Apartment Owners (the "Association") shall
have the right, to be exercised by its Buard of Directors,
to change the use of the common elements or to lease or
otherwise use the common elements for the benefit of the
Association, all as provided and limited by the Horizontal
Property Act, subject to the exclusive use of the limited
common elements as provided in the Declaration.

B. If any common element now or hereafter
encroaches upon any unit, a valid easement for such
encroachment and maintenance thereof, so long as it

continues, does and shall exist. If any building or other
improvement shall be partially or totally destroyed and then
rebuilt, minor encroachments by any common elements upon any
apartment or limited common element due to reconstruction,
shall ©be permitted, and valid easements for  such
encroachments and the maintenance thereof, so long as they
continue, shall exist. PROVIDED, cthat in no event shall a
valid easement for encroachment be created in favor of the
owner of any unit or in favor of any owner of the common
elements if such encroachment occurred due to the negligence
or misconduct of said owner or owners.

C. The Association shall have the right, to be
exercised by its Board of Directors or the managing agent,
if any, to enter each unit and limited common elements, from
time to time, during reasonable hours as may be necessary
for the operation of the Project, or at any time for making
emergency repairs therein necessary to prevent damage to any
unit or common element.

D. The Developer reserves the right to grant to
any public or governmental authority righte of ways and
other easements, which are for the sole benefit of the
Project, or which do not materially interfere with the use
nor materially impair the value of, any unit, over, across,
under and through the common elements and limited common
elements for lines and other transmission facilities and
appurtenances for electricity, gas, telephone, water, sewer,
drainage, and other public services and wutilities, and
rights to enter for the purpose of installing, repairing,
altering, and removing such lines and facilities and of
trimming any trees 1in the way thereof; PROVIDED, the
Association, through the Board of Directors, with the
consent or agreement of any holder of any then-exlsting
easement affected thereby, is



authorized to grant, convey, transfer, cancel, relocate or
deal with any and all such public services and utilities
easements now or hereafter located on or affecting the
Project.

PURPOSE OF BUILDINGS AND RESTRICTIONS AS TO USE: The
Declaration provides that the units of the Project shall be
occupied and used only as private residential dwellings by
the respective owners thereof, their families, domestic
servants, personal guests and tenants, and for no other
purposes.

The House Rules provide in part: (1) that no
livestock, poultry or other animals or pets whatsoever shall
be aliowed or kept in any part of the Project, except for
one dog or one cat, aquarium fish and a pair of small birds,
subject to conditions more particularly set forth in the
House Rules; (2) that no inflammable oils or fluids shall
be stored in any part of the Project; (3) that all units
shall be occupied by no more than five (5) persons for two
(2) bedroom units and six (6) persons for three bedroom
units; and (4) that running, jumping, skateboarding,
bicycling, roller skating and playing of any sort 1is
prohibited in the driveway, parking areas and other common
areas of the Project.

OWNERSHIP OF TITLE: A Preliminary Report issued by Island
Title Corporation, dated December 28, 1985, indicates that
title to the land is vested in ABE LEE DEVELOPMENT, INC., a
Hawaii corporation, the Developer.

ENCUMBRANCES  AGAINST TITLE: Said Preliminary Report
indicates the following encumbrances:

1. Reservation in favor of the State of Hawaii of
all mineral and metallic mines,

2. Real Property Mortgage dated October 10, 1985,
recorded on December 17, 1985, in Book 19153, Page 162, made
by ABE LEE DEVELOPMENT, INC., a Hawaii corporation, as
Mortgagor, to Margaret A. Moreira, wife of George J.
Moreira, Joseph Jesus, husband of Elvera Rita Jesus, Flora
Jesus Moench, also known as Flora Moench, unmarried, and
Stephen Jesus, unmarried.

3. Real property taxes as may be due. Check with
the Tax Assessor. The Developer states that any delinquent
real property taxes and all mortgages shall be paid and/or
released before conveying units to individual buyers.

4. An easement for utility purposes, in favor of
Hawaiian Electric Company, a Hawaiian corporation, dated May



14, 1932, recorded May 16, 1932, in the Bureau of
Conveyances, State of Hawaii, in Book 1160, Page 288.

5. An easement for sewer pipelines, in favor of
the City and County of Honolulu, a municipal corporation of
the Territory of Hawaii, dated April 27, 1953, recorded
April 6, 1954, in the Bureau of Conveyances, State of
Hawaii, in Book 2809, Page 103.

6. Terms and provisions of that certain Agreement
dated July 10, 1985, recorded July 26, 1985 and August 19,
1985 in the Bureau of Conveyances, State of Hawaii, in Book
18806, Page 573, and in Book 18865, Page 663, respectively.

7. The restrictions on use and other restrictions
and all other covenants, agreements, obligations,
conditions, reservations, easements, and other provisions
set forth in Declaration of Horizontal Property Regime dated
December 17, 1985, which was recorded in the Bureau of
Conveyances in Liber 19153, Page 177, and the By-Laws, which
was recorded in Liber 19153, Page 210. The Project is
covered by Condominium Map No. 980.

PURCHASE MONEY HANDLING: An executed Escrow Agreement dated
December 17, 1985, identifies Island Title Corporation as
the escrow agent. Upon examination, the executed Escrow
Agreement and specimen sales contract are tound to be in
conformance with Chapter 514A, Hawaii Revised Statutes, as
amended, and particularly §§ 514A-37, 514A-39, 514A-40,
514A-63 and 514A-65. Among other provisions, the Escrow
Agreement provides that the escrow agent shall refund to
purchaser all of the purchaser's funds, without interest,
less a cancellation fee of TWENTY-FIVE AND NO/100 DOLLARS
($25.00), if purchaser shall request refund of his funds and
such refund is permitted by the Escrow Agreement, sales
contract or law.

It is incumbent upon the Purchaser and prospective
Purchasers to read and understand the Escrow Agreement
before executing the sales contract since the Escrow
Agreement prescribes the procedure for receiving and
disbursing purchaser's funds.

Among other provisions, the specimen sales
contract provides that the Developer makes NO WARRANTIES AS
TO ANY DEFECTS TN THE UNITS AND THE COMMON ELEMENTS OF THE
PROJECT.

NOTE: The Disclosure Abstract, which is attached
hereto, provides that the units to be built will have a one
year standard contractor's warranty.

MANAGEMENT OF THE PROJECT: The By-Laws provide that the
operation of the Project shall be conducted for the
Association of Owners under the direction of its Board of
Directors by a responsible managing agent. No managing
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agent has been appointed as of the date of this Report and
none is contemplated since the Declaration provides that the
owner of each unit shall be solely recsponsible for the
maintenance, repair, replacement and restoration of such
unit, appurtenant limited common elements and its parking
area. The Association shall be responsible for all common
elements of the Project which are not limited common in
nature and fees will then be assessed as necessary. Thus,
monthly maintenance fees are not contemplated at this time.

STATUS OF PROJECT: The Developer has disclosed that units 1
and 3 were built in 1928, unit 4 in 1930, and unit 5 in
1937. Unit 2 is under construction and is scheduled for
completion in February, 1986, The City Building Department,
in a letter dated July 23, 1985, noted that though the units
met all Code requirements at the time of construction, they
constituted nonconforming uses at the time of the letter,
however, by letter to the Commission dated December 23,
1985, the Developer advised that the nonconforming uses have
since been corrected. See Exhibits A & B to the Disclosure
Abstract.

NOTE: THE COMMISSION MAKES NO REPRESENTATION THAT THE
CORRECTIONS CITED BY THE DEVELOPER WILL ELIMINATE THE
NONCONFORMING USE REFERRED TO IN THE CITY'S JULY 23, 1985
LETTER. THIS SHOULD BE CHECKED INTO CAREFULLY BY
PROSPECTIVE BUYERS, AS ONE MAY NOT BE ABLE TO REPLACE HIS
UNIT IF IT IS A NONCONFORMING USE AND THE UNIT IS DEMOLISHED
BY ANY MEANS.

This is in reference tc your letter dated May 23, 1985
requesting verification that the 2 two-story two-family detached
dwellings (duplexes) on parcel 9, a two-story two-family detached
dwelling (duplex), 2 cne-story single-family dwellings on parcel
25 and 3 one-story single-family dwellings on parcel 18 located
at 617-A ¢ C, 617-B & D, 623, 623-A & 625~-A, 623-B, 625, 625-B
and 625-C 12th Avenue met all code requirements at the time of
construction.

Investigation revealed that the 5 one-story single-
family dwellings and 3 two-story two-family detached dwellings
(duplexes) met the code requirements when they were constructed
between 1922 and 1841.

For your information, the 2 two~family dwellings on
parcel 9 with a lot area of 8,875 square feet; the 3 single-
family dwellings on parcel 18 with a lot area of 10,000 square
feet; and the 2 single-family dwellings and two~family dwelling
on parcel 25 with a lot area of 9,625 square feet, all located
in an R-6 residential district, do not meet the current zoning
code and are nonconforming uses of structures. Repairs exceeding
10% of the replacement value of the building cannot be made
within any 12 consecutive months and any building demolished by
any means cannot be replaced unless an existing use permit is
obtained from the Department of Land Utilization prior to the
demolition.

No variances or special permits were granted to allow
deviations from any applicable codes.

Letter sent to us by the Building Dept. of the City & County of
Honolulu dated July 23, 1985, stated that the 2 two-family
dwellings on parcel 9 and the 2 single-family dwellings and 1
two-family dwelling on parcel 25 (total of 8 dwellings) met all
code requirements at the time of construction.

However, the letter further noted that the dwellings on parcels
9 and 25 do not meet current zoning code and are nonconforming
uses of structures.

We have since corrected the nonconforming uses of structures by
removing one kitchen from each of the 2 two-family dwellings on
parcel 9 and applying for the demolition of the two-family
dwelling on parcel 25.
