


EXHIBIT “L”
UNIT A OBLIGATIONS

Administration and operation of the Project, including the maintenance, repair, replacement and
restoration of the common elements, if nay, and any additions and alterations thereto, shall be in
accordance with the provisions of the Condominium Property Act, the Declaration and the
Bylaws of the Association. The owner of each condominium unit shall be solely responsible for
the maintenance, repair, replacement and restoration of his individual unit and its appurtenant
limited common elements, except as otherwise provided herein.

In addition to other requirements set forth herein, the owner of Unit A shall be
responsible for and shall abide by the following:

(a) Maintain evictino landeranino and hedoec in nraximitv of all commaon nronertv

© If and when Unit A installs driveway improvements along the West side ot the
flagpole for Unit A (approaching the street), Unit A may trim ironwood trees in a manner that
will enhance Unit A’s ocean views, but will also maintain Unit B’s existing views. Ongoing care
and maintenance of the ironwood trees will maintain the current views of Unit B (such as by way
of thinning if the trees become “bushy” from limiting the height by repeated trimming). In
addition, Unit A will install a hedge along the east side of the new driveway for the purpose of
providing some privacy to Unit B from those coming and going along the driveway in front of
Unit B. The hedge will not be allowed to grow to a height that impairs the views of Unit B. This
provision may be modified by the written consent of Unit B.

Unit A will notify Unit B of planned trimming or maintenance of the ironwoods and any
hedge between Unit B and the driveway of Unit A. This shall be done to allow Unit B input in
maintaining protected views consistent with the intent of this section. Unit A will also plan a
hedge on the East side of the driveway which will provide some privacy to Unit B from the level
of vehicles passing along the driveway in front of Unit B. Such hedge will not be allowed to
impair Unit B’s existing ocean view to the West, but otherwise will not be limited in height.
This provision may be modified by the written consent of Unit B.

(d)  Currently there is vegetation that partially obscures the view of the residence on
the ALCE for Unit A. This level of screening shall be maintained. In addition, if Unit B’s owner
so requests, Unit A shall further screen the South end of the structure on Unit A’s ALCE to
minimize the view of the structure from the South. The screening shall not, however, interfere



with the efficiency of any solar panels located on the project. Further, to the extent any
screening vegetation is located on the ALCE, the owner of Unit a shall maintain the preexisting
vegetation (and any replacements for it which are reasonably selected by Unit A) between Unit B
and the residence on the ALCE which screens the view of the structure from Unit B, and do so to
maintain the approximate condition which is currently found. If any existing screening
vegetation between Unit B and the ALCE is physically located on the common element roadway,
it will be maintained, repaired and replaced as a common expense of the project. Any hedges or
screening vegetation now existing shall be maintained in such a way that the status quo as of the
date of record of the Declaration of Condominium Property Regime of Hale ‘Oil O Manu Mele
is reasonably maintained.

(e) To the extent that it is commercially reasonable, Unit A shall retain and maintain
existing plantings that provide screening of direct views of the current house located to the West
of the Project as shown on Exhibit C to the Declaration. In the event that existing trees or other
plantings shall be removed, Unit A’s owner shall be responsible to replace such plantings at
approximately the same location (of the removed planting), and with plants of sufficient maturity
to replace the effect of the removed vegetation within a reasonable period. If the owner of the
house to the West moves the structure, Unit B’s owncr may plant additional trees at it sole
expense to create an approximately equal protection of Unit B from the direct view of such house
or improvements. The existing view from Unit B will be maintained, and not negatively
impacted by future conditions. The owner of Unit B may create a photographic or video record
of the current conditions, so long as he provides an accurate copy thereof to the owner of Unit A
within thirty days of recording of the Declaration.

® No chemical herbicides or insecticides may be used without the prior written
approval of the owner of Unit B.

(2)  Except at the time of initial construction of a farm dwelling and related
improvements, neither weed whacker equipment nor gasoline, electric, or diesel equipment for
decorative gardening and landscaping purposes shall be operated more often than three days per
week, and not on weekends, without the prior written approval of the owner of Unit B.

(h)  Keep water features, if any shall exist, clear of mosquitoes.

@) Shall not maintain any beehives, or cock or dog fighting, and shall not emit any
unreasonably bright light or loud noises, either of which would be audible to the occupants of
Unit B or which would cause glare to enter improvements located on Unit B.

G If the owner or agents of Unit A damage the common element driveway, the

owner shall restore the common element driveway to its original condition.
