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At the request of the MLIBC representatives, and in discussions with the MLIBC vice-
chair (Dana Naone Hall) and SHPD-Maui (Dr Melissa Kirkendall) by telephone, the single
remain was placed back into the excavation unit and covered with the excavated soil.

At that titne, the MLIBC representatlves suggested leaving the bunal in place and _
protectmg the location on an interim and permanent basis. G. Tremble suggested that he would
install add1t10nal orange construction fencmg closer around the site to protect it in the interim,
which was aceepted by all (Note: This addrtlonal fencmg was erected, as conﬁrmed ona

‘The’ land tract (Lot 35) on whmh the remams were identified had completed the SHPD
process and permits had been obtained for gradmg on the parcel. As such, in a letter dated
October 13, 2005, we requested 1mmed1ate mtenm preservation measures. durrng any ground
altering activities on the parcel. At that time, orange construction fencing was placed 36 feet (11
m) from furthest southern flank of the rockshelter (above) and 45 feet (13.7 m) to the west of the
rockshelter. No construction work was or is 1mmed1ate1y planned for the north;, south, or west of
the site; the existing footprint only occurring to. the south. This fencing was plainly visible
during _the ,November site visit and md_eed served-to protect the site dunn_g hrr;uted grading on Lot

PROPOSED TREATMIENT AND PRESERVATION
It is proposed herein, and also recommended by the landowner, that the Site —5769

remains w111 remam preserved in place through avoidance and protectlon Pnor to and during
constructron on Lot 35 and the adjacent parcel (Lot 36), interim protectron_,measures have been
and will be implemented to ensure complete preservatlon of the Feature C burial feature. In
addmon, both Feature A and B of Site -5769 wﬂI also be preserved under this BTP. The
landowner prefers to preserve the remains in place and is offering a buffer area of 36 feet (11.0
m) on Lot 35 (south side), 12 feet (3.65 m) on the north, 45 feet (13.72 m) to the west, and 88
feet (26.82 m) to the east in order to protect the site (see Figure 4; Figure 8). Please note that on
the north side of the burial feature, the buffer is twelve feet. However, the easement toward Lot
36 to the north affords an extra 52 feet (15. 85 m) of protection as it is a no-build zone known as
“Easement DR-20".
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The burial notice has been advertised in the Maui News (December 14, 16, and 18) and
the Honolulu Advertiser (December 18, 21, and 22; Appendix A). At the date of this printing, no
claimants have come forward,

INTERIM PRESERVATION MEASURES

- measured from the rockshelter’

A thirty-six foot (11.0'm) buffer area, demarcated by orange constructlon fencing,

has been placed to the south of Site -5769 on Lot 35. The. interim buffer area was

s southern-most flank and placed in a linear

- fashion along the top of the knoll, with Site -5769 occurring neat the base of the
knoll. A second, intetior-orange construction fence has'been placed around the
-site at c. 10 feet (3.05: m) from each feature to provide a. second interim buffer
area and to clarify the exact locatlon of the features.

. Installation of the mtenm oﬁﬁéi'.foncmg was verified on December 14, 2005,

B - January 9, 2006, and May 16,2006 by SCS crew members. On December 14

2006, SCS contacted Dr. Melissa Kirkendall (SHPD- -Maui); Dana Naone Hall

E (Maui/Lana'i Islands Buna.l ‘Couneil; MLIBC), and Suniy Greer (SHPD-Director

of Cultural Programis)to notify them that interim preservation measures were
completed. The calls occurred dunng the field visit by representatives of the
MLIBC. L

No alterations to the fencmg buffer area will be made wﬂ;hout approval of the
archaeologist (SCS), representative of the MLIBC (Dana Naone Hall), and SHPD
_(Dr Melissa Klrkenda]l) and any alterations will be verified by SCS

No heavy equipment or other construction-related machmes or matéiials will be
allowed to be moved or storéd in the preservation easement: areas. Pedestrian foot
traffic will only be allowed: dunn,g installation of the fence, access to the grave
site by recognized descendents and those approved by the landowner.

g Temporary access to the bunal site may be coordinated through SCS or the
subdivision’s representatlve

PERMANENT PRESERVATION MEASURES

Site -5769 will be permanently preserved on the subject property (see Figure 8).
The interim buffer area of 36 feet (11.0 m) along the southern flank of the site, the
12 foot (3.65 m) buffer atea directly to the north (measured from the aperture of the
shelter; the 45 foot (13.72 m) western buffer, and 88 foot (26.82 m) buffer to the
east will remain in perpetuity; however, the orange construction fence may be
removed once construction on the parcel has been completed. Please note that
adjacent to the northern boundary of the preservation area, a drainage réserve
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associated with Lot 36 is present. This consists of a 52 foot (15.85 m) “no build
zone” and provides extra buffer protection to the burial site on its northern
boundary. The following provides additional detalls to permanent preservation of
Site -5769: _

 As illustrated in Figure 8, the permanent preservation area established for Site -
5769 will measure 36 feet (11.0 m) from the southern flank of the site and run
parallel o the site near the upper portion of the T.ot 35 knoll. The northetty flank -
permanent preservation area measures a minirum of 12 feet (3.65 m) to the
property boundaty? The western flank will be protocted by a 45 foot (13.71m)
buffer area while the eastern flank will: support an 88 foot (26.82) buffer area. Site -
5769 runs for atotal of c. 25 m (82 feet) in liriear fashion (see Figures 4 and 8).
The total area being permanently preserved around the Feature C burial location
measutes. 6 384 5q. ft. or 1,946.3 m, - 4

* The Site <5769 preservation area wﬂl-be niqintai:ied-by the landowner or
landowner’s representative and any recognized descendents, The presérvation area
shall remain free and clear of all strisctures not explicit in this BTP whether
permanent or temporary The site shall be mamtamed as a grave site,

vegetahon growth bemg manually performed When needed. The aperture of the
rock shelter will be sealed by locally-acquired rocks. A mortared wall will be built
at the front aperture of the rock shelter (drywall stackmg) and completely cover the
opening to the shelter. This barrier prevents access to the interior and alse would
impede any erosion of the shallow soil matrices containing the remains. The
landowner, landowner’s representative, of descéndents may work together on
construction and-sealing of the feature. The permanent buffer area on Lot 35 may
be demarcated-on the perimeter of the- preserve aréa by the installation of trees or a
linear wall, as desu:ed by the landowners. .

e Access to the site shall be permiited to lmeal and cultural descendents, SI-IPD staff,
members of the MLIBC, and others approved by the landowners, SHPD, or the -
MLIBC. Arrangements for visitation and'access shall be made through mufual
agreemerit between the landowners and recognized descendents and/or others
wighing to visit the burial site.

%A 52 foot (15.85 m) “no build zohe” runs from this northern preserve boundary to Lot 36.
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Should storm, earthquake, or other natural or cultural dama‘g‘e occur to the burial
site area and its environs, and should this necessitate repairs to ensure the safety of
any confirmed descendants or others wishing to visit the site, the landowners/SCS
will notify the MLIBC and SHPD of the situation and reach an agreement on how
to proceed prior to implementing any alterations to the ground surface, site, or
vegetation within the presefvation easement. If the landowner finds that the burial
site area has been disturbed in.any way, the landowner or SCS will immediately
notify the MLIBC and SHPD. Repairs or stabilization of the damages cannot
proceed until dJrected to.do so'by these governing. bodres

There shall be no amendments, changes, and/or revisions to this BTP unless
otherwise authorized by the SHPD-Burial Sites Program in consultation with the
MLIBC.
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VERIFICATION :
As was illustrated above, interim and permanent buffer areas have and will be established

around Site 50-50-03-5769 to protect the site and its bun_al component. A wall shall also be -
constructed to seal the entry to the Feature C ro‘ci; shelter, As is in place now, orange
construction fencing is required at all times within the preserve area on an interim basis during
any construction on Lot 35. Verification that orange donstruction fencing remains in place
pursuant to this plan has been made (December 14, '20'0'5), Verification that the buffer area
remains jn place, as W'ell a§ construction of the éeéli’tig‘ wall, will made to the SHPD beéfore -
additional constructlon on Lot 35 commences. Verlﬁcanon will take the form of telephone
notification and will be aocomphshed by an SCS archaeologlst At this juncture; mtenm
preservation measures have been completed and venﬁed
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
