CHAPTER 343 - ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT:

This action before the Board is merely a transfer of management
jurisdiction and does not constitute a use of State lands or
funds, and therefore, this action is exempt from the provisions
of Chapter 343, HRS, relating to environmental impact statements.

Inasmuch as the Chapter 343 environmental requirements apply to
Applicant's use of the lands, the Applicant shall be responsible
for compliance with Chapter 343, HRS, as amended.

APPLICANT REQUIREMENTS:

Not Applicable. Survey maps to be provided by DAGS Survey

BACKGROUND:

The First Session of the First State Legislature, State of Hawaii,
established a Kauai Branch Station of the Hawaii Agricultural Experiment
Station. The operating budget provides an appropriation and positions to
staff the Station, and the capital budget appropriates $110,600 in
addition to $31,200 appropriated by Act 224, Session Laws of Hawaii 1959,
for a total of $141,800 for capital improvements, land acquisition,
improvements to land, and necessary equipment.

The Land Board at its meeting in December 1960, approved to set
aside lands for a Kauai Branch of the Hawaii Agricultural Experiment
Station. Money was appropriated by the Legislature after University
officials reported a need for agricultural research facilities on the
Garden Island. The new branch station would be able to study soils and
climatic conditions peculiar to Kauai to better help the Garden Island
farmers. Former Governor William F. Quinn on September 5, 1961 signed
Executive Order No. 1967 to the Board of Regents of the University of
Hawaii covering a net area of 242.45 acres, excluding the North Wailua
Ditch (tunnel), Lateral Ditch No. 1, Kuamoo Road, and Ditchman's House
and Lot.

The Land Board at its meeting of November 8, 1968, under agenda Item
F-14, approved to withdraw from General Lease and Governor's Executive
Order No. 1967 approximately 8.505 acres for the Department of
Transportations (DOT) Phase I and II Wailua Falls Loop Road Project Nos.
G~3329-01-63 and BD-67-359. The subject lands were to be set aside to
DOT. Former Governor John A. Burns on April 1, 1969 signed Executive
Order No. 2433 (withdrawal) and later on May 22, 1969 signed Executive
Order No. 2449 (set aside to DOT).

The Land Board at its meeting of October 12, 2007, under agenda D-1,
approved to withdraw from Governor's Executive Order 1967 approximately
11.698 acres. The subject lands were to be set aside to DLNR, Division
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of Aquatic Resources (DAR) for the Wailua Public Fishing Area,
Educational, and Recreation project.

Recently, DAGS Survey Division discovered during the review of the
subdivision map submitted by DAR for their set aside, that a portion of
Kuamoo Road had been abandoned by DOT's 1968 Wailua Falls Loop Road
Project. It appeared that UH was using it when it was specially excluded
from Governor's Executive Order No. 1967. Staff contacted the UH staff
and later contacted East Kauail Water Users Cooperative. The inquiry was
to determine who was using or is responsible for: (1) the North Wailua
Ditch (tunnel), (2) Lateral Ditch No. 1, (3) Kuamoo Road, and (4)
Ditchman's House and Lot.

By memo dated September 10, 2009, Mr. Thomas Lim, UH Director of
Planning and Management Systems noted that the North Wailua Ditch tunnel
runs under and through current research plot fields. An entomology
trailer now sits on a portion of the old Kuamoo Road. The Ditchman's
House no longer exists. UH respectfully requests the Land Board approve
to have these areas set aside to the UH.

REMARKS :

Staff checked with East Kauai Water Users Cooperative. They have no
need for the Ditchman's House and Lot because it is landlocked. The
tunnel easement is still needed by East Kauai Water Users Cooperative for
the Wailua Reservoir. They have no objections to the use of the lands
above the tunnel as long as the UH doesn't build any structures. No one
really knows how far down, the tunnel is located. Lateral Ditch No. 1 is
maintained by the East Kauai Water Users Cooperative and is needed for
the Wailua Reservoir.

Therefore, staff is recommending this area be set aside to the UH
subject to the tunnel easement. UH is now aware of the existence of this
underground tunnel and has no objections and will work with the East
Kauai Water Users Cooperative. Given that the UH has been utilizing and
responsible for the subject areas for some time, staff is recommending
Land Board approval.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board, subject to Applicant fulfilling the Applicant
Requirements above:
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14 Approve of and recommend to the Governor the issuance of an
executive order setting aside the subject lands to
University of Hawaii under the terms and conditions cited
above, which are by this reference incorporated herein and
subject further to the following:

A. The standard terms and conditions of the most current
executive order form, as may be amended from time to
time;

B. Disapproval by the Legislature by two-thirds vote of

either the House of Representatives or the Senate or
by a majority vote by both in any regular or special
session next following the date of the setting aside;

C. Review and approval by the Department of the Attorney
General; and

D. Such other terms and conditions as may be prescribed
by the Chairperson to best serve the interests of the
State.
