SUBJECT: Surface Rét;onnaissance of Proposed Training Area on Malokai

1. On 13 August 2003 a surface reConNaissance was cbnductcd by the 706tli EOD on the istand of

Molokai. Three areas were swept for unexploded ordnance and saft routes between two of the sites
were marked.

2. The surface of landing atea #], grid FJ 8095 4764, was visually inspected and found free of any
unexploded ordnance. The area contained several large craters and numerous training mortars. No
explosive components were found,

3. The surface of landing area #2, grid FJ 8077 4735, was visually inspected and found free of any
UXO.

4. The surface of landing ares #3, grid FJ 8099 4697, was visually inspected with special emphasis
placed on nearby buildings, roads and areas for lse: as entry routes around the objective. The
surface was found free of any UXO and did not show signs of usc as an impact area.

3. Although no unexploded ordnance was encountered during this operation, it is possible that sub-
surface ordnance may be present. Avoid any areas-with densc vegetation as the surface of these
arcas was not inspected by EOD personnel and may contain uncxploded ordnance.
