ILIO POINT TIMELINE

1966 Surface ordnance removal of 80% of area, 20% not able to be accessed because of kiawe (estimated 50,000 gallons of fuel would be needed to burn kiawe).

1967 General Services Administration’s quitclaim, with letter indicating it would be inadvisable to open land to the public until a complete surface ordnance removal is done. 

1979 per State Land Commission placed parcel in Conservation District.

1984 per Mr. Keith Shiroma of DLNR- Molokai the original security fence was emergency installed by DOWALD, Molokai due to dangerous ordnance.

1988 – Moomomi Preserve established by The Nature Conservancy. 

1993 
Process for repair of existing security fence: 

-     open bid for fence repair, Keiwit Pacific Co. had the lowest bid of $124,190.

· OEQC indicated fence is exempted from preparation of an EA. 

· Molokai Ranch granted Right of Entry. 

· Maui Planning Office indicated fence exempted from SMA permit. 

· Letter from Maui Planning Office to DLNR requesting an informational meeting as requested by the Molokai Planning Commission. Concerns from the Molokaians had been raised on who is responsible for the clean-up of the live ordnance, public access to the beach as the area is used by some of the residents for hunting and fishing.

· OCEA’s letter to DOWALD indicating they have no previous record of CDUP for existing fence. Have to process an after-the-fact CDUA if the existing fence was constructed in the Conservation District.

· Report from Mr. Keith Shiroma from Molokai. The existing fence was installed with the supervision of Mr. George Harada and Mr. Eddie Anzai. They do not have any knowledge of the CDUA permit. They constructed it due to dangers of existing ordnance. 

· Sarah Sykes letter to DLNR indicating her concern about the fence.

· Archeological visit in preparation for security fence. 

1994 Letter from DLNR Chairperson to Planning director Brian Miskae that the fencing will not be installed: will not be effective to keep people out, best use of state funds will be to post signs. 

2002 Flight to inspect proposed conservation fenceline and other actions (grant agreement for $10k to inspect ordnance and do demonstration plots). 

2002 Letter from Coast Guard confirming that area has unexploded ordnance and that the State agreed to decontaminate area. 

August 13, 2003 surface reconnaissance conducted and ordnance swept from three LZs and around buildings and road areas. No unexploded ordnance encountered, although subsurface ordance may be present and areas with dense vegetation were not inspected.

August 19-20 2003 Army conducts air assault training exercise.

2005 record of a Scope of Work for Underground Storage Tank removal – not sure if this occurred. 

2008 Mokio parcel leased to Molokai Land Trust. 

2009 Area recommended to be NAR by NARS Commission August 25, after DOFAW formally recommended area.

2009 Inventory Project Report for Defense Environmental Restoration Program Formerly Used Defense Sites for Mokio Parcel. 

2009 Nov 9, 2009 Proposed public hearing on NAR addition.
