           (D)  For funds not authorized by this Act but nevertheless used by any department or 

agency for the purposes of this Act: 
                  (i)  The source of those funds, by specific program; 
                 (ii)  The impact to the programs originally funded by those funds; and 

             (iii)  The need for any emergency appropriations that resulted from the diversion of 
those funds.

31, 2007 and is submitted to satisfy the January 15, 2008 due date.
