Endorsement
Type of Vehicles                              

1
Mopeds.

2
Motorcycles and motor scooters.

3
Any single vehicle with a GVWR of 15,000 pounds or less and vehicles designed to transport 15 or fewer passengers, including the driver.

4
Any single vehicle with a GVWR of 15,001-26,000 pounds.

A (CDL)
Any combination of vehicles with a gross combination weight rating of 26,001 pounds or more; GVWR of vehicles towed is in excess of 10,000 pounds.

B (CDL)
Any single vehicle with a GVWR of 26,001 pounds or more, or any such vehicle towing a vehicle not in excess of 10,000 pounds.

C (CDL)
Any single vehicle or combination of vehicles that meets neither the definition of A or B and designed to transport 16 or more passengers or used to haul hazardous materials requiring placards.

H (CDL)
Vehicles hauling hazardous materials in placardable amounts.

T (CDL)
Vehicles towing double and triple trailers.

P (CDL)
Vehicles designed to transport 16 or more passengers including the driver.

N (CDL)
Tank vehicles.

X (CDL)
Tank vehicles hauling hazardous materials in placardable amounts.

S (CDL)
Authorizes driving school buses.

Gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR) means the value specified by the manufacturer as the loaded weight of a single vehicle.
