Instructions


A. WHEN USED

This form is used by systems analysts and programmers to provide detailed information to document a file, its associated record layout, space requirements, and volume to which it has been assigned by ICSD Systems Services Branch, Systems Services Section.

B. GENERAL

The form is designed to be completed online, downloaded, then emailed to ICSD SSB, Systems Software Section, Kalanimoku B-20 at:  icsd.forms.sss@hawaii.gov. If the form is emailed, it must be sent from and email account that is clearly identified as belonging to the “Requested By” person specified in Item #1.  The form may also be printed, signed, and sent by fax to SSB, SSS at 586-2337 or sent via interoffice mail.

C. FORM USAGE

1. REQUESTED BY.  The name of the person making the request.

2. DATE.  Thee date (mm/dd/yyyy) that the Dataset Description was submitted.

3. ADDRESS.  The address of the person identified in Item #1.

4. PHONE.  The phone number and extension of the person identified in #1. 

5. DATASET NAME.  The OS name of the dataset.

6. DESCRIPTIVE NAME.  The descriptive name of the dataset.

7. STORAGE MEDIUM.  The storage medium on which the dataset is to reside.  Select one box only.  If OTHER is selected, an entry must be made in the corresponding box.

DCB PARAMETERS 

8. DATASET ORGANIZATION.  Check the appropriate box that identifies the dataset organization.

9. RECORD FORMAT.  Check the appropriate box that identifies the record format.

10. LOGICAL RECORD LENGTH.  The number o characters that are in a record.

11. BLOCK SIZE.  The number of characters that are in a block.

ADDITIONAL DCB PARAMETERS FOR VSAM FILES ONLY

12. VSAM KEY LENGTH — The length of the VSAM key.

13. VSAM RELATIVE KEY POSITION.  The location of the VSAM key within the record in relation to the first character of the record.

14. VSAM FREE SPACE.  The amount of VSAM space within the record.

15. VSAM AVERAGE, MAXIMUM RECORD LENGTH.  The average record length or the maximum record length of the VSAM record. 

16. VSAM CONTROL INTERVAL SIZE.  The size of the VSAM Control Interval.

17. NUMBER OF LOGICAL RECORDS.  The growth pattern identifying the number of records in the dataset:

a. INITIAL.  The number of records that the dataset will contain the first time.

b. 6 MO. GROWTH.  The number of records in the dataset after the first six months of its existence.

c. 1 YR. GROWTH.  The number of records in the dataset after the first year of its existence.

d. 2 YR. GROWTH.  The number of records in the dataset after the second year of its existence.

18. PARTITIONED DATA SET MEMBERS.
a. NO. OF MEMBERS.  The count of the number of members associated with the dataset.
b. AVG.NO.LOGICAL REC / MEMBER.  The average number of records in a member.
19. SEQUENCE KEYS.  The sequence of the VSAM key. 

20. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF DATASET.  A brief description of the dataset that documents what is contained in it.

21. COMMENTS.  Any comments or remarks that clarify or document the description of the dataset.

22. SPACE ALLOCATION.  The following items associated with the allocation of space for the dataset:  Type: CYL or TRK; sizes of primary and secondary space; number of directory blocks; and index size and type.
