Instructions


A. When Used

This form is used to document the specifications that define attributes for datasets.  It provides detailed information to define files and their organization and structure.  It is usually used during the Systems Internal Specifications (SIS) or Program Construction (PC) phases of an application development.

B.
General

The form is designed to be completed online, downloaded, then saved as application program development documentation.  The form contains data for application program file specifications and computer systems job operations specifications. The completed form may be emailed to project development team members. 

C.
Form Item Usage:

1. Page __ of __.  The current page number and the last page number of the specifications.
2. Date Created.  The date the form was first prepared; format: mm/dd/yyyy.

3. Date Revised.  The date the form was last modified; format: mm/dd/yyyy.

4. Department/Division/Branch.  The Department, Division, and Branch that owns the system.

5. System Name.  The descriptive name of the user application system referencing the data and files.
6. PMS Code.  The three (3) character Project Management Code associated with the system.

7. Preparer Name/PreparerPhone.  The name and contact telephone number of the person who developed the program file specifications.
8. Program ID Name.  The eight (8) character name of the application program source code.

9. Source Language.  From the drop-down-menu select the name of program language of the source code.

10. Panvalet Pgm Name.  The ten (10) character name to be used to identify the source code when it is save in the Panvalet test library.
11. Program Description.  The overall purpose for the application program.

12. Program Functions/Features.  The main functions and features that briefly describe how the application procedure statements should accomplish the requirements of the application program.

File Attributes
13. Program File Name.  The descriptive source program file name specified in the program’s file input/output section.
14. I/O.  From the drop-down-menu select I (input), O (output), I-O (input and output).

15. DDNAME.  The up to eight (8) character name specified in the execution job stream procedure for the application program.
16. PANVALET Include Name.  The ten (10) character member name for shared record layout definition statements.

17. File Organization.  From the drop-down-menu select PS (physically sequential), DA (direct access), ESDS (entry sequence dataset), RRDS (relative record dataset), KSDS (keyed sequence dataset), VSAM (virtual storage dataset).
18. File SORT Order.  The primary sort-field-name, and when appropriate, the secondary field-names that identify the sorted order of the file’s records.


Report Specifications
19. Report ID Code.  The eight (8) characters printed at the top of a report that may be used as a reference by ICSD-PSB-Control or the application system end-user.
20. Report Title Description.  A brief description used as a unique title for a printed report.

21. Report Sort Order.  The primary sort order of detail lines printed in a report.


Linkage Specifications
22. Load Mod Name.  The up to eight (8) character link library load module member name.

23. Program Linkage Name.  The descriptive program linkage name used in the linkage section of the application program.

24. Link Library Name.  The full name of the link library that is specified in the link-edit step of the job control stream that transforms the application source code into an executable object program.
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
