Instructions


A. WHEN USED

Task 3.0 of Implementation phase


Part III, Section 1.5 of Operations Guide

B. GENERAL

This form is used by the Production Services Branch personnel.  It specifies the steps that they must do when it becomes necessary to rerun or restart a given system.

C. FORM USAGE

1. Page __ of __  Include the current page number and the last page number. 

2. Host - the host system that the job is to run on.   Select A, B, E, F, G or Server from the drop down menu.

3. OS JOB NAME — The name by which this job is identified, following ICSD's  OS Naming Conventions.

4. DESCRIPTIVE JOB NAME — The descriptive name by which this job is known, such as "Payroll Edit and


Validation".

5. DATE ISSUED — The date the Rerun/Restart Procedure is submitted.

6. EFFECTIVE DATE — The date Production Services Branch will begin to use this procedure.  (Fifteen (15)


working days from 'Date Issued').

7. THIS PROCEDURE IS FOR — Enter the applicable check mark to designate whether the described 


procedure applies to reruns or restarts.

8. USE STANDARD PROCEDURE  — If a standard procedure that has been previously defined for installation-wide use is applicable, enter a check mark in the first box and identify the procedure by number and name as appropriate.  If a special procedure must be used, enter a check mark in the fsecond box and describe it in detail in the space provided on the form in items 9 and 10.

9. STEP — Enter each step in the job by stepname.  If the job abnormally terminates during a step that is not identified individually or collectively (e.g., "In all other steps. . . "), no rerun/restart action will be taken, but the project will be notified of the abnormal termination.

If JES2 log messages are used as reference points to identify the place of abnormal termination, list all messages with appropriate actions to perform if the job terminates at that point.

10. ACTION TO PERFORM — Indicate the rerun/restart action to be taken for each step or reference point if the job terminates abnormally.  Include the following as necessary:

a. The names of all files that must be degenerated before rerunning.

b. The name of the job that must be run to restore/reload any file.

c. The name of any related jobs that must also be run.

In certain cases where it would be unwieldy to list the names of related jobs, the ICSD Scheduler can approve the use of other methods to identify them.

Restarting from any job step except the first one will be done with "restart" job control statement only.
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
