Girls in Utah Detention Facility Visited by Governor  
During a tour of the Salt Lake Valley Detention Center, Governor Lingle visited with 
Hawai`i girls being temporarily held at the Utah facility. After meeting privately with the 
girls for nearly an hour, Governor Lingle reported that they are "in very good spirits" and 
appreciate participating in group counseling sessions, which are designed to instill 
character values such as integrity, perseverance, respect, responsibility and self-control. 
Governor Lingle also reinforced her recent commitment that the seven girls would return 
to Hawai`i by the end of November. The Governor noted that three of the Utah facility's 
staff members are former Hawai`i residents who have an understanding of the girls' island 
background and culture.  The three staff members are: former La`ie resident Wilton 
Lolofie, assistant director; and Kamehameha Schools graduates Craig Kaluhikaua and 
Kapona Isaacs, both parole officers and case managers at the facility.  As part of her 
Administration's efforts to reform the Hawai`i Youth Correctional Facility and other 
detention centers, Governor Lingle is calling for a greater emphasis on rehabilitating 
detainees so they are better prepared to become productive citizens upon their release. 
One element of this new approach involves hiring detention center employees with 
counseling backgrounds, as opposed to persons from the corrections field.

Governor Lingle commended "Hawai`i's own modern warriors" 
during her acceptance remarks, and said she would continue to remind our residents about 
the many sacrifices of these men and women in uniform as they fight the global war on 
terror.

Speaking at the formal unveiling of the Hawai`i Cancer Plan, Governor Lingle thanked 
leaders from healthcare and community organizations throughout the state for 
developing this highly detailed strategy reflecting the diversity of our islands. The plan was 
created as part of the Department of Health's Hawai`i Comprehensive Cancer Control 
Program, which received federal funding from the Centers for Disease Control. The 
program seeks to maximize the impact of limited resources by establishing partnerships 
between the public and private sectors to reduce the burden of cancer. This includes 
focusing on cancer screenings, early diagnosis and more effective treatments.  Read more 
in the Honolulu Advertiser and Honolulu Star-Bulletin.

Governor Thanks EPA for Support of Brownfields Program  
Officials from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency presented a check for $400,000 to 



Governor Lingle in support of the state's efforts to assess and clean contaminated 
"brownfield" properties so they can be redeveloped. The result is a cleaner environment, a 
stronger economy and more jobs. Governor Lingle accepted the federal funding on behalf 
of the state Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism and the 
Department of Health for additional brownfields site assessments. Also receiving EPA 
grants of nearly $200,000 each were Honolulu Community College for brownfields-related 
job training, the County of Kaua`i for site assessments and the Anahola Homesteaders 
Council for clean up of contaminated properties.

DOH Advises Public on How to Fight the Flu 
The state Department of Health (DOH) has been prominent in the news this week with the 
unveiling of the Hawai`i Cancer Plan, a comprehensive strategy uniting the public and 
private sectors in striving toward the goal of "No More Cancer." DOH is also in the spotlight 
as it works with the public to administer the limited flu vaccine supply. DOH is working 
closely with medical, health insurance and long-term care organizations to help protect 
those individuals who are at the highest risk of serious complications from the flu. These 
vulnerable groups include: children ages 6 to 23 months, adults 65 and older, persons with 
chronic medical conditions, women who will be pregnant during flu season, residents of 
nursing homes and long-term care facilities, and healthcare professionals who work 
directly with patients. To reduce the chance of catching the flu, Dr. Chiyome Fukino, DOH 
director, advises everyone to wash their hands frequently, avoid close contact with people 
who are sick, and avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth, which can spread an infection.
