But, as we are reminded by the destruction of
Hurricane Katrina and the Indian Ocean Tsunami, we must
continually strive to increase our preparedness efforts
should a disaster strike. Our Administration is proposing a
set of bills to enhance our emergency preparedness. They
include increasing the number of emergency shelters,
making provisions for residents to bring their pets, offering
incentives for homeowners to install wind-resistant devices,
and improving communication systems. These initiatives,
when fully implemented, will strengthen our ability to save
lives and protect property in the years ahead."

Army Specialist Feliciano Castillano of Hawai i was wounded
on Dec. 5 outside of his forward operating base. Since that
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time, he has reenlisted and was selected to attend Ranger
and Airborne schools. While in the hospital, he served as a
role model for other wounded US soldiers.
