Specimens may be transported at ambient temperature
in CO; pouches with tablets. The STD/AIDS courier
will usually pick up the specimen from physician offices,
clinics, laboratories and the STD/AIDS Clinic and
transport the specimens to the State Laboratory.

All specimens must be submitted with the appropriate
Confidential GC Laboratory Request Form.

The requisition form must legibly include:

patient name (or other unique identifier) and the
patient name/accession number on the form must match
the patient name or accession number on the specimen.
The date of specimen collection is required.

Neisseria gonorrhoeae not found.

Final laboratory reports will be forwarded to the
STD/AIDS Clinic for disposition and distribution.
