DESCRIPTION

:

The Health Care sector and Other High Growth and Emerging Industries grant is designed for projects that provide training and placement service to help workers pursue careers within select high-growth industries. The purpose of the high growth and emerging industries grants funded through this SGA is to teach workers the necessary skills for, and help them pursue careers in healthcare and other high-growth and emerging industry sectors. Eligible applicants include pubic entities and private nonprofit organizations.

Grants awarded will be for projects that provide training and placement services to help workers pursue careers within the health care and other high growth and emerging industries. The grant notice specifies these focus areas for both health care and high-growth industries. 

The specific areas identified in the SGA regarding types of industries are as follows: 

1. HEALTH CARE FIELD
a. Nursing

b. Allied Health

c. Long-term care

d. Health Information Technology

2. OTHER HIGH GROWTH EMERGING INDUSTRIES
a. Industries targeted by applicants must:


i. Show projections that it will add a substantial number of new jobs into the economy; 

ii. the industry is being transformed  by technology and innovation requiring new skill sets for workers; or 

iii. the industry is new and emerging, projected to grow. 

b. Industries suggested by the SGA include:

i. Information technology, 

ii. advanced manufacturing, 

iii. wireless and broadband deployment, 

iv. transportation and warehousing, and

v. biotechnology

ETA is encouraging applicants to connect their workforce development strategies to other Recovery Act funded project that create jobs or impact skill requirements of current jobs. 
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
