Why should I worry about amputations?

Your industry has been identified by the Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) as having both high fatality numbers and prior citations
involving equipment capable of causing amputations.

Amputations are among the most severe and crippling workplace injuries that
result in permanent disability. Employee exposure to unguarded or
inadequately guarded machines is prevalent in many workplaces. Consequently,
workers who operate and maintain machinery suffer approximately 18,000
amputations, lacerations, crushing injuries, abrasions, and over 800 deaths per year.

Milling machines Food Slicers Shears, grinders, slitters
Trash compacters Forklifts

Why do amputations occur?

Amputations can occur when workers are engaged in normal production operations as well as during
servicing or maintenance operations, and are usually the result of unguarded machineryailure to

identify hazards in the workplace and take adequatecautions, lack of adequate training, lack of or a
deficient Lockout/Tagout program, and human error

What do | need to do and where can | get help?

At minimum , you need to comply with the Hawai'i Occupational Safety and Health (HIOSH) standards,
regarding machine guarding (12-80.1), Lockout Tagout (General Environmental Controls, page 37), Hand
and Power Tools (12-79.1) and related standards

V Hazard Analysis ¢ identifying hazards associated with the use and care of machines in your
workplace

V Safeguarding ¢ eliminating or controlling potential amputation or other injury hazards
