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 The Oahu Metropolitan Planning Organization (OMPO), established under section 
279E-2, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is an advisory body responsible for coordinating the 
comprehensive, continuing, and cooperative transportation planning process for the island of 
Oahu.  These responsibilities include:  updating Oahu's regional transportation plan; developing 
an island-wide work program of transportation studies; conducting, administering, and assisting 
in transportation studies; and programming transportation projects to ensure federal funding. 
 
 The decision-making body of OMPO is its Policy Committee.  The thirteen-member 
Policy Committee consists of five members of the legislative body of the City and County of 
Honolulu, three members of the Senate, three members of the House of Representatives, the 
Director of the State Department of Transportation, and the Director of the City Department of 
Transportation Services. 
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
