GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


A.
Furnish materials, labor and equipment necessary to install complete termite barrier system as indicated on the drawings and herein specified.


B.
A fine stainless steel mesh shall be placed around the bottom and base of the wood pole embedded in the concrete foundation to seal all termite entry points into the wood pole.  The mesh is too fine for the termites to squeeze through, too hard to chew through, and too corrosive resistant to be chemically attacked.  The mesh shall be suitable for use with preservative-treated wood poles.

Certificates:

1. Prior to the start of work, a signed certificate from the barrier system manufacturer stating that the installer and installation mechanics are approved at the appropriate level by the barrier system manufacturer.

The Contractor shall warrant the installation from defects or workmanship for a period of two years after acceptance of the installation by the Contracting Officer.  Upon notification of any defects, the Contractor shall promptly make good any such defects developed within the warranty period without expense to the State.

Barrier Mesh:  Type AIAA marine grade 316 stainless steel mesh of 0.007-inch (0.18 mm) diameter wire with maximum mesh openings of 0.026-inch x 0.018-inch (0.66 mm x 0.45 mm) conforming to ASTM A478 and ASTM A580/A580M <and manufactured by “Termi-Mesh”>.


B.
Accessories:  Adhesives, stainless steel clamps/bands, ties, and other accessories as recommended by barrier system manufacturer.

PART 3 – EXECUTION

INSTALLATION

Strictly follow the manufacturer’s printed instructions described in the Manufacturer’s Installation Notes.

B.
Install mesh as shown on drawings.  Fit and clamp mesh around base of wood pole, and terminate as appropriate for the construction as described in Manufacturer’s Installation Notes.

C.
The barrier mesh shall terminate a minimum of 6 inches above the top of the concrete foundation base.  Fold excess mesh so that there are no sharp edges exposed.  Provide a band to secure the top of the mesh.

PROTECTION


A.
Protect the installed mesh and attachments before, during and after the pole work is installed.

FIELD QUALITY CONTROL


A.
Prior to placement of concrete and any overlaying construction over the stainless steel barrier system, ensure that the barrier system is undamaged and intact in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.  Installation shall be approved by the manufacturer’s representative.  Correct all damaged areas in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations as approved by the Contracting Officer.
