The budget for an apprenticeship award can be up to $5,000. At least 60% of the total amount of
funds requested should be to compensate the traditional artist for his or her time to teach (for
example $3,000 on an award of $5,000). No more than 40% of the total amount of the award
may be used to cover essential supplies, tools, and mileage costs for the apprentice and/or teacher.

ARTIST FEES: This is the amount to be paid to the teacher. Use the total number of hours from
Question E-1 (above) and multiply by $35/hour in order to calculate this amount and enter the
result in F-1 of the budget.

SUPPLIES: List the estimated cost of supplies and materials in F-2 of the budget. It is preferred
that these are supplies that will be used up during the apprenticeship such as dyes, fabrics, leather,
guitar strings, audio cassette tapes, wood, etc. Use of award money for major purchases of long-
lasting equipment (such as a guitar or sewing machine) is discouraged. If tools are needed for the
apprentice to work with, these can be included in the budget and will remain with the apprentice
at the conclusion of the project.

AUTOMOBILE MILEAGE: The teacher and apprentice can budget for mileage reimbursals for
using their car to travel to the place of teaching or to gather supplies. Calculate the amount in
section F-3 of the budget.

Label clearly and provide a sheet describing/explaining the performance and
identifying the lead artist and/or apprentice if more than one person appears. Cue the tape
to the section to be viewed by the panel.
