If you are filing the resident Form N-11, you may be able to e-file your return through your tax
practitioner or from your own computer using commercially available software. For more information,
visit our website at www.hawaii.gov/tax and select “How to File Electronically and via the Internet.”

You, too, can help us be more efficient just by filing your tax returns correctly and on time with the
correct amount of payment. That is harder than it sounds, of course, but simple things like checking all
entries before submitting your return, and filing it on or before April 20, 2007, make a big difference.
Start early; the earlier you start, the more time you’ll have to obtain missing documents, and the less
likely you’ll be to make an error. Refunds are also processed faster if you file early instead of filing close
to the due date. Keep a copy of your return, worksheets, and supporting documents; if a question
should arise it will help you understand and resolve the problem with us if you have your tax return
information in front of you. A copy also will help you to prepare your return next year.

Publications, forms (including forms with writable fields), and instructions are available on our
website at www.hawaii.gov/tax. You can also obtain copies at any district tax office, or by calling
our 24-hour Forms by Fax/Mail request line at 808-587-7572 or toll-free from the neighbor islands
and continental U.S. at 1-800-222-7572.

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Changes for 2006
• Adopts the federal provision relating to the reduction of the phaseout of the limitation on itemized deductions. (Act 223, SLH 2002)

• Adopts many of the federal provisions relating to the tax relief for taxpayers affected by Hurricanes Katrina, Rita, and Wilma,
including (1) suspended limits for certain personal casualty losses and cash contributions, (2) increased charitable standard mileage
rate for using your vehicle for volunteer work related to Hurricane Katrina, and (3) special rules for withdrawals, repayments, and
loans from IRAs and other qualified retirement plans. Please note that since certain provisions are effective for tax year 2005, you
may file a 2005 amended tax return. (Act 124, SLH 2006)

• Adopts the federal provision relating to the termination of the deduction for clean-fuel vehicles and clean-fuel vehicle refueling
property for property placed in service after December 31, 2005. (Act 124, SLH 2006)

• Temporarily enhances the motion picture and film production income tax credit by increasing the credit amount and adding digital
media as a qualified production cost for costs incurred on or after July 1, 2006, and before January 1, 2016. (Act 88, SLH 2006)

• Provides a new income tax credit for flood victims for 10 percent of the amount expended for costs directly related to the damage
directly caused by the heavy rain and flooding to the taxpayer’s real or personal property on October 30, 2004 in Manoa, Oahu; and
from February 20 through April 9, 2006 in all counties. (Act 110, SLH 2006)

• Increases the renewable energy technologies income tax credit for certain solar thermal, wind powered, and photovoltaic energy
systems installed after July 1, 2006, and eliminates the requirement that the tax credit be reduced by any similar new federal energy
tax credit for taxable years beginning after December 31, 2005. (Act 240, SLH 2006)

Important Reminders for 2006
• Keep a copy of the worksheets you complete in the instructions for your records.

• If you are unable to file by April 20, 2007, you are granted an automatic 4-month extension of time to file Form N-11 or Form N-12
without filing Form N-101A (or any other form). You may file Form N-101A if you want to make a payment with Form N-101A. You
may not use federal Form 4868 instead of Form N-101A.

• Please complete all required entries on your tax return and make sure all required forms and statements are attached. Failure to do
so may result in a notice of adjustment being sent to you and you may be required to file an amended tax return to correct missing
entries or provide missing forms or statements.

• Line 23 on Form N-11 MUST be filled in. Line 38 on Form N-12 MUST be filled in. Failure to do so could cause delays in processing
your return.

• Please be sure to fill in the appropriate filing status oval on Form N-11 or check the appropriate filing status box on Form N-12.

• Please check all arithmetic on the return. A correct return will help us process your return efficiently and issue refunds quickly.

• If you are married and filing separate returns, the refund from your spouse’s return cannot be applied to your liability.

• Include your spouse’s social security number if you are married whether a joint or separate return is filed. If your spouse is an alien
and was issued an ITIN by the IRS, enter your spouse’s ITIN. If your spouse has applied for an ITIN but the IRS has not yet issued
the ITIN, write “Applied For”.

• Attach your employee earning statements (HW-2’s or federal W-2’s) to the front of your return.

• If someone prepares your tax return and charges you a fee, the preparer must sign and complete the Paid Preparer’s Information
box.

• Please file your return on or before April 20, 2007. Mail your return to the appropriate mailing address as stated on page 6.

• Please place proper postage on the envelope before mailing. If there is insufficient postage on the envelope, it will be returned to you
by the U.S. Postal Service.

• Keep a copy of your return for your records.

Items to Note
• The Hawaii Taxpayer Bill of Rights is reprinted on page 71.

• The Department of Taxation is a proud partner with the Missing Child Center - Hawaii, Department of the Attorney General (MCCH).

• Federal income tax law changes enacted during the 2006 calendar year have not been adopted for Hawaii income tax purposes at
the present time. A conformity bill will be introduced to the 2007 Hawaii Legislature which may adopt certain of the provisions. You
cannot claim any of the federal provisions on your Hawaii income tax return until it has been enacted by the State of Hawaii.

General Instructions

Guidelines for Filling in
Scannable Forms

Form N-11 and Schedule CR are designed

for electronic scanning that permits faster

processing with fewer errors. In order to

avoid unnecessary delays caused by manual

processing, taxpayers should follow the

guidelines listed below:

• Print amounts only on those lines that are

applicable.

• Use only a black ink pen. Do not use red ink

or pencil nor felt tip pens.

• Because this form is read by a machine,

please print your numbers inside the boxes

like this:

1234567890x
• Do NOT print outside the boxes.

• Fill in ovals completely. Do not ✔ or ✘ the

ovals.

• Do NOT enter cents. All numbers that are

required to be rounded to the nearest dollar

should NOT be printed over the zeros

printed in the handprint boxes used to des-

ignate cents.

• Do NOT use dollar signs, slashes, dashes or

parenthesis in the boxes.

• Photocopying this form will cause delays in

processing your return.

Who Must File
1. Every individual doing business in Ha-

waii during the taxable year must file a re-

turn, whether or not the individual derives

any taxable income from that business.

“Doing business” includes all activities en-

gaged in or caused to be engaged in with the

object of gain or economic benefit, direct or

indirect, except personal services performed

as an employee under the direction and con-

trol of an employer.

For example, every person receiving rents

from property owned in Hawaii is “doing

business” and must file a return whether or

not the person’s expenses exceed the gross

rental income.

2. Every individual receiving more than the

following amounts of gross income subject to

taxation under Hawaii Income Tax Law, in-

cluding amounts received as salaries and

wages for services rendered by an employee

to an employer, must file a return:

For Individuals Under Age 65
Filing Status Gross Income of

Married filing separately $1,990

Single or legally separated $2,540

Single, head of household $2,690

Qualifying widow(er) with a
dependent child

$2,940

Married couple filing jointly $3,980

For Individuals Age 65 or older
Filing Status Gross Income of

Married filing separately $3,030

Single or legally separated $3,580

Single, head of household $3,730

Qualifying widow(er) with a
dependent child

$3,980

Married couple filing jointly,
one is 65 or older

$5,020

Married couple filing jointly,
both are 65 or older

$6,060

These threshold amounts will be higher for

persons who are blind, deaf, or totally dis-

abled, and who have completed and filed a

certification with the Department of their

disability on Form N-172 before filing their

income tax return.

For individuals who can be claimed as de-

pendents on the tax return of another tax-

payer, the threshold amount is the amount of

the dependents’ standard deduction.

For nonresident aliens, the threshold

amount is $1,040 for individuals under 65,

and $2,080 for individuals 65 or older.

For nonresident individuals, the threshold

amounts stated above must be multiplied by

the ratio of Hawaii adjusted gross income to

total adjusted gross income from all sources

to determine whether the individual must file

a return.

3. Individuals who took up residence in Ha-

waii after attaining the age of 65 years and

before July 1, 1976, may elect to be taxed only

on Hawaii source income. See Election Un-

der Act 60, SLH 1976 on page 5.

4. Children who receive unearned income

during the taxable year and have not attained

the age of 14 years before the end of the tax-

able year must file their own returns to re-

port their income unless their parent or par-

ents report that income.

However, the Department of Taxation will,

administratively, not require the filing of a

State income tax return if the child’s total

earned and/or unearned income for the tax-

able year is $500 or less and the application of

the standard deduction amount results in no

taxable income for the child. Children who

must file a return may need to file Form

N-615, Computation of Tax for Children Un-

der Age 14 Who Have Investment Income of

More than $1,000. Parents may report in-

come of their children by filing Form N-814,

Parent’s Election to Report Child’s Interest

and Dividends.

5. If you need to report additional tax from

Form N-2, Distribution from an Individual

Housing Account; Form N-103, Sale of Your

Home; Form N-152, Tax on Lump-Sum Dis-

tributions; Form N-312, Recapture of Capital

Goods Excise Tax Credit; Form N-318, Re-

capture of High Technology Business Invest-

ment Tax Credit; Form N-338, Recapture of

Tax Credit for Flood Victims; Form N-405,

Tax on Accumulation Distribution of Trusts;

Form N-586, Recapture of Low-Income

Housing Tax Credit; or Form N-814, Parent's

Election to Report Child's Interest and Divi-

dends, then you must file a return regardless

of income level.

Who Should File
Even if you do not have to file, you should

file to get a refund if too much income tax was

withheld from your pay. Also, if you are eligi-

ble for refundable credits, you need to file a

return to claim the credits.

Residents and
Nonresidents
Resident

A resident is taxed on income from all

sources.

A resident must file an Individual Income

Tax Return—Resident (Form N-11, N-12, or

N-13), if required to do so.

A Hawaii resident is (1) Every individual

domiciled in Hawaii, and (2) Every other in-

dividual whether domiciled in Hawaii or not,

who resides in Hawaii for other than a tempo-

rary or transitory purpose.

An individual domiciled outside Hawaii is

presumed to be a resident if he or she spends

more than 200 days in Hawaii during the tax-

able year. This presumption may be over-

come by evidence satisfactory to the Depart-

ment of Taxation that the individual main-

tained a permanent place of abode outside

the State and was in the State for a temporary

or transitory purpose. No person shall be

deemed to have gained or lost a residence

simply because of his or her presence or ab-

sence in compliance with military or naval

orders of the United States, while engaged in

aviation or navigation, or while a student at

any institution of learning. See Tax Informa-

tion Release No. 97-1, “Determination of Res-

idence Status”.

Nonresident
A Hawaii nonresident is an individual who

is in Hawaii for a temporary or transient pur-

pose, and whose permanent domicile is not

Hawaii.

A nonresident must file an Individual In-

come Tax Return—Nonresident and

Part-Year Resident (Form N-15), if required

to do so. A nonresident will be taxed on in-

come from Hawaii sources only.

A nonresident married to a Hawaii resident

may choose to file a joint return with the resi-
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dent spouse on Form N-11, N-12, or N-13;

however, the nonresident will then be taxed

on all income from all sources. For more in-

formation, see Married Filing Joint Return on

page 8.

Election Under Act 60, SLH 1976
Individuals who took up residence in Ha-

waii after attaining the age of 65 years and

before July 1, 1976, may elect to be taxed only

on Hawaii source income. To make the elec-

tion, attach a signed statement to Form N-12

setting forth the date that the individual es-

tablished residence in Hawaii and the indi-

vidual’s date of birth (which must be before

July 1, 1911). Individuals making this elec-

tion must file a return regardless of the

amount of income earned, and may not use

Form N-11 or N-13.

Part-Year Resident
A part-year resident is an individual who

was a Hawaii resident for part of the year,

and who was a nonresident during the other

part of the year. This includes those who

moved to Hawaii during the year and those

who moved away from Hawaii during the

year.

A part-year resident must file an Individ-

ual Income Tax Return—Nonresident and

Part-Year Resident (Form N-15), if required

to do so. A part-year resident will be taxed on

all income from all sources during the period

of residency, and on income from Hawaii

sources only during the period of

nonresidency.

Domicile Defined
The term “domicile” means the place

where an individual has a true, fixed, perma-

nent home and principal establishment, and

to which place the individual has, whenever

absent, the intention of returning. It is the

place in which an individual has voluntarily

fixed the habitation of himself or herself and

family, not for a mere special or temporary

purpose, but with the present intention of

making a permanent home. Three things are

necessary to create a new domicile: first,

abandonment of the old domicile; second, the

intent to establish a new domicile; and third,

actual physical presence in the new domicile.

Once a domicile is established, the intent to

abandon it is not itself sufficient to create a

new domicile; a new domicile must be shown.

Reminder: If you are in Hawaii because of

military orders and do not intend to make Ha-

waii your permanent home, you are not con-

sidered a Hawaii resident for income tax pur-

poses, even though you have been in Hawaii

for more than 200 days in 2006. File a resident

return with your home state, and file a Hawaii

nonresident and part-year resident return

(Form N-15) to report your Hawaii income.

Resident and Nonresident
Examples
Note: For more information, see Tax Informa-

tion Release No. 90-3, “Income Taxation and

Eligibility for Credits of an Individual Tax-

payer Whose Status Changes from Resident

to Nonresident or from Nonresident to Resi-

dent”, Tax Information Release No. 90-10,

“Clarification of Taxation and the Eligibility

for Personal Exemptions and Credits of Resi-

dents and Nonresidents in the Military and

Spouses and Dependents of Persons in the

Military”, and Tax Information Release No.

97-1, “Determination of Residence Status”.

Example 1—A Hawaii resident who enlists

in the military normally will remain a Hawaii

resident regardless of the length of absence

from Hawaii while stationed outside of Ha-

waii.

Example 2—A Hawaii resident working in

a foreign country will remain a Hawaii resi-

dent unless permanent resident status is

granted by the foreign country.

Example 3—Foreign students who are

granted entry into the United States on “F”

visas are nonresidents for Hawaii tax pur-

poses. Researchers and faculty members

who are granted entry into the United States

on “H”, “J”, or “Q” visas, and who have been

in Hawaii for more than 200 days during the

taxable year may be considered Hawaii resi-

dents.

Example 4—Spouses of those in the mili-

tary service do not become Hawaii residents

if their principal reason for moving to Hawaii

was the transfer of the service member

spouse to Hawaii, and if it is their intention to

leave Hawaii when the service member

spouse either is transferred to another mili-

tary station or leaves the service.

Example 5—A Hawaii resident who mar-

ries a nonresident will remain a Hawaii resi-

dent unless the three requirements for

changing his or her domicile are also met.

(Refer to “Domicile Defined” on this page.)

This situation applies in reverse to a nonresi-

dent who marries a resident. A person’s resi-

dence status will not change just because of

marriage.

Which Form to File
You must file resident Form N-11, N-12, or

N-13, as appropriate, if you were a resident

for the full year. File Form N-15 if you were a

nonresident for the full year or a part-year

resident.

Generally, you MUST use Form N-11 if:

• You filed a federal resident tax return

(Form 1040, 1040A, or 1040EZ) for the cal-

endar year;

• You were a resident for the full year, or, if

married filing jointly, either spouse was a

resident for the full year (however, the non-

resident spouse would be taxed on their

worldwide income for the full year);

• You do not make the Election Under Act 60,

SLH 1976 described on this page; and

• If you are married:

—Your filing status is the same on your fed-
eral and Hawaii tax returns, or

—You are filing a joint Hawaii return and
both you and your spouse are filing fed-
eral returns.

• But if you qualify to file Form N-13, you

may file it instead of Form N-11.

Note: If a resident taxpayer died during the

year, a return for that taxpayer (including a

joint return for a surviving spouse) must be

filed on Form N-11 if the corresponding fed-

eral return is filed. If a corresponding federal

return is not filed, use Form N-12. See Death

of Taxpayer on page 6.

You MUST use Form N-15 if:

• You were a nonresident for the full year, or,

if married filing jointly, both spouses were

nonresidents for the full year.

• You are taking up residence in Hawaii dur-

ing the tax year. (Part-year resident).

• You are giving up residence in Hawaii dur-

ing the tax year. (Part-year resident).

You MUST use Form N-12 if:

• You are not required to use Form N-11 or

Form N-15.

• But if you qualify to file Form N-13, you

may file that form instead of Form N-12.

• You file your return on a fiscal year basis.

You MAY Be Able to Use Form N-13 if:

• You were a resident for the full year, or, if

married filing jointly, either spouse was a

resident for the full year (however, the non-

resident spouse would be taxed on their

worldwide income for the full year);

• You had only wages, salaries, tips, interest,

ordinary dividends, and unemployment

compensation, AND

• Your taxable income (adjusted gross in-

come less standard deduction and personal

exemptions) is less than $100,000.

Form N-13 is a simplified form. However,

Form N-11 or Form N-12 may allow you to

pay less tax.

If you are eligible to file Form N-13 but you

filed a federal resident return, you may want

to file Form N-11 instead because it uses in-

formation you already entered on your fed-

eral return, and allows you to take the same

deductions and credits that would be avail-

able on Form N-12.

To see if you qualify to use Form N-13, see

the instructions for Form N-13.

When to File
Note: If any due date falls on a Saturday,

Sunday, or legal holiday, substitute the next

regular work day as the due date.

You should file as soon as you can after Jan-

uary 1, but not later than April 20, 2007. If you

file late, you may have to pay penalties and

interest if you owe taxes on your return.

Please see the instructions for Penalties and

Interest on page 46. If you cannot meet the

deadline, you are not required to file Form

N-101A, Application for Automatic Exten-

sion of Time to File Hawaii Individual In-

come Tax Return, (or any other form) to re-

quest an automatic 4-month extension of

time to file Form N-11 or N-12. The 4-month

extension is automatically granted without a

filing of any kind. However, you will not be

granted an automatic extension if you are un-

der a court order to file your return by the

regular due date.
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Form N-101A need only be filed if you are

making a payment, in which case Form

N-101A must accompany your payment. The

extension of time to file is not an extension of

time for payment of tax.

Form N-101A can be filed electronically

through the State’s Internet portal. For more

information, go to www.ehawaiigov.org/efile.

Federal Form 4868, Application for Auto-

matic Extension of Time To File U.S. Individ-

ual Income Tax Return, may not be used in

lieu of Form N-101A.

Note: Returns for fiscal year taxpayers must

be filed on or before the 20th day of the fourth

month following the close of the fiscal year.

Note: Under Hawaii Income Tax Law, cer-

tain tax credits must be claimed within 12

months from the close of the tax year.

The official U.S. Post Office cancellation

mark will be considered primary evidence of

the date of filing of tax documents and pay-

ments. If you want to keep evidence that you

mailed your return on time, ask your Post Of-

fice for a Certificate of Mailing. It is NOT

necessary to get a certified or registered mail

return receipt.

Hawaii has adopted the Internal Revenue

Code provision to allow documents and pay-

ments delivered by a designated private de-

livery service to qualify for the “timely mail-

ing treated as timely filing/paying rule.” The

Department of Taxation will conform to the

Internal Revenue Service listing of desig-

nated private delivery service and type of de-

livery services qualifying under this provi-

sion. Timely filing of mail which does not

bear the U.S. Post Office cancellation mark

or the date recorded or marked by the desig-

nated delivery service will be determined by

reference to other competent evidence. The

private delivery service can tell you how to

get written proof of the mailing date.

Other Information
Death of Taxpayer

Did the taxpayer die before filing a return

for 2006? If so, the taxpayer’s spouse or per-

sonal representative may have to file a return

and sign it for the person who died (dece-

dent) if the decedent was required to file a re-

turn. A personal representative can be an ex-

ecutor, administrator, or anyone who is in

charge of the taxpayer’s property.

If the decedent did not have to file a return

but either had State income tax withheld,

made estimated tax payments, or is eligible

for various tax credits, a return must be filed

to get a refund.

If your spouse died in 2006 and you did not

remarry in 2006, or if your spouse died in

2007 before filing a return for 2006, you may

still file a joint return for the 2006 tax year.

A return filed for a deceased taxpayer, in-

cluding a joint return with a surviving

spouse, must have the word “DECEASED”

written on the top middle of the return. The

word “DECEASED” and the date of death

also must be written after the deceased tax-

payer’s first name and middle initial in the

name and address area of the tax return.

Generally, the personal representative or

other responsible individual must sign the

return on behalf of the decedent. If a refund

is due, Form N-110, Statement of Person

Claiming Refund Due a Deceased Taxpayer,

must be completed and attached to the return

to ensure that the refund check will be issued

in the name of the surviving spouse, personal

representative, or other responsible individ-

ual instead of in the decedent’s name. A per-

sonal representative or other individual may

be required to attach other documents such

as the death certificate. See Form N-110 for

further information.

Exception for joint returns filed by surviv-

ing spouse. If a joint return is being filed by

the decedent and the decedent’s spouse, the

spouse should write, “Filing as surviving

spouse”, on the signature line which the de-

cedent would have signed, and then the sur-

viving spouse should sign his or her name on

the other signature line. If a refund is being

claimed on the return, Form N-110 is not re-

quired. The refund check will be issued to the

surviving spouse.

Filing a Final Return
If you are giving up your Hawaii residency

at the end of the year, write the words “FI-

NAL RETURN” on the top middle of the re-

turn.

Declaration of Estimated Tax
Basic rules. Individuals who must pay

more tax than is withheld, or who have no

withholding, may have to file a declaration of

estimated tax and pay that tax in a lump sum

or installments. Income tax obligations might

not be satisfied through withholding when an

individual has income not subject to with-

holding, such as from self-employment, rent,

gains from sales of property, interest and div-

idend income, unemployment compensation,

or distributions from deferred compensation

plans.

Who Must File a Declaration on Form N-1.

An individual subject to Hawaii net income

tax generally must file Form N-1, Declara-

tion of Estimated Tax for Individuals, unless:

(a) his or her estimated tax liability for the

taxable year, after taking into account all

taxes withheld or collected at the source, is

less than $500, or (b) the taxpayer did not

have any tax liability for the preceding tax-

able year. See Form N-1 for details. Form N-1

can be filed electronically through the State’s

Internet portal. For more information, go to

www.ehawaiigov.org/efile.

Date and Payment of Estimated Tax. Your

declaration for 2007 must be filed on or be-

fore April 20, 2007. The tax may be paid in

full with the declaration, or in equal install-

ments on or before April 20, 2007, June 20,

2007, September 20, 2007, and January 20,

2008. Each installment payment must be sub-

mitted with a payment voucher. Make checks

or money orders payable to the “Hawaii State

Tax Collector”.

Penalties. If you are required to file a dec-

laration but you fail to do so, you may be sub-

ject to penalties. See Penalties and Interest

on page 46.

Multistate Tax Compact Act
Any taxpayer, other than a corporation act-

ing as a business entity in more than one

state, who is required by Hawaii Income Tax

Law to file a return and whose only activities

in the State consist of sales and who does not

own or rent real estate or tangible personal

property and whose annual gross sales in or

into the State during the tax year are not in

excess of $100,000, may elect to report and

pay a tax of .5 percent of such annual gross

sales. Taxpayers who elect the foregoing

shall file Form N-310 in lieu of Form N-11 or

Form N-12.

Special Instructions for
Nonresident Aliens

In certain situations, a taxpayer may be

considered a nonresident alien for federal in-

come tax purposes and a resident for Hawaii

income tax purposes. In these situations, the

special rules applicable to individuals who

are considered nonresident aliens for federal

income tax purposes will apply when the in-

dividual files a Hawaii resident income tax

return. See Tax Information Release No.

97-1, “Determination of Residence Status”.
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Steps for Preparing Your
Return

These instructions consist of 10 steps. You

should complete the first 3 steps that follow

BEFORE you begin to fill in your return.

Step 4, filling in the return through line 6e,

is the same for Forms N-11 and N-12. Step 5,

filling in the rest of the return, depends on

which return you file. The Line-By-Line In-

structions for Form N-11 begin on page 11

and end on page 28. For Form N-12, they be-

gin on page 33 and end on page 45.

Finally, steps 6 through 10 begin on page

46. These are the steps you should take after

your Form N-11 or N-12, and other schedules

and forms you need, are filled in.

If you follow these steps and read the

Line-By-Line Instructions, we feel you can

fill in your return quickly and accurately. If

you have any questions, call our Taxpayer

Services staff.

Step 1
Get all of your income
records together.

These include any Forms HW-2 and federal

Forms W-2 or 1099 that you received. If you

don’t receive a Form HW-2 or federal Form

W-2 by January 31, or if the one you get isn’t

correct, please contact your employer as

soon as possible. Only your employer can

give you a Form HW-2 or federal Form W-2,

or correct it. If you cannot get a Form HW-2

or federal Form W-2 by February 15, please

contact our Taxpayer Services staff.

If you have someone prepare your return

for you, make sure that person has all your in-

come and expense records so he or she can

fill in your return correctly. Remember, even

if someone else prepares your return incor-

rectly, YOU are still responsible.

Step 2
If you plan to claim tax credits
or itemize deductions, get the
information and expense
records you need.

These instructions tell you what credits

and deductions you can claim. Some of the re-

cords you may need are:

• Medical and dental payment records.

• Real estate and income tax receipts.

• Interest payment records for a home mort-

gage.

• Receipts for charitable contributions.

Step 3
Get any forms, schedules, or
information you need.

Resident tax form and instruction pack-

ages are automatically mailed to you based

on the return you filed last year, unless you

request otherwise. Make sure that all the

forms you need are in the package you re-

ceive.

If you need any other forms and instructions,

you may pick them up at any district tax office.

You may also request that the forms be mailed

or faxed to you. Please allow approximately 10

days for the mailing of the tax forms. Tax forms

are also available on the Internet. See page 6

for the phone number to request the forms you

need and for the Department’s website.

Step 4
Fill in your name, address,
filing status, and exemptions.
Note: If you are filing Form N-12, check the

box above the name and address area of the

tax return if you are filing a tax return for the

first time or if your address or name has

changed. If you are filing Form N-11, fill in the

appropriate oval to the right of the name and

address area of the tax return if you are filing

a tax return for the first time or if your address

or name has changed.

Note: If you are filing Form N-11, enter your

social security number and name at the top of

Form N-11, pages 2, 3, and 4. If you are mar-

ried and filing a joint return, also enter your

spouse’s social security number and name at

the top of Form N-11, pages 2, 3, and 4.

Take the mailing label from the forms

booklet or postcard we sent to you and make

sure the information is correct. If any infor-

mation is incorrect, do not use the mailing la-

bel. Instead, print the entries in this section.

After you have completed and checked all

entries, attach your label (if the information

is correct) to the return. If you are filing

Form N-11, attach the mailing label over the

mailing address area where indicated. Use of

the label helps us identify your account,

saves processing time, and speeds refunds.

Do not attach your label to the envelope. It

may get separated from your return.

If you did not receive a label, print the en-

tries in this section.

Do not use the IRS mailing label.

Note: Your social security number is no lon-

ger printed on the mailing label. You must

write your social security number in the

space provided on your tax return.

Note: If you are filing Form N-11, you must

write the first four letters of your last name in

the boxes provided. If you are married, you

must also write the first four letters of your

spouse’s last name in the boxes provided

whether joint or separate returns are filed.

Name
You must use your legal name. Nicknames

are not permitted. If you have changed your

name because of marriage, divorce, etc.,

make sure you immediately notify the Social

Security Administration so that the name on

your tax return is the same as the name on the

social security records. If these names do not

match, your refund may be delayed.

If you file joint returns, write the names in

the same order every year. There is a sepa-

rate line for the spouse’s name.

Write any descriptions (e.g. Jr., III, etc.) af-

ter your last name.

Address
Write your current mailing address in the

space provided. If you are filing Form N-11,

and you receive your mail “in care of” some-

one else (i.e., your mail is sent to an address

belonging to someone other than yourself),

fill in that person’s name in the space pro-

vided. If you are filing Form N-12, and you re-

ceive your mail “in care of” someone else, fill

in that person’s name in the space provided

for the mailing address. Be sure to write

“c/o” before the person’s name.

If you are filing Form N-11, and your ad-

dress is outside the United States or its pos-

sessions or territories, enter the city in the

space provided for “City, town or post of-

fice”, and enter the postal code in the space

provided for “ZIP code.” Enter the province

and/or state, and the name of the country in

the space provided. Do not abbreviate the

country name. If you are filing Form N-12,

and your address is outside the United States

or its possessions or territories, enter the in-

formation on the line for “City, town or post

office, State and ZIP code” in the following

order: city, province and/or state, postal

code, and the name of the country. Do not ab-

breviate the country name.

Important: If your address should change

after you file your return, you must notify the

Department in writing of your new address.

Please include your social security number

and your signature. Any refund checks due to

you will not be forwarded to your new ad-

dress by the U.S. Postal Service, and you

might not receive your income tax forms and

instructions next year.

Social Security Number
Write your social security number in the

space provided. If you are married, you must

also write your spouse’s social security num-

ber in the space provided whether joint or

separate returns are filed. Your social secu-

rity numbers must be written in the same or-

der as your names are written on your return.

If you are an alien and was issued an indi-

vidual taxpayer identification number

(ITIN) by the IRS, enter your ITIN. If you

have applied for an ITIN but the IRS has not

yet issued the ITIN, write “Applied For”. If

you are filing Form N-11, write “Applied

For” across the boxes provided for the social

security number. You do not have to print

only one letter in each box.

Occupation
Write your occupation in the space pro-

vided. If married and filing a joint return,

also write your spouse’s occupation in the

space provided. If you are filing Form N-11,

the space provided for the occupation is now

located in the signature area.

Hawaii Election Campaign
Fund

The ovals (or check boxes) for the Hawaii

Election Campaign Fund appear on page 4 of

Form N-11, and on page 1 of Form N-12.

This fund helps to provide accountability,
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transparency, integrity and a level playing

field for State and County candidates in Ha-

waii elections. If you have a tax liability of at

least $2 ($4 if married and filing a joint re-

turn), you can choose to contribute to the Ha-

waii Election Campaign Fund.

If you want $2 to go to the fund, fill in the

“Yes” oval (or check the “Yes” box). If you

are filing a joint return, and your spouse

wants $2 to go to the fund, fill in the “Yes”

oval (or check the “Yes” box).

If you fill in the “Yes” oval (or check the

“Yes” box), your tax liability or refund due

will not change.

Once made, the designation cannot be re-

voked.

Filing Status
Fill in oval (or check box) 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5 as

appropriate. Fill in (or check) only one oval

(or box).

Note: More than one filing status may apply

to you. Choose the one that will give you the

lowest tax. Your Hawaii filing status may or

may not be the same as your federal filing sta-

tus.

Single
Select oval (or box) 1, Single, if on Decem-

ber 31, 2006, you were unmarried, divorced,

or separated from your spouse under a sepa-

rate maintenance decree. State law governs

whether you are married, divorced, or legally

separated.

If you are married on December 31, 2006,

consider yourself married for the whole year.

If your spouse died during 2006, consider

yourself married to that spouse for the whole

year, unless you remarried before the end of

2006.

If you are unmarried and provide a home

for certain other persons, you may be able to

file as Head of Household. See Head of

Household on this page.

If you were married in 2006, had a child liv-

ing with you, and lived apart from your

spouse during the last 6 months of 2006, you

may be able to file as Head of Household. See

Married Persons Who Live Apart on page 9.

Married Filing Joint Return
In most cases, married couples will pay less

tax if they file a joint return. You must report

all income, exemptions, deductions, and

credits for you and your spouse. Both of you

must sign the return, even if only one of you

had income.

You and your spouse can file a joint return

even if you did not live together for the whole

year. Both of you are responsible for any tax

due on a joint return, so if one of you doesn’t

pay, the other may have to.

Note: If you and your spouse file a joint return

for the year and later decide to file sepa-

rately, both you and your spouse MUST file

amended returns on or before the due date of

the original return (April 20). You may not

change your filing status from married filing

jointly to married filing separately after that

date.

If your spouse died in 2006 or in 2007 be-

fore filing a return for 2006, see Death of Tax-

payer on page 6.

Tax Savings. If you decide not to file a joint

return and plan to file a separate return, see

if you can lower your tax by meeting the tests

described on page 9 under Married Persons

Who Live Apart. If you can, you should fill in

oval (or check box) 4 for Head of Household.

Special Rule for Nonresidents of Hawaii

Who File a Joint Return With a Hawaii Resi-

dent. If at the end of the taxable year you

were a nonresident of Hawaii (but you were a

U.S. resident) who is married to a resident of

Hawaii, you may choose to file a joint return

with the resident spouse. By filing a joint re-

turn, however, you and your spouse agree to

be taxed on your combined worldwide in-

come.

Special Rule for Nonresident and Dual-Sta-

tus Aliens. Generally, you cannot file a joint

return if either spouse was a nonresident

alien at any time during the tax year. How-

ever, nonresident aliens married to U.S. citi-

zens or residents can elect to be taxed as a

U.S. resident on their federal income tax re-

turn and file joint returns. If you and your

spouse have made that election on your fed-

eral return, you also may choose to file a joint

Hawaii return. By filing a joint return, you

and your spouse agree to be taxed on your

combined worldwide income.

Special Rule When One Spouse Is a Nonres-

ident or Part-Year Resident. If one spouse is a

resident and the couple files a joint return,

both spouses are taxed on worldwide income.

If at least one spouse is a part-year resident

and the couple files a joint return, the couple

is taxed on worldwide income for the period

in which either spouse was a resident.

Note: For purposes of filing a joint return,

common law marriages are not recognized

under Hawaii law unless they began in a

state which permits common law marriages.

Married Filing Separate Returns
You may file separate returns whether both

you and your spouse had income, only one of

you had income, or neither of you had in-

come.

If you choose to file separate returns, both

you and your spouse must figure your tax the

same way. This means that if one of you item-

izes your deductions, the other must also

itemize their deductions. You each report

only your own income, exemptions, deduc-

tions, and credits, and you are responsible

only for the tax due on your own return.

If you file a separate return, write your

spouse’s full name in the space after Box 3

and your spouse’s social security number in

the space provided for that number. If you

are filing Form N-11, also write the first four

letters of your spouse’s last name in the boxes

provided.

If your spouse does not file a Hawaii tax re-

turn, you may be able to claim the exemp-

tions for your spouse. See the instructions for

lines 6a and 6b.

Special Rule for Nonresident and Dual-Sta-

tus Aliens. Married nonresident aliens must

file separate returns. However, nonresident

aliens who are married to U.S. citizens or res-

idents and who elect to be taxed as a U.S. resi-

dent may file joint returns. However, see

Married Persons Who Live Apart on page 9.

Head of Household
This filing status is for unmarried individu-

als who provide a home for certain other per-

sons. (Some married persons who live apart

are considered unmarried. See Married Per-

sons Who Live Apart on page 9.) You can fill

in oval (or check box) 4 only if you were un-

married or legally separated (according to

State law) under a decree of divorce or sepa-

rate maintenance at the end of 2006 and ei-

ther 1 or 2 below applies.

1. You paid over half the cost of keeping up a
home that was the main home for all of
2006 of your parent whom you can claim as
a dependent, except under a multiple
support agreement (see page 10). Your
parent did not have to live with you.

2. You paid over half the cost of keeping up a
home in which you lived and in which one
of the following also lived for more than
half of the year (if half or less, see Excep-
tion to Time Lived With You below).

a. Any person whom you can claim as a de-
pendent. But do not include:

i. Your qualifying child (as defined in
Step 1 on page 9) whom you claim as
your dependent based on the rules for
Children of Divorced or Separated Par-
ents on page 10,

ii. Any person who is your dependent
only because he or she lived with you
for all of 2006, or

iii. Any person you claimed as a depend-
ent under a multiple support agree-
ment. See page 10.

b. Your unmarried qualifying child who is
not your dependent.

c. Your married qualifying child who is not
your dependent only because you can be
claimed as a dependent on someone
else’s 2006 return.

d. Your child who is neither your depend-
ent nor your qualifying child because of
the rules for Children of Divorced or Sep-
arated Parents on page 10.

If the child is not your dependent, enter the

child’s name on line 4.

Dependent. To find out if someone is your

dependent, see the instructions for line 6c

that begin on page 9.

Exception to time lived with you. Tempo-

rary absences for special circumstances,

such as for school, vacation, medical care,

military service, and detention in a juvenile

facility, count as time lived in the home. If the

person for whom you kept up a home was

born or died in 2006, you can still file as head

of household as long as the home was that

person’s main home for the part of the year

he or she was alive. Also see Kidnapped Child

on page 10, if applicable.
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Keeping up a home. To find out what is in-

cluded in the cost of keeping up a home, see

federal Publication 501.

Note: If you received payments under the

Aid to Families with Dependent Children

(AFDC) program and used them to pay part of

the cost of keeping up this home, you may not

count these amounts as furnished by you.

Special Rule for Nonresident and Dual-Sta-

tus Aliens.—If you were a nonresident or

dual-status alien during the tax year, you

cannot file as Head of Household.

Married persons who live apart. Even if

you were not divorced or legally separated at

the end of 2006, you are considered unmar-

ried if all of the following apply.

• You lived apart from your spouse for the

last 6 months of 2006. Temporary absences

for special circumstances, such as for busi-

ness, medical care, school, or military ser-

vice, count as time lived in the home.

• You file a separate return from your

spouse.

• You paid over half the cost of keeping up

your home for 2006.

• Your home was the main home of your

child, stepchild, or foster child for more

than half of 2006 (if half or less, see Excep-

tion to Time Lived With You on page 10).

• You claim this child as your dependent or

the child’s other parent claims him or her

under the rules for Children of Divorced or

Separated Parents on page 10.

Adopted child. An adopted child is always

treated as your own child. An adopted child

includes a child lawfully placed with you for

legal adoption.

Foster child. A foster child is any child

placed with you by an authorized placement

agency or by judgment, decree, or other or-

der of any court of competent jurisdiction.

Special Rule for Nonresident and Dual-Sta-

tus Aliens.—If you were a nonresident or

dual-status alien during the tax year, the spe-

cial rules for Married Persons Who Live

Apart will not apply to you unless you meet all

of the tests previously stated, and you are a

resident of Canada or Mexico. If you are con-

sidered unmarried under these rules, you

may file as a single individual rather than

married filing separately. You cannot file as

Head of Household.

Qualifying Widow(er) With
Dependent Child

You can fill in oval (or check box) 5 and use

joint return tax rates for 2006 if all of the fol-

lowing apply.

• Your spouse died in 2004 or 2005 and you

did not remarry in 2006.

• You have a child or stepchild whom you

claim as a dependent. This does not include

a foster child.

• This child lived in your home for all of 2006.

If the child did not live with you for the re-

quired time, see Exception to Time Lived

With You below.

• You paid over half the cost of keeping up

your home.

• You could have filed a joint return with

your spouse the year he or she died, even if

you did not actually do so.

If your spouse died in 2006, you cannot file

as qualifying widow(er) with dependent

child. Instead, see the instructions for Mar-

ried Filing a Joint Return on page 8.

Adopted child. An adopted child is always

treated as your own child. An adopted child

includes a child lawfully placed with you for

legal adoption.

Dependent. To find out if someone is your

dependent, see the instructions for line 6c

that begin on this page.

Exception to time lived with you. Tempo-

rary absences for special circumstances,

such as for school, vacation, medical care,

military service, and detention in a juvenile

facility, count as time lived in the home. A

child is considered to have lived with you for

all of 2006 if the child was born or died in

2006 and your home was the child’s home for

the entire time he or she was alive. Also see

Kidnapped Child on page 10, if applicable.

Keeping up a home. To find out what is in-

cluded in the cost of keeping up a home, see

federal Publication 501.

Note: See Death of Taxpayer on page 6 for

more information.

Special Rule for Nonresident and Dual-Sta-

tus Aliens.—The special rules for Qualifying

Widow(er) With Dependent Child will not ap-

ply unless the surviving spouse meets all of

the tests previously stated, and was a resi-

dent alien or U.S. citizen the year their

spouse died. The residency status refers to

the surviving spouse’s actual status, and not

the election that some nonresident aliens

make to be taxed as U.S. residents.

Exemptions
Lines 6a and 6b
Regular

You can take one exemption for yourself

unless you can be claimed as a dependent on

another person’s tax return. Take two ex-

emptions if you are married and filing a joint

return.

If you are married filing separately, you

can take your spouse’s exemption only if your

spouse is not filing a return, had no income,

and was not the dependent of someone else. If

your spouse meets these qualifications, fill in

the oval (or check the box) under line 6b.

If at the end of the taxable year, you were

divorced or legally separated, you cannot

take an exemption for your former spouse. If

you were separated by a divorce that is not fi-

nal (interlocutory decree), you may take an

exemption for your spouse if you file a joint

return.

If your spouse died during the taxable year

and you did not remarry before the end of the

taxable year, fill in the ovals (or check the

boxes) for the exemptions you could have

taken for your spouse on the date of death.

Age 65 or Over
You can take the extra exemption for age 65

or over only for yourself and your spouse.

You cannot take them for your dependents.

Age is determined as of December 31.

However, if your 65th birthday was on Janu-

ary 1, 2007, you can take the extra exemption

for age in 2006.

If you are married filing separately, you

may NOT claim the extra exemption for age

65 or over for your spouse.

Lines 6c and 6d
Children and Other Dependents

Enter the number of your dependent chil-

dren listed in the box for line 6c. Enter the

number of other dependents listed in the box

for line 6d. If you are filing Form N-12, enter

on lines 6c and 6d the full names, social secu-

rity numbers, and other information for your

dependent children and other dependents.

Each dependent must have a social security

number.

Follow the steps below to find out if a per-

son qualifies as your dependent.

Do You Have a Qualifying
Child?

A qualifying child is a child who is your:

• Son, daughter, stepchild, foster child,

brother, sister, stepbrother, stepsister, or a

descendant of any of them (for example,

your grandchild, niece, or nephew), and

• Was under age 19 at the end of 2006, or un-

der age 24 at the end of 2006 and a student,

or any age and permanently and totally dis-

abled, and

• Who did not provide over half of his or her

own support for 2006, and

• Who lived with you for more than half of

2006. If the child did not live with you for

the required time, see Exception to Time

Lived With You on page 10.

1. Do you have a child who meets the condi-
tions to be your qualifying child?

Yes. Go to Step 2.

No. Go to Step 3.

Is Your Qualifying Child
Your Dependent?

1. Was the child a U.S. citizen, U.S. national,
or a resident of the United States, Canada,
or Mexico?

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Is Your Qualifying
Relative Your Dependent?

A qualifying relative is a person who is

your:

• Son, daughter, stepchild, foster child, or a

descendant of any of them (for example,

your grandchild), or

Brother, sister, or a son or daughter of ei-

ther of them (for example, your niece or

nephew), or

Father, mother, or an ancestor or sibling of

either of them (for example, your grand-

mother, grandfather, aunt, or uncle), or

Stepbrother, stepsister, stepfather, step-

mother, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, fa-

ther-in-law, mother-in-law, brother-in-law,

or sister-in-law, or

Any other person (other than your spouse)

who lived with you all year as a member of

your household if your relationship does

not violate local law. If the person did not

live with you for the required time, see Ex-

ception to Time Lived With You on this

page, and

• Who was not a qualifying child of any per-

son for 2006, and

• Who had gross income of less than $3,300 in

2006. If the person was permanently and to-

tally disabled, see Exception to Gross In-

come Test on this page, and

• For whom you provided over half of his or

her support in 2006. But see the exceptions

for Children of Divorced or Separated Par-

ents, Multiple Support Agreements, and

Kidnapped Child on this page.

1. Does any person meet the conditions to be
your qualifying relative?

Yes. Go to Question 2.

No. Stop. Go to Form N-11, line 7; or Form
N-12, line 7.

2. Was your qualifying relative a U.S. citizen,
U.S. national, or a resident of the United
States, Canada, or Mexico? If your qualify-
ing relative was adopted, see Exception to
the Citizen Test on this page.

Yes. Go to Question 3.

No. Stop. Go to Form N-11, line 7; or Form
N-12, line 7.

3. Was your qualifying relative married?

Yes. See Married Person on this page.

No. Go to Question 4.

4. Could you, or your spouse if filing jointly, be
claimed as a dependent on someone else’s
2006 tax return?

Yes. Stop. You cannot claim any depend-

No. You can claim this person as a depend-

ent.

Definitions and Special Rules.
Adopted child. An adopted child is always

treated as your own child. An adopted child

includes a child lawfully placed with you for

legal adoption.

Children of divorced or separated parents.

A child will be treated as being the qualifying

child or qualifying relative of his or her

noncustodial parent (the parent who had cus-

tody of the child for the lesser part of 2006 or

did not have custody at all ) if all of the follow-

ing apply.

1. The parents are divorced, legally sepa-
rated, separated under a written separa-
tion agreement, or lived apart at all times
during the last 6 months of 2006.

2. The child received over half of his or her
support for 2006 from the parents (without
regard to the rules on Multiple Support
Agreements on this page).

3. The child is in custody of one or both of the
parents for more than half of 2006.

4. Either of the following applies.

a. The custodial parent signs federal Form
8332 or a substantially similar statement
that he or she will not claim the child as a
dependent for 2006. The noncustodial
parent must attach federal Form 8332 or
a similar statement to his or her tax re-
turn to claim the child as a dependent.

b. A decree of divorce or separate mainte-
nance or written separation agreement
between the parents that applies to 2006
provides that the noncustodial parent
can claim the child as a dependent. If
your decree or agreement went into ef-
fect before 1985, the noncustodial parent
must provide at least $600 for support of
the child during 2006.

If the rules above apply and this child

would otherwise be the qualifying child of

more than one person:

• Only the noncustodial parent can claim the

child for purposes of the dependency ex-

emption.

• Only one person can file as head of house-

hold. No other person can file as head of

household unless he or she has a different

qualifying child. If you and any other per-

son claim the child as a qualifying child, the

rules shown under Qualifying Child of More

Than One Person on this page will apply.

See federal Publication 501 for more de-

tails.

Exception to citizen test. If you are a U.S.

citizen or U.S. national and your adopted

child lived with you all year as a member of

your household, that child meets the citizen

test.

Exception to gross income test. If your rel-

ative (including a person who lived with you

all year as a member of your household) is

permanently and totally disabled (defined on

this page), certain income for services per-

formed at a sheltered workshop may be ex-

cluded for this test. For details, see federal

Publication 501.

Exception to time lived with you. A person

is considered to have lived with you for all of

2006 if the person was born or died in 2006

and your home was this person’s home for the

entire time he or she was alive. Temporary

absences for special circumstances, such as

for school, vacation, medical care, military

service, or detention in a juvenile facility,

count as time lived with you. Also see Chil-

dren of Divorced or Separated Parents or

Kidnapped Child on this page.

Foster child. A foster child is any child

placed with you by an authorized placement

agency or by judgment, decree, or other or-

der of any court of competent jurisdiction.

Kidnapped child. If your child is presumed

by law enforcement authorities to have been

kidnapped by someone who is not a family

member, you may be able to take the child

into account in determining your eligibility

for head of household or qualifying

widow(er) filing status, and the deduction for

dependents. See federal Publication 501.

Married person. If the person is married,

you cannot claim that person as your depend-

ent if he or she files a joint return. But this

rule does not apply if the return is filed only

as a claim for refund and no tax liability

would exist for either spouse if they had filed

separate returns. If the person meets this ex-

ception, go to Step 2, Question 3, on page 9

(for a qualifying child) or Step 3, Question 4,

on this page (for a qualifying relative). If the

person does not meet this exception, stop. Go

to Form N-11, line 7; or Form N-12, line 7.

Multiple support agreements. If no one

person contributed over half of the support of

your relative (including a person who lived

with you all year as a member of your house-

hold) but you and another person(s) provided

more than half of your relative’s support,

special rules may apply that would treat you

as having provided over half of the support.

For details, see federal Publication 501.

Permanently and totally disabled. A per-

son who, at any time in 2006, cannot engage

in any substantial gainful activity because of

a physical or mental condition and a doctor

has determined that this condition (a) has

lasted or can be expected to last continuously

for at least a year, or (b) can be expected to

lead to death.

Qualifying child of more than one person.

If the child is the qualifying child of more

than one person, only one person can claim

the child as a qualifying child for (1) the de-

pendency exemption, and (2) head of house-

hold filing status, unless the rules for Chil-

dren of Divorced or Separated Parents on

this page apply.

No other person can take any of the two tax

benefits listed above unless he or she has a

different qualifying child. If you and any

other person claim the child as a qualifying

child, the following rules will apply.

• If only one of the persons is the child’s par-

ent, the child will be treated as the qualify-

ing child of the parent.

• If two of the persons are the child’s parents,

the child will be treated as the qualifying

child of the parent with whom the child

lived for the longer period of time in 2006.

If the child lived with each parent for the

same amount of time, the child will be

treated as the qualifying child of the parent

who had the higher adjusted gross income

(AGI) for 2006.

• If none of the persons is the child’s parent,

the child will be treated as the qualifying

child of the person who had the highest AGI

for 2006.

Example. Your daughter meets the condi-

tions to be a qualifying child for both you and

your mother. If you and your mother both

claim tax benefits based on the child, the
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rules above apply. Under these rules, you are

entitled to treat your daughter as a qualifying

child for any of the two tax benefits listed

above for which you otherwise qualify. Your

mother would not be entitled to take any of

the two tax benefits listed above unless she

has a different qualifying child.

If you will be claiming the child as a quali-

fying child, go to Step 2 on page 9. Otherwise,

stop; you cannot claim any benefits based on

this child.

Student. A child who during any part of 5

calendar months of 2006 was enrolled as a

full-time student at a school, or took a

full-time, on-farm training course given by a

school or a state, county, or local government

agency. A school includes a technical, trade,

or mechanical school. It does not include an

on-the-job training course, correspondence

school, or Internet school.

Birth or Death of Dependent. You can take

an exemption for a dependent who was born

or who died during the taxable year if he or

she met the tests for a dependent while alive.

This means that a baby who lived only a few

minutes can be claimed as a dependent.

Rounding Off to Whole
Dollars

The Department of Taxation is requiring

individual taxpayers to round off cents to the

nearest whole dollar for all dollar entries on

the tax return and schedules. To do so, drop

amounts under 50 cents and increase

amounts from 50 to 99 cents to the next dol-

lar. For example: $1.39 becomes $1 and $2.69

becomes $3. If you have to add two or more

amounts to figure the amount to enter on a

line, schedule, or worksheet, you may choose

to use one of two methods. Once a method of

rounding is established, you must use the

same method throughout the return. The first

method is to include the cents when adding

and round off only the total. The other

method is to round off each entry. For exam-

ple: You received two W-2 forms, one show-

ing Hawaii withholding of $50.55 and one

showing Hawaii withholding of $185.73. For

rounding method 1, show your total Hawaii

withholding as $236, ($50.55 + $185.73 =

$236.28 rounded to $236). For rounding

method 2, show your total Hawaii withhold-

ing as $237, ($50.55 rounded to $51.00 +

$185.73 rounded to $186.00 = $51 + $186 =

$237).

Line-By-Line Instructions —
Form N-11

Health Savings Accounts
Hawaii has adopted the federal provisions

relating to the health savings accounts ex-

cept for the 10% tax on distributions not used

for medical expenses. For more information,

see the instructions to federal Form 1040.

Qualified Tuition Programs
Hawaii has adopted the federal provisions

relating to the qualified tuition programs

(also known as a 529 program) except for the

10% tax on distributions not used for educa-

tional expenses. A qualified tuition program

(QTP) is a program set up to allow you to ei-

ther prepay, or contribute to an account es-

tablished for paying, a student’s qualified

higher education expenses at an eligible edu-

cational institution. A program can be estab-

lished and maintained by a state, an agency

or instrumentality of a state, or an eligible ed-

ucational institution. You cannot deduct

either payments or contributions to a QTP.

The part of a distribution representing the

amount paid or contributed to a QTP is not in-

cluded in income. This is a return of the in-

vestment in the program.

The beneficiary generally does not include

in income any earnings distributed from a

QTP established and maintained by a state,

an agency or instrumentality of a state, or an

eligible educational institution if the total

distribution is less than or equal to adjusted

qualified higher education expenses. How-

ever, the beneficiary must include in income

any earnings distributed before January 1,

2004, from a QTP established and maintained

by an eligible educational institution.

For more information, see federal Publica-

tion 970, Tax Benefits for Education.

Roth IRA
Hawaii has adopted the federal provisions

relating to the Roth IRA. For more informa-

tion, see pages 36 and 38. Also, see federal

Publication 590, Individual Retirement Ar-

rangements (IRAs).

Special Note to Part-Year
Residents

Form N-11 is to be filed by full-year resi-

dents only. If you were a Hawaii resident for

only part of 2006, you must file Form N-15 in-

stead.

Income
An individual who was a Hawaii resident

for the entire year is subject to income tax on

his or her entire income, computed without

regard to source in the State.

Line 7
Federal Adjusted Gross
Income (Federal AGI)

Report the adjusted gross income from the

appropriate line of federal Form 1040, Form

1040A, or Form 1040EZ.

If the federal AGI is a negative number,

shade the minus (-) in the box to the left of the

amount boxes.

Hawaii Additions to
Federal AGI
Line 8
Difference Between State and
Federal Wages

If the amount in Form W-2, Box 16 (State

wages) is larger than Form W-2, Box 1 (Fed-

eral wages), subtract the federal wages from

the state wages and enter the difference here.

If you receive more than one Form W-2, add

the differences from all of the forms. For ex-

ample, federal employees getting Cost of Liv-

ing Allowance (COLA) or Living Quarter Al-

lowance (LQA) may see a difference that

must be reported here. If you received COLA

or LQA and do not see a difference between

state and federal wages, enter the amount of

COLA or LQA reported on your Form W-2.

State or County employees who are in the

contributory or hybrid plan of the Employees

Retirement System also will see a difference

that must be reported here.

Line 9
Interest on Out-of-State
Bonds, Including Municipal
Bonds

If you received interest from bonds issued

by another State, or a county, city, or political

subdivision of another State (including inter-

est distributions from a mutual fund invest-

ing in these bonds), enter the interest on line

9. Do not include interest from bonds issued

by the Governments of Puerto Rico, U.S. Vir-

gin Islands, Guam, and American Samoa, or

any of their political subdivisions. Also, do

not include distributions of short-term or

long-term gains because these amounts are

included in federal AGI.

Line 10
Other Hawaii Additions to
Federal AGI

This line is used to report other items that

are taxed by Hawaii but are not taxed by the
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federal government, such as:

• Differences in the taxable portion of the

Hawaii tax refund.

• Distributions and deemed distributions

from Individual Housing Accounts.

• Peace Corps compensation.

• Differences in depreciation and gain.

• Compensation from temporary employ-

ment outside the United States.

• Differences in the deduction for student

loan interest.

• Differences in the taxable portion of em-

ployer-provided adoption benefits.

• Distributions from certain foreign corpora-

tions.

• Other adjustments.

These items are explained in more detail as

follows.

Taxable Refund of State Income
Taxes

The taxable portion of your Hawaii tax re-

fund may be different from the amount

claimed on your federal return. Use the State

Tax Refund Worksheet on page 29 to figure

the taxable portion of your refund and to de-

termine if an adjustment needs to be made

here.

If you received a refund or credit in 2006

for state income taxes you paid before 2006,

you may have to report it as income on your

Hawaii income tax return. You should re-

ceive federal Form 1099-G, or a similar state-

ment, showing the amount of the refund.

Any part of a refund of state or local income

taxes paid before 2006 that you were entitled

to receive in 2006 but chose to apply to your

2006 estimated state income tax is consid-

ered to have been received in 2006.

Do not report your refund as income if the

refund was for a year in which you did not

itemize your deductions on your state income

tax return.

If you received a refund of 2005 taxes and

you itemized deductions in 2005, figure the

taxable portion of your refund using the State

Tax Refund Worksheet on page 29. When

completing the State Tax Refund Worksheet

on page 29, enter an amount on line 2e only if

the carryover of the residential construction

and remodeling tax credit was claimed for

construction or renovation costs for a resi-

dential unit that does not constitute business

property.

If your refund included taxes from any pre-

vious year in which you itemized deductions,

a similar calculation must be done for each

previous year.

If part of your refund was interest, you

should include that part in your federal Form

1040, 1040A, or 1040EZ as taxable interest in-

come.

If your 2005 Hawaii AGI was over $100,000

($50,000 for married taxpayers filing sepa-

rately), you may be able to report a smaller

amount of your tax refund as income because

your itemized deductions were reduced in

2005. To compute the proper amount, see fed-

eral Publication 525, “Taxable and

Nontaxable Income”, under Itemized deduc-

tions limited. In the computation, however,

the Hawaii standard deduction amounts

must be used, the amount of the refund due to

the Hawaii credits listed in the State Tax Re-

fund Worksheet is subtracted, and the base

amount for the limitation of itemized deduc-

tions remains at $100,000 ($50,000 for mar-

ried taxpayers filing separately). If you use

this calculation, enter the result on line 8 of

the State Tax Refund Worksheet on page 29.

Individual Housing Accounts
If you purchased a principal residence with

an Individual Housing Account (IHA), or you

are notified by an IHA trustee that you have

received a taxable distribution, report the

taxable amount on line a of the Hawaii Addi-

tions Worksheet on page 29.

• If you purchased residential property be-

fore January 1, 1990, with a distribution

from an IHA, you must include in gross in-

come in the year the property is sold, con-

veyed, or transferred an amount equal to

the amount of the distribution, unless an

election was made to include one-tenth of

the distribution in gross income each year

for ten years. In addition, a penalty is added

to your gross income. Attach Form N-103,

Sale of Your Home, to figure the additional

gross income.

• If you purchased residential property after

December 31, 1989, you must include in

gross income one-tenth of the distribution

each year for ten years. If you sell the prop-

erty purchased with an IHA distribution

before the end of the ten-year period, the

remaining amount of the distribution not

previously reported must be included in

gross income in the year of sale. In addi-

tion, a penalty is added to your tax liability.

Attach Form N-103, Sale of Your Home, to

figure the additional tax liability.

• If you purchased residential property after

December 31, 1996, with a distribution

from an IHA established prior to January 1,

1990, and you have made the election to do

so, you must include in gross income in the

year the property is sold, conveyed, or

transferred an amount equal to the amount

of the distribution. In addition, a penalty is

added to your gross income. Attach Form

N-103, Sale of Your Home, to figure the ad-

ditional gross income.

• If you use an IHA distribution for any pur-

pose other than to purchase a first princi-

pal residence in Hawaii, or if you borrow

against the IHA for such a purpose, the dis-

tribution (or the loan amount) is taxable,

and a 10% penalty tax is imposed. The addi-

tional tax is the same amount shown in Box

4 of Form N-2, Distribution from an Indi-

vidual Housing Account, and must be in-

cluded on line 26.

• If you establish an IHA and later marry a

person owning residential property, the

IHA will terminate and distribute all of the

assets to you. In this case, you must include

the total distribution in your gross income.

No penalty tax is imposed, but the 10% is

still withheld. Be sure to claim the withheld

amount on line 30.

• If an individual establishes an IHA and

then dies or becomes totally disabled, spe-

cial rules apply. For more information, see

sections 18-235-5.5(r) and (s), Hawaii Ad-

ministrative Rules.

Peace Corps Compensation
If you received compensation for working

with the Peace Corps, include the amount of

that compensation on line c of the Hawaii Ad-

ditions Worksheet on page 29.

Depreciation and Gain Adjustments
Note: Hawaii did not adopt the federal provi-

sions for bonus depreciation, increased IRC

section 179 deduction, and inclusion of

off-the-shelf computer software as property

qualifying for the IRC section 179 deduction.

If the bonus depreciation, increased IRC sec-

tion 179 deduction, or IRC section 179 deduc-

tion for off-the-shelf computer software is

claimed for federal tax purposes, you must:

(a) complete a federal Form 4562 for Hawaii

tax purposes, (b) attach the completed fed-

eral Form 4562 to the Hawaii tax return, (c)

make the necessary adjustments to the Ha-

waii tax return for the depreciation difference

between federal and Hawaii on line d of the

Hawaii Additions Worksheet on page 29, and

(d) attach to the Hawaii tax return any

worksheet showing the computation of the

adjustments. You must also keep records of

the differences in the asset’s depreciable ba-

sis for federal and Hawaii tax purposes.

If you claimed the capital goods excise tax

credit, hotel construction and remodeling tax

credit, technology infrastructure renovation

tax credit, or drought mitigating water stor-

age facility income tax credit, and did not in-

clude the amount of the credit as income in

the year in which it is properly recognized

under your method of accounting, then your

adjusted basis in the assets was decreased by

the amount of the credit claimed.

• If you are claiming a depreciation deduc-

tion for any such asset, multiply the depre-

ciation percentage for this taxable year by

the amount of the applicable income tax

credit. Add the results for all of your assets

for which the applicable income tax credit

was claimed, and enter this amount on line

d of the Hawaii Additions Worksheet on

page 29.

• If you sold or otherwise disposed of any

such asset, your gain or loss will be differ-

ent from that reported on your federal re-

turn. The difference will be the amount of

the applicable income tax credit that has

not already been recovered through depre-

ciation deductions. Enter this amount on

line e of the Hawaii Additions Worksheet on

page 29. In addition, you may need to file

Form N-312, Recapture of Capital Goods

Excise Tax Credit; see Form N-312 for

more information.
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Temporary Employment Outside the
U.S.

If, while you were a Hawaii resident, you

worked outside the United States and you

filed federal Form 2555 or 2555-EZ to ex-

clude some of your earned income, you need

to add back the amounts here because Ha-

waii does not have this exclusion. On line f of

the Hawaii Additions Worksheet on page 29,

enter:

• The amount on Form 2555-EZ, line 18; or

• The sum of Form 2555, line 43, and Form

2555, line 48.

Student Loan Interest Deduction
The student loan interest deduction may be

different from the amount claimed on your

federal return since your Hawaii modified

adjusted gross income must be used in the

computation instead of your federal modified

adjusted gross income, and Hawaii’s modi-

fied adjusted gross income ranges for phas-

ing out the deduction will not be adjusted for

inflation. Use the Student Loan Interest De-

duction Worksheet on page 32 to determine if

an adjustment needs to be made here.

Employer-Provided Adoption
Benefits

The taxable portion of your employer-pro-

vided adoption benefits may be different

from the amount claimed on your federal re-

turn since your Hawaii modified adjusted

gross income must be used in the computa-

tion instead of your federal modified ad-

justed gross income, and Hawaii’s exclusion

amount and modified adjusted gross income

limit will not be adjusted for inflation. Use

the Adoption Benefits Worksheet on page 32

to determine if an adjustment needs to be

made here.

Owners of Certain Foreign
Corporations

Certain foreign corporations are classified

as Controlled Foreign Corporations (CFCs),

Passive Foreign Investment Companies

(PFICs), or Foreign Personal Holding Com-

panies (FPHCs). Federal law requires that

shareholders of these foreign companies rec-

ognize certain income earned by these com-

panies before the companies distribute divi-

dends. Hawaii has no comparable provisions.

If you own one or more of these corporations,

you had to file federal Form 5471, or you sold

stock in any of these kinds of companies, you

may need to make an adjustment here.

Other Adjustments
Other adjustments to federal AGI include the

following:

• Hawaii has not adopted the federal provi-

sions relating to:

— the deduction for capital costs incurred
in complying with environmental protec-
tion agency sulfur regulations,

— the election for qualifying film and tele-
vision productions to deduct certain pro-
duction expenditures in the year the ex-
penditure is incurred,

— the deduction for U.S. production activi-
ties, and

— the exclusion from income of benefits
under a dependent care assistance pro-
gram that increases the amount of in-
come that is treated as having been
earned by a spouse who is either a
full-time student or not able to care for
himself or herself.

• The special federal election for capital as-

sets acquired in tax years beginning before

January 1, 2001 (election under section 311

of the Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997) is not

available for Hawaii income tax purposes.

There may be other adjustments to federal

AGI that are not discussed in these instruc-

tions. Such adjustments arise, for example, if

a taxpayer makes an election for federal tax

purposes (such as an IRC section 179 elec-

tion) but does not make the same election for

Hawaii tax purposes. If you believe that an

additional adjustment is needed to arrive at

Hawaii adjusted gross income, enter the

amount of the adjustment on line i of the Ha-

waii Additions Worksheet on page 29, write

“X” on the dotted line next to line 10, and at-

tach an explanation to Form N-11 that in-

cludes the amount of the adjustment and how

you calculated it.

If line 12 is a negative number, shade the

minus (-) in the box to the left of the amount

boxes.

Line 13
Pensions

Hawaii does not tax qualifying distribu-

tions from an employer-funded pension plan.

If you received qualifying distributions from

an employer-funded profit sharing, defined

contribution, or defined benefit plan, or from

a government retirement system (e.g., fed-

eral civil service, military pension, state or

county retirement system), enter the qualify-

ing amount here.

Nontaxable Distributions
The following lines describe what qualify-

ing distributions are. These qualifying distri-

butions were included in your federal AGI

and will be excluded on this line. For a distri-

bution to qualify, it must be paid by a pension

plan by reason of retirement, disability, or

death. The pension plan does not have to be a

“qualified plan” as defined in section 401 of

the Internal Revenue Code.

Employer-Funded Pension Plans

The following three types of distributions

are not taxed by Hawaii and do not need to be

reported on Form N-12, however, include

this on Form N-11, line 13:

(1) Pension or annuity distributions from a

public (i.e., government) retirement system

(e.g., federal civil service annuity, military

pension, state or county retirement system).

(2) Distributions from a private employer

pension plan received upon retirement (in-

cluding early retirement and disability re-

tirement) if the employee did not contribute

to the pension plan.

(3) Distributions from a pension plan at age

70-1/2 that are made to comply with the fed-

eral mandatory payout rule do qualify as a re-

tirement payment whether or not the em-

ployee is still working full time.

Distributions from a private employer pen-

sion plan received upon retirement are par-

tially taxed by Hawaii if the employee con-

tributed to the pension plan.

Rollover IRAs

A rollover IRA is treated as a continuation

of the original plan that provided the money

that is rolled over. If distributions from the

original plan would be characterized as a

qualified distribution, distributions out of the

rollover IRA need not be reported as well.

Example - In 1997, an individual received a

lump sum distribution from an em-

ployer-funded profit-sharing plan upon re-

tirement. The individual did not contribute to

the profit-sharing plan. The entire lump sum

distribution was rolled over to an IRA. In

2006, the individual rolled over $50,000 from

the IRA to a Roth IRA. The entire amount

rolled over to the Roth IRA represents the

lump sum distribution received by the indi-

vidual upon retirement and earnings

thereon. Since the lump sum distribution that

the individual received upon retirement

qualifies as a pension, the amount rolled over

from the regular IRA to the Roth IRA also

qualifies as a pension. Therefore, the amount

rolled over to the Roth IRA is exempt from

Hawaii’s income tax.

Taxable Pensions and Annuities

Early Distributions

Early distributions from a pension plan

that are subject to the 10% federal penalty tax

do not qualify and are taxable.

Deferred Compensation Plans

Distributions from a deferred compensa-

tion plan may be partly or fully taxable. A de-

ferred compensation plan includes any plan

in which the employee has a choice of

whether to contribute money into the plan or

take that amount in cash or property. Exam-

ples include 401(k) plans, salary reduction

Simplified Employee Pension (SARSEP)

plans, the Federal Thrift Savings Plan, and

section 457 plans like the State of Hawaii De-

ferred Compensation Plan.
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Annuity Plans

Retirement vehicles that you fund yourself,

such as annuity plans and Individual Retire-

ment Accounts (IRAs) that are not funded

through a Simplified Employee Pension

(SEP) plan, are considered to be your own in-

vestments. Distributions from these plans

may be fully or partly taxable, depending on

whether your IRAs include deductible or

nondeductible contributions. See federal

Publication 590 and federal Form 8606, for

more details.

Rollover IRAs

A rollover IRA is treated as a continuation

of the original plan that provided the money

that is rolled over. If distributions from the

original plan would be characterized as tax-

able, distributions out of the rollover IRA

would be taxable as well.

Example - In 1997, an individual received a

lump sum distribution from an em-

ployer-funded profit-sharing plan upon sepa-

ration from service before retirement. The

individual did not contribute to the

profit-sharing plan. The entire lump sum dis-

tribution was rolled over to an IRA. In 2006,

the individual rolled over $50,000 from the

IRA to a Roth IRA. The entire amount rolled

over to the Roth IRA represents the lump

sum distribution received by the individual

upon separation from service and earnings

thereon. Since the lump sum distribution that

the individual received upon separation from

service does not qualify as a pension (the dis-

tribution is not paid upon retirement, disabil-

ity, or death), the amount rolled over from

the regular IRA to the Roth IRA also does not

qualify as a pension. Therefore, the amount

rolled over to the Roth IRA is taxable for Ha-

waii’s income tax.

Hybrid Plans

If you received a distribution from a plan

that is partly pension and partly deferred

compensation, such as a 401(k) plan with a

profit sharing component or an employer

matching program, a SEP plan with em-

ployer contributions as well as a salary re-

duction option, or a similar hybrid plan, at-

tach Schedule J to figure the taxable amount.

Lump-Sum Distributions

If you received a lump-sum distribution

from a pension plan and you are electing to

use the special ten-year averaging method,

attach Schedule J and Form N-152, Tax on

Lump Sum Distributions, to figure the tax-

able amount.

Note: If your lump-sum distribution included

capital gain amounts, you may be able to re-

duce your tax by including the capital gain

amounts on Form N-152 and electing the cap-

ital gains treatment. See Form N-152 Instruc-

tions for more information.

To compute the taxable portion of your an-

nuity or pension, use Schedule J.

Caution: Certain transactions, such as

loans against your interest in a qualified

plan, may be treated as taxable distributions.

For more information on the taxation of

pensions, see sections 18-235-7-01 to

18-235-7-03, Hawaii Administrative Rules,

Tax Information Release No. 90-4, “Taxabil-

ity of Benefit Payments from Pension Plan to

Participants who Attain Age 70-1/2 as Re-

quired by the Internal Revenue Code Section

401(a)(9)(C)”, and Tax Information Release

No. 96-5, “Taxation of Pensions Under the

Hawaii Net Income Tax Law: Deferred Com-

pensation Arrangements; Rollover IRAs;

Sub-Accounts of Pension Plans; Social Secu-

rity and Railroad Retirement Act Benefits;

Limitation on Deductions for Contributions to

a Nonqualified Plan”.

Line 14
Social Security Benefits

Hawaii does not tax Social Security or first

tier Railroad Retirement Act benefits. Enter

the amount from Form 1040, line 20b, or

Form 1040A, line 14b.

Line 15
Military Reserve or Hawaii
National Guard Duty Pay
Exclusion

Hawaii does not tax the first $2,998 re-

ceived by each member of the reserve com-

ponents of the army, navy, air force, marine

corps, coast guard of the United States of

America, and the Hawaii national guard, as

compensation for performance of duty as

such. If you qualify, enter the smaller of:

• $2,998, or

• Your pay, as shown on Box 16 of the Form

W-2 sent to you by your reserve component.

If you are married filing a joint return, and

you and your spouse qualify, add the exclu-

sions for both of you and enter the total on

line 15.

Line 16
Payments to an Individual
Housing Account

You may be able to deduct from your gross

income up to $5,000 paid in cash during the

taxable year into a trust account which is es-

tablished for saving for a down payment on

your first principal residence. A deduction

not to exceed $10,000 shall be allowed for a

married couple filing a joint return. No de-

duction shall be allowed on any amounts dis-

tributed less than 365 days from the date on

which a contribution is made to the account.

Any deduction claimed for a previous taxable

year for amounts distributed less than 365

days from the date on which a contribution

was made shall be disallowed and the amount

deducted shall be included in the previous

taxable year’s gross income and the tax reas-

sessed. The account is to encourage

first-time home buyers to save money for a

down payment on a home.

The “first principal residence” means a

residential property purchased with the pay-

ment or distribution from the individual

housing account which shall be owned and

occupied as the only home by an individual

who did not have any previous interest in, in-

dividually, or if the individual is married,

whose spouse did not own any interest in a

residential property inside or outside of Ha-

waii within the last 5 years prior to opening

the IHA.

The amounts paid in cash allowable as a de-

duction for all taxable years are limited to

$25,000, in the aggregate, excluding interest

earned or accrued. This limitation also ap-

plies to married individuals having separate

accounts; the sum of such separate accounts

and the deduction shall not exceed $25,000 in

the aggregate, excluding interest income

earned or accrued.

For more information, see section

18-235-5.5, Hawaii Administrative Rules.

Line 17
Exceptional Trees Deduction

You may deduct up to $3,000 per excep-

tional tree for qualified expenditures you

made during the taxable year to maintain the

tree on your private property. The tree must

be designated as an exceptional tree by the

local county arborist advisory committee un-

der chapter 58, HRS. Qualified expenditures

are those expenses you incurred to maintain

the exceptional tree (excluding interest) that

are deemed “reasonably necessary” by a cer-

tified arborist. No deduction is allowed in

more than one taxable year out of every three

consecutive taxable years. The deduction is

allowed for amounts paid in taxable years

beginning after December 31, 2003.

An affidavit signed by a certified arborist

stating that the amount of expenditures are

deemed reasonably necessary must be at-

tached to your tax return. The affidavit also

must include the following information: (1)

type of tree, (2) location of tree, and (3) de-

scription and amount of expenditures made

in 2006 to maintain the tree. The affidavit

must be notarized.

Line 18
Other Hawaii Subtractions
From Federal AGI

This line is used to report other items that
are taxed by the federal government but are
not taxed by Hawaii, such as:

• Interest on federal obligations, including

U.S. Savings Bonds.

• Differences in the taxable portion of the

Hawaii tax refund.

• Interest earned on an Individual Housing

Account.

• Compensation earned by patients with

Hansen’s disease.

• Expenses not allowed on your federal re-

turn because they were connected with

federal credits.

• Unearned income of children that you in-

cluded in your federal return, if the chil-

dren are filing Hawaii returns.

• Benefits from or premiums paid to legal

services plans.
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• Differences in the deduction for student

loan interest.

• Differences in the taxable portion of em-

ployer-provided adoption benefits.

• Certain income from a qualified high tech-

nology business.

• Interest earned by an individual develop-

ment account.

• Undistributed income earned by certain

foreign corporations.

• Other adjustments.

These items are explained in more detail

below.

Interest on Federal Obligations,
Including U.S. Savings Bonds

If you reported for federal purposes any in-

terest received on federal obligations, in-

cluding Treasury bills and notes and U.S.

Savings Bonds, enter the amount of that in-

terest on line a of the Hawaii Subtractions

Worksheet on page 29.

For more information about what kinds of

obligations should be reported here, see Tax

Information Release No. 84-1, “Taxability of

Interest on U.S. Obligations”.

If you filed federal Form 8815: If you re-

deemed U.S. Savings Bonds to pay for higher

education tuition and fees and excluded

some or all of the interest for federal pur-

poses, subtract the amount from Form 8815,

Line 14, before entering it on line a. That

amount was already excluded on your fed-

eral return.

Taxable Refund of State Income
Taxes

See the instructions for line 10, Taxable

Refund of State Income Taxes, on page 12. In

some cases, the worksheet may call for an ad-

justment to be made here.

Interest on an Individual Housing
Account

If you have an Individual Housing Account,

enter the interest earned by the account, as it

appears on federal Form 1099-INT, on line c

of the Hawaii Subtractions Worksheet on

page 29.

Patients With Hansen’s Disease
Hawaii does not tax compensation by Ha-

waii or the U.S. to a patient affected with

Hansen’s disease (also known as leprosy).

Enter the amount of the qualifying compen-

sation on line d of the Hawaii Subtractions

Worksheet on page 29.

Expenses Disallowed Because They
Were Connected with Federal
Credits

If you are a business taxpayer; you claimed

the federal Indian employment credit, the

work opportunity credit, or the credit for

qualified clinical testing expenses; and some

of your business expenses were disallowed

because you took the credits (section 280C,

Internal Revenue Code), enter the amount of

the disallowed expenses on line e of the Ha-

waii Subtractions Worksheet on page 29. Ha-

waii does not have those credits, and does al-

low the expense deductions.

Children Having Unearned Income
If you filed federal Form 8814, Parent’s

Election to Report Child’s Interest and Divi-

dends, and you are not filing Form N-814 be-

cause your child will file a Hawaii tax return,

enter the total amount from line 6 of federal

Form(s) 8814 on line f of the Hawaii Subtrac-

tions Worksheet on page 29. Attach a copy of

Form(s) 8814.

Legal Services Plans
If you received benefits from a qualified

group legal services plan or if your employer

contributed to a group legal services plan,

and you reported these benefits or contribu-

tions as taxable income on your federal re-

turn, check with your plan to see that it quali-

fies under Hawaii standards. If it does, Ha-

waii will not tax these amounts. Enter the

amount of federally taxable benefits or con-

tributions on line g of the Hawaii Subtrac-

tions Worksheet on page 29.

Student Loan Interest Deduction
The student loan interest deduction may be

different from the amount claimed on your

federal return since your Hawaii modified

adjusted gross income must be used in the

computation instead of your federal modified

adjusted gross income, and Hawaii’s modi-

fied adjusted gross income ranges for phas-

ing out the deduction will not be adjusted for

inflation. Use the Student Loan Interest De-

duction Worksheet on page 32 to determine if

an adjustment needs to be made here.

Employer-Provided Adoption
Benefits

The taxable portion of your employer-pro-

vided adoption benefits may be different

from the amount claimed on your federal re-

turn since your Hawaii modified adjusted

gross income must be used in the computa-

tion instead of your federal modified ad-

justed gross income, and Hawaii’s exclusion

amount and modified adjusted gross income

limit will not be adjusted for inflation. Use

the Adoption Benefits Worksheet on page

32 to determine if an adjustment needs to be

made here.

Certain Income from a Qualified
High Technology Business
• Royalties and other income derived from

patents, copyrights, and trade secrets.

Amounts received by an individual or a

qualified high technology business as roy-

alties and other income derived from pat-

ents, copyrights, and trade secrets (1)

owned by the individual or qualified high

technology business, and (2) developed and

arising out of a qualified high technology

business are excluded from gross income,

adjusted gross income, and taxable in-

come. If you reported these amounts for

federal purposes, include that amount on

line j of the Hawaii Subtractions Worksheet

on page 29.

• Stock options income from qualified high

technology business. All income earned and

proceeds derived from stock options or

stock, including stock issued through the

exercise of stock options or warrants, from a

qualified high technology business or from a

holding company of a qualified high tech-

nology business by an employee, officer, or

director of the qualified high technology

business, or investor who qualifies for the

high technology business investment tax

credit is excluded from income taxes. If you

reported these amounts for federal pur-

poses, include that amount on line j of the

Hawaii Subtractions Worksheet on page 29.

Individual Development Accounts
If you have an individual development ac-

count, enter the amount of interest earned by

the account (as it appears on federal Form

1099-INT) on line k of the Hawaii Subtrac-

tions Worksheet on page 29.

Owners of Certain Foreign
Corporations

If you own an interest in a CFC, PFIC, or

FPHC, you had to file federal Form 5471, or

you sold stock in any of these kinds of compa-

nies, see page 13 for further information. You

may need to make an adjustment here.

Other Adjustments
Other adjustments to federal AGI include the

following:

• Scholarship grants received by a student

under the Nursing Scholars Program is not

subject to Hawaii income tax.

• The amount of payment stipend waived by

Department of Education coaches and dis-

pensed to the school for the benefit of the

coach’s team is not subject to Hawaii in-

come tax.

• The special federal election for capital as-

sets acquired in tax years beginning before

January 1, 2001 (election under section 311

of the Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997) is not

available for Hawaii income tax purposes.

• The capital loss carryover for qualified

high technology businesses is 15 years.

There may be other adjustments to federal

AGI that are not discussed in these instruc-

tions. Such adjustments arise, for example, if

a taxpayer makes an election for Hawaii tax

purposes (such as an IRC section 179 elec-

tion) but does not make the same election for

federal tax purposes. If you believe you are

entitled to an additional subtraction to arrive

at Hawaii adjusted gross income, enter the

amount of the adjustment on line l of the Ha-

waii Subtractions Worksheet on page 29,

write “X” on the dotted line next to line 18,

and attach an explanation to Form N-11 that

includes the amount of the adjustment and

how you calculated it.

Line 19
Total Hawaii Subtractions
from Federal AGI

Add the amounts on lines 13 through 18.

Enter the result on this line.
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Line 20
Hawaii Adjusted Gross
Income

Subtract line 19 from line 12. Enter the re-

sult on this line. If line 19 is larger than line

12, you may have a net operating loss that you

can carry to another tax year. If you carry the

loss back to earlier years, see Form N-109,

Application for Tentative Refund from

Carryback of Net Operating Loss.

If the Hawaii AGI is a negative number,

shade the minus (-) in the box to the left of the

amount boxes.

Deductions and Taxable
Income Computation
Note: If you can be claimed as a dependent

on another person’s return, fill in the oval

above line 21. Complete the “Standard De-

duction for Dependents” worksheet on page

20 and enter the appropriate amount on line

22 if you do not itemize your deductions.

Lines 21a to 21f
Itemized Deductions

Taxpayers who itemize their deductions

may deduct certain kinds of expenses from

their adjusted gross income.

Taxpayers who do not itemize their deduc-

tions may reduce their adjusted gross income

by the amount of the standard deduction ap-

propriate to their filing status. The amount of

the standard deduction is determined on line

22.

You will fall into one of the following three

classes:

• You MUST itemize deductions,

• You choose to itemize, or

• You do not itemize.

The three classes are described as follows:

You MUST Itemize Deductions
You must itemize deductions if:

• You are married, filing a separate return,

and your spouse itemizes.

• You are making a return under IRC section

443(a)(1) for a period of less than 12

months because of a change in your annual

accounting period.

You Choose to Itemize
You may choose to itemize your deductions

if you are:

• Married and filing a joint return, or a quali-

fying widow(er) with dependent child, and

your itemized deductions are more than

$1,900.

• Married and filing a separate return, and

your itemized deductions are more than

$950.

• Single, and your itemized deductions are

more than $1,500.

• Head of Household, and your itemized de-

ductions are more than $1,650.

• A dependent of another taxpayer and your

itemized deductions are more than the

greater of (1) $500 or (2) your earned in-

come up to the amount of the standard de-

duction for your filing status.

You Do Not Itemize
If your itemized deductions are less than

the amount shown above for your filing status

(or you choose not to itemize), go to line 22

and enter your standard deduction amount

there (unless you MUST itemize as described

earlier).

If you itemize, you can deduct part of your

medical and dental expenses, and amounts

you paid for certain taxes, interest, contribu-

tions, casualty and theft losses, and other

miscellaneous expenses. These deductions

are explained on the pages that follow.

If you do itemize, complete Worksheets A-1

through A-6 and enter the amounts on Form

N-11, lines 21a to 21f (or Form N-12, lines 36a

to 36f).

Line 21a
Medical and Dental Expenses

Before you can figure your total deduction

for medical and dental expenses, you must

first figure your adjusted gross income.

If you itemized deductions on your 2006

federal return, enter the number from line 1

of federal Form 1040, Schedule A on

Worksheet A-1, line 1.

If you did not itemize on your 2006 federal

return, consult the instructions below to see

which medical and dental expenses you may

deduct.

Only that part of your medical and dental

expenses that is more than 7.5% of your Ha-

waii adjusted gross income is deductible. To

figure this amount, use Worksheet A-1.

On Worksheet A-1, line 1, include medical

and dental bills you paid for:

• Yourself;

• Your spouse;

• All dependents you list on your return;

• Your child whom you do not claim as a de-

pendent because of the rules explained on

page 10 for Children of Divorced or Sepa-

rated Parents; and

• Any person that you could have listed as a

dependent on your return if that person had

not received $3,300 or more of gross in-

come or had not filed a joint return.

Example—You provided more than half of

your mother’s support but cannot list her as a

dependent because she received $3,300 of

wages during 2006. If part of your support

was the payment of her medical bills, you can

include that part in your medical expenses.

You should include all amounts you paid

during 2006, but do not include amounts re-

paid to you, or paid to anyone else, by hospi-

tal, health or accident insurance, or by your

employer, or paid through a medical savings

account or health savings account.

Examples of Medical and
Dental Payments You CAN
Deduct

To the extent you were not reimbursed, you

can deduct what you paid for:

• Qualified long-term care services.

• Premiums for qualified long-term care

contracts, subject to dollar limitations

based on a person’s age. See the federal in-

structions to Form 1040 for the dollar lim-

its.

• Hospital, medical, dental, and extra

Medicare (Medicare B) insurance.

• Prescription drugs and insulin.

• Medical doctors, dentists, eye doctors, gy-

necologists, chiropractors, osteopaths, po-

diatrists, psychiatrists, psychologists,

physical therapists, acupuncturists, and

psychoanalysts (medical care only).

• Medical examinations, X-ray and labora-

tory services, insulin treatment, and whirl-

pool baths the doctor ordered.

• Nursing help. If you pay someone to do both

nursing and housework, you can deduct

only the cost of nursing help.

• Hospital care (including meals and lodg-

ing), clinic costs, lab fees.

• Medical treatment at a center for drug or

alcohol addiction.

• Medical aids such as hearing aids (and bat-

teries), false teeth, eyeglasses, contact

lenses, braces, orthopedic shoes, crutches,

wheelchairs, guide dogs and the cost of

maintaining the dogs.

• Ambulance service and other travel costs

to get medical care. If you used your own

car, you can claim what you spent for gas

and oil to go to and from the place you re-

ceived medical care; or you can claim 18

cents a mile. Add parking and tolls to the

amount you claim under either method.

• Cosmetic surgery or procedure that is nec-

essary to correct a deformity arising from,

or directly related to:

—A congenital abnormality;

—a personal injury resulting from an acci-
dent or trauma; or

—a disfiguring disease.

Examples of Medical and
Dental Payments You
CANNOT Deduct

You cannot deduct the following:

• The basic cost of Medicare insurance

(Medicare A).

Note: If you are 65 or over and are not enti-
tled to social security benefits, you may de-
duct premiums you voluntarily paid for
Medicare A coverage.

• Life insurance or income protection poli-

cies.

• The 1.45% hospital insurance benefits tax

withheld from your pay as part of the social

security tax or paid as part of the self-em-

ployment tax.

• Nursing care for a healthy baby. (You may

qualify for the child care credit; see Sched-

ule X, Part III.)
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• Illegal operations or drugs.

• Nonprescription medicines or drugs.

• Travel your doctor told you to take for rest

or change.

• Funeral, burial, or cremation costs.

• Amounts paid for cosmetic surgery which

is directed at improving the appearance

and does not meaningfully promote the

proper function of the body or prevent or

treat illness or disease.

Note: If expenses for cosmetic surgery are
NOT deductible as medical expenses, then
amounts paid for insurance coverage for
such expenses are NOT deductible. Fur-
thermore, if an employer health plan reim-
burses you for such expenses, the reim-
bursement must be included in your gross
income.

Line 21b
Taxes

Certain taxes you paid during the year can

be deducted.

If you itemized deductions on your 2006

federal return, you may enter the same

amount from Form 1040, Schedule A, line 9

on Form N-11, line 21b (or Form N-12, line

36b).

Exception: If you are a federal employee

receiving a Cost Of Living Allowance

(COLA), not all of your Hawaii income taxes

are deductible for federal purposes. (See IRS

Revenue Ruling 74-140, 1974-1 C.B. 50, for

more information.) Enter on line 5 of

Worksheet A-2 on page 29 the entire amount

of state and local income taxes you paid in

2006, even if you reported a different amount

on line 5 of federal Form 1040, Schedule A.

Enter the amounts from lines 6, 7, and 8 of

federal Schedule A on lines 6, 7, and 8, re-

spectively, of Worksheet A-2

If you did not itemize deductions on your

2006 federal return, complete Worksheet A-2.

Taxes You CAN Deduct
State and Local Income Taxes

Include on this line:

• State and local income taxes withheld from

your salary (as shown on your Form W-2)

and withheld from your unemployment

compensation (as shown on your Form

1099-G), estimated tax payments made in

2006, and payments made in 2006 for a

prior year;

• Any part of a prior year refund of state or

local income taxes that you chose to have

credited to your 2006 estimated state or lo-

cal income taxes; and

• The NET amount of taxes withheld from

the sale of Hawaii real property interests.

Do not reduce your deduction by any tax

refund or credit for prior year state and local

income taxes you received in 2006. See in-

stead the instructions for line 10, Form N-11.

For more information about the treatment

of taxes withheld from the sale of real prop-

erty interests, see Tax Information Release

No. 2002-2, “Withholding of State Income

Taxes on the Disposition of Hawaii Real

Property”.

Real Estate Taxes
Include taxes that you paid on property you

own that was not used for business.

If your mortgage payments include your

real estate taxes, deduct only the amount

equal to the real estate taxes actually paid by

the mortgage company to the taxing author-

ity.

Personal Property Taxes
Include personal property tax you paid, but

only if it is based on value alone and it is

charged on a yearly basis.

Note: Hawaii does not have a personal prop-

erty tax. However, you may include personal

property taxes you paid to other states.

Other Taxes
If you had any deductible tax not listed on

Worksheet A-2, lines 5, 6, or 7 (such as foreign

income taxes), write the amount on

Worksheet A-2, line 8.

Taxes You CANNOT Deduct
• Federal income tax.

• Social security tax (FICA).

• Medicare tax.

• Railroad retirement tax (RRTA).

• Federal excise tax on personal property,

transportation, telephone, and gasoline.

• Customs duties.

• Federal estate and gift taxes. (However, see

Miscellaneous Deductions on page 19.)

• Certain state and local taxes, including:

a. Tax on gasoline.

b. Hawaii motor vehicle registration fees,
including car inspection fees.

c. Tax on liquor, beer, wine, cigarettes, and
tobacco.

d. Assessments for sidewalks or other im-
provements to your property.

e. Taxes paid for your business or profes-
sion. (These business taxes are deducted
elsewhere.)

f. Tax you paid for someone else.

g. License fees. (Marriage, driver’s, dog,
hunting, auto, etc.)

h. Inheritance tax.

i. General sales taxes.

Line 21c
Interest You Paid

If you itemized deductions on your 2006

federal return, you may write the amount

from line 14 of your 2006 federal Schedule A

on Form N-11, line 21c (or Form N-12, line

36c). You need not complete Worksheet A-3

on page 29.

Exception:

• If you had to file a 2006 federal Form 4952,

you must refigure your investment interest

deduction for state tax purposes on Hawaii

Form N-158. Enter the amount from Form

N-158 on line 13 of Worksheet A-3. Enter the

amounts from lines 10, 11, and 12 of federal

Form 1040, Schedule A, on the correspond-

ing lines of Worksheet A-3. Attach Form

N-158 to your return.

• If you filed a 2006 federal Form 8396, and

you reduced your deduction for home

mortgage interest on federal Form 1040,

Schedule A, by the amount on line 3 of fed-

eral Form 8396, you must refigure your

home mortgage interest for state tax pur-

poses. Include the amount from line 3 of

federal Form 8396 on line 10 of Worksheet

A-3. Enter the amounts from lines 11, 12,

and 13 of federal Form 1040, Schedule A, on

the corresponding lines of Worksheet A-3.

If you did not itemize deductions on your

2006 federal return, complete Worksheet A-3.

You should show on Worksheet A-3 interest

on non-business items only. Business-related

interest is deducted elsewhere.

Except for certain mortgage interest, the

amount of your personal interest expense

(such as credit card interest) is not allowed

as an itemized deduction on Worksheet A-3.

Home Mortgage Interest
In most cases, you will be able to deduct all

of your home mortgage interest. The follow-

ing rules apply to any loans secured by your

main home, including first and second mort-

gages, home equity loans and refinanced

mortgages. Whether your home mortgage in-

terest is deductible depends on the date you

took out the mortgage, the amount of the

mortgage and your use of its proceeds.

If ALL of your mortgages fit into one or

more of categories a, b, and c below, you can

deduct all of the interest on those mortgages

and report it on Worksheet A-3, line 10 or 11,

whichever applies. If one or more of your

mortgages does not fit into any of the catego-

ries below, get federal Publication 936,

Limits on Home Mortgage Interest Deduc-

tion, to figure the amount of interest you can

deduct.

a. Mortgages you took out on your main

home ON or BEFORE October 13, 1987.

These mortgages also include line-of-credit

mortgages you had on October 13, 1987, and

mortgages you had on October 13, 1987, that

you refinanced after that date. But see Spe-

cial Rules if you refinanced or borrowed ad-

ditional amounts on a line-of-credit mortgage

after October 13, 1987.

b. Mortgages you took out on your main

home AFTER October 13, 1987, to buy, build,

or improve your home, but only if these mort-

gages plus any mortgages in a. above totaled

$1 million or less throughout 2006. The limit

is $500,000 or less if married filing sepa-

rately.

c. Mortgages you took out AFTER October

13, 1987, on your main home, OTHER THAN

to buy, build, or improve your home, but only

if these mortgages totaled $100,000 or less

throughout 2006. The limit is $50,000 or less

if married filing separately.

An example of a mortgage used for pur-

poses other than to buy, build, or improve

your home is a home equity loan you used to

pay off credit card bills, to buy a car, or to pay

tuition costs.
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Special Rules
Refinanced Mortgages. If you had a mort-

gage on your home on October 13, 1987, and

refinanced it after that date for no more than

the balance of the existing mortgage, all of

the new mortgage is treated as a mortgage

described in a above. But, if you refinanced it

for more than the balance of the existing

mortgage, only the part of the new mortgage

equal to the amount you owed on the mort-

gage at the time you refinanced is treated as a

mortgage described in a. The part of the new

mortgage that is more than the balance of the

existing mortgage is a mortgage described in

b or c (or b and c if a mixed-use mort-

gage—see below).

Line-of-Credit Mortgages. If you had a

line-of-credit mortgage on your home on Oc-

tober 13, 1987, and you borrowed additional

amounts on this line of credit after that date,

the additional amounts borrowed are treated

as a mortgage taken out after October 13,

1987, and are subject to the rules under b or c

(or b and c if a mixed-use mortgage—see be-

low).

Mixed-Use Mortgages. If you took out a

new mortgage after October 13, 1987 (includ-

ing refinancing for more than what you owe

or borrowing additional amounts on a

line-of-credit mortgage you had on October

13, 1987) for purposes described in both b

and c above, you have a mixed-use mortgage.

The mortgage proceeds used to buy, build, or

improve the home fit into category b and the

rest of the proceeds fit into category c.

Example: You took out a mortgage on your

home for $200,000 in 1980. You file as single

for 2006. In March 2006, when the home had a

fair market value of $400,000 and you owed

$195,000 on the mortgage, you took out a

home equity loan for $120,000. In 2006, you

used $90,000 of the home equity loan pro-

ceeds for home improvements, and $30,000

for other purposes. You can deduct all of the

interest on both mortgages. The first mort-

gage qualifies because it was taken out on or

before October 13, 1987. The home equity

loan qualifies under the dollar limits in b and

c. The part of the mortgage subject to the dol-

lar limit in b ($90,000) plus the first mortgage

of $195,000 totaled less than $1 million. The

part of the mortgage subject to the dollar

limit in c ($30,000) was less than $100,000.

Note: Additional limits apply if the total

amount of all mortgages exceeds the fair

market value of the home. See federal Publi-

cation 936.

What is a Home. A home may be a house,

condominium, cooperative, mobile home,

boat, or similar property. It must provide ba-

sic living accommodations including sleep-

ing space, a toilet, and cooking facilities.

More Than One Home. If you had a main

home and a second home, the dollar limits ex-

plained in b and c above apply to the total

mortgages on both homes.

Investment Interest
Investment interest is interest paid on

money you borrowed that is allocable to

property held for investment. It does not in-

clude any interest allocable to a passive ac-

tivity.

Note: Expenses and interest for royalties and

other income derived from any patents, copy-

rights, and trade secrets by an individual or a

qualified high technology business are de-

ductible.

Complete and attach Form N-158, Invest-

ment Interest Expense Deduction, to figure

your deduction.

Exception. You do not have to file Form

N-158 if ALL of the following apply:

• Your only investment income was from in-

terest or dividends,

• You have no other deductible expenses con-

nected with the production of the interest

or dividends,

• Your investment interest expense is not

more than your investment income,

• You have no carryovers of investment in-

terest expense from 2005, and

• You have no passive activity losses.

For more details, get federal Publication

550, Investment Income and Expenses.

Interest Expense You
CANNOT Deduct

Do not include the interest you paid for—

• Personal interest, such as credit cards and

automobile loans.

• Indebtedness of another person, when you

are not legally liable for payment of the in-

terest.

• A gambling debt or other unenforceable

obligation.

• Money you borrowed to buy tax-exempt se-

curities or single-premium life insurance.

• Any kind of business-related interest. Busi-

ness interest expenses are reported else-

where.

See the instructions for federal Form 1040,

Schedule A—Interest Expense for more in-

formation.

Line 21d
Gifts to Charity

If you itemized deductions on your 2006

federal return, write the amount from line 18

of Form 1040, Schedule A on Form N-11, line

21d (or Form N-12, line 36d). You need not

complete Worksheet A-4 on page 29.

Exception: You should complete

Worksheet A-4 on page 29 if:

• Your charitable contribution deduction

was limited based upon your federal ad-

justed gross income. You must refigure

your charitable contribution deduction for

state tax purposes using your Hawaii ad-

justed gross income, or

• You have a contribution carryover from

prior years and the amount is different for

federal and State tax purposes.

If you did not itemize deductions on your

2006 federal return, complete Worksheet A-4

on page 29.

Contributions You CAN
Deduct

You may deduct what you gave to organiza-

tions that are religious, charitable, educa-

tional, scientific, or literary in purpose. You

may also deduct what you gave to organiza-

tions that work to prevent cruelty to children

or animals. An organization that tells you it is

a “501(c)(3) organization” is telling you that

it falls into this category.

Examples of these organizations are:

• Churches, temples, synagogues, Salvation

Army, Red Cross, CARE, Goodwill Indus-

tries, United Way, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts,

Boys Club of America, etc.

• Fraternal orders, if the gifts will be used for

the purposes listed above.

• Veterans’ and certain cultural groups.

• Nonprofit schools, hospitals, and organiza-

tions whose purpose is to find a cure for or

help people who have arthritis, asthma,

birth defects, cancer, cerebral palsy, cystic

fibrosis, diabetes, heart disease, hemo-

philia, mental illness or retardation, multi-

ple sclerosis, muscular dystrophy, tubercu-

losis, etc.

• Federal, State, and local governments if the

gifts are solely for public purposes.

Contributions can be cash (including

checks and money orders), property, or

out-of-pocket expenses you paid to do volun-

teer work for the kinds of organizations de-

scribed above. If you drive to and from the

volunteer work, you can take 14 cents a mile

or the actual cost of gas and oil. But, if the vol-

unteer work was to provide relief related to

Hurricane Katrina, this amount is increased

to 32 cents a mile. Add parking and tolls to the

amount you claim under either method. But

don’t deduct any amounts that were repaid to

you.

If you made a gift and received a benefit in

return, such as food, entertainment, or mer-

chandise, you may deduct only the amount

that is more than the value of the benefit. For

example, if you paid $70 to a charitable orga-

nization to attend a fund raising dinner and

the value of the dinner was $40, you may de-

duct only $30.

If you do not know whether you can deduct

what you gave to an organization, check with

that organization.

Contributions You CANNOT
Deduct
• Political contributions (but see the instruc-

tions for Miscellaneous Deductions, line

21f).

• Dues, fees, or bills paid to country clubs,

lodges, fraternal orders, or similar groups.

• Cost of raffle, bingo, or lottery tickets.

• Tuition to a private school.

• The value of your time or services.

• Value of blood given to a blood bank.

• The transfer of a future interest in tangible

personal property (generally until the en-

tire interest has been transferred).

• Gifts to:
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a. Individuals.

b. Foreign organizations.

c. Groups that are run for personal profit.

d. Groups whose purpose is to lobby for
changes in the law.

e. Civic leagues, social and sports clubs, la-
bor unions, and chambers of commerce.

Limit on the Amount You May
Deduct

See federal Publication 526 to figure the

amount of your deduction if any of the follow-

ing applies:

• Your cash contributions, or contributions of

ordinary income property, are more than

30% of your Hawaii adjusted gross income.

• Your gifts of capital gain property are more

than 20% of your Hawaii adjusted gross in-

come.

• You gave gifts of property that increased in

value, or gave gifts of the use of property.

Gifts by Cash or Check
On Worksheet A-4, line 15, enter the total

contributions you made in cash or by check

(including out-of-pocket expenses).

Note: Charitable contributions of $250 or

more must be substantiated by a written ac-

knowledgment from the donee organization

to be deductible.

Other Than by Cash or Check
On Worksheet A-4, line 16, enter the total

contributions you made other than by cash or

check. If you gave property, you should keep

records stating the kind of property you gave,

the name of the organization you gave it to,

the date you gave it, how you figured its value

at the time you gave it, and whether it was

capital gain or ordinary income property. If

you determine the value of a gift by an ap-

praisal, keep a signed copy of it.

If you gave used items, such as clothing or

furniture, deduct their fair market value at

the time you gave them. Fair market value is

what a willing buyer would pay a willing

seller when neither has to buy or sell and both

are aware of the conditions of the sale.

If the amount of your deduction is more

than $500, you must complete and attach fed-

eral Form 8283. For this purpose, the

“amount of your deduction” means your de-

duction before applying any income limits

that could result in a carryover of contribu-

tions. If you deduct more than $500 for a con-

tribution of a motor vehicle, boat, or airplane,

you must also attach a statement from the

charitable organization to your return. If

your total deduction is over $5,000, you may

also have to get appraisals of the values of the

donated property. See federal Form 8283 and

its instructions for more information.

Line 21e
Casualty and Theft Losses

Use line 21e to report casualty or theft

loss(es) of property that is not trade, busi-

ness, or rent or royalty property. Complete

federal Form(s) 4684, Casualties and Thefts,

to figure your loss. If you checked the “No”

box on federal Form 4684, line 18, write the

amount from federal Form 4684, line 16 on

line 19d of Worksheet A-5 on page 29. If you

checked the “Yes” box on federal Form 4684,

line 18, write the amount from federal Form

4684, line 18 on line 19 of Worksheet A-5 on

page 29. Attach a copy of federal Form(s)

4684 to Form N-11 or Form N-12.

Losses You CAN Deduct
You may be able to deduct all or part of

each loss caused by theft, vandalism, fire,

storm, and car, boat, and other accidents or

similar causes.

If you have a nonbusiness casualty loss that

is covered by insurance, you cannot take the

casualty loss deduction unless you file a

timely insurance claim for that loss. You can

deduct nonbusiness casualty or theft losses

only to the extent that:

a. The amount of EACH separate loss is more
than $100, and

b. The total amount of ALL losses during the
year (reduced by the $100 limit) is more
than 10% of your adjusted gross income.

Note: The limits in items a and b above do

not apply to casualty and theft losses that oc-

curred in the Hurricane Katrina disaster

area after August 24, 2005; Hurricane Rita di-

saster area after September 22, 2005; or Hur-

ricane Wilma disaster area after October 22,

2005, and was caused by that particular hur-

ricane. See federal Form 4684 and its instruc-

tions for more information.

You may also deduct the costs of proving

that you had a property loss. Examples of

these costs are appraisal fees and photo-

graphs used to establish the amount of your

loss.

Losses You CANNOT Deduct
• Money or property misplaced or lost.

• Breakage of china, glassware, furniture,

and similar items under normal conditions.

• Progressive damage to property (build-

ings, clothes, trees, etc.) caused by ter-

mites, moths, other insects, or disease.

Line 21f
Miscellaneous Deductions

If you did not itemize deductions on your

2006 federal return, complete Worksheet A-6

on page 29.

If you itemized deductions on your 2006

federal return, take the amounts on Form

1040, Schedule A, lines 23 and 27 and write

them on lines 23 and 27 of Worksheet A-6 on

page 29. Then, complete the worksheet start-

ing from line 24.

Note: If you made political contributions in

2006, you may be able to deduct some or all of

your contributions regardless of the amount

of your adjusted gross income. See Political

Contributions on page 20.

In General
Most miscellaneous deductions cannot be

deducted in full. You must subtract 2% of

your adjusted gross income from the total.

Generally, the 2% limit applies to job ex-

penses you paid for which you were not reim-

bursed (line 20). The limit also applies to tax

preparation fees (line 21) and certain ex-

penses you paid to produce or collect taxable

income or certain tax-exempt income (line

22).

The 2% limit does not apply to certain other

miscellaneous expenses that you may de-

duct. These expenses can be deducted in full

on lines 27 and 28. Gambling losses (to the ex-

tent of winnings) and certain job expenses of

handicapped employees can be deducted on

line 27. See federal Publication 529, Miscel-

laneous Deductions, for more information.

Expenses Subject to the 2%
Limit
Employee Business Expenses

On Worksheet A-6, line 20, report job ex-

penses you paid for which you were not reim-

bursed. Attach a copy of federal Form 2106 or

2106-EZ, if:

1. You claim any travel, transportation, meal,
or entertainment expenses for your job; or

2. Your employer paid you for any of your job
expenses reportable on Worksheet A-6, line
20.

Examples of expenses to include on line 20
of Worksheet A-6 are:

• Travel, transportation, meal, or entertain-

ment expenses.

• Union dues.

• Safety equipment, small tools, and supplies

you needed for your job.

• Uniforms your employer said you must

have, and which you may not usually wear

away from work.

• Protective clothing required in your work,

such as hard hats, and safety shoes and

glasses.

• Physical examinations your employer said

you must have.

• Dues to professional organizations and

chambers of commerce.

• Subscriptions to professional journals.

• Fees to employment agencies and other

costs to look for a new job in your present

occupation, even if you do not get a new job.

• Business use of part of your home, but only

if you use that part exclusively and on a

regular basis in your work and for the con-

venience of your employer. For details, in-

cluding limits that apply, see federal Publi-

cation 587, Business Use of Your Home.

• Education expenses you paid that were re-

quired by your employer, or by law or regu-

lations, to keep your salary or job. In gen-

eral, you may also include the cost of keep-

ing or improving skills you must have in

your job. For more details, see federal Pub-

lication 508, Educational Expenses. Some

education expenses are not deductible. See

Expenses You MAY NOT Deduct on page 20.

Tax Preparation Fees
On Worksheet A-6, line 21, enter the total

fees you paid to prepare your federal and Ha-

waii tax return, including fees paid for filing

your return electronically. But do not include
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fees deducted elsewhere, such as business

expenses.

Other Expenses
Note: Expenses and interest for royalties and

other income derived from any patents, copy-

rights, and trade secrets by an individual or a

qualified high technology business are de-

ductible.

On Worksheet A-6, line 22, enter the total

amount you paid to produce or collect taxable

income and certain tax-exempt income as

stated in the above note, and manage or pro-

tect property held for earning income. But do

not include expenses deducted elsewhere.

Attach a statement showing the type and

amount of each expense to Form N-11 or

N-12. Examples of these expenses are:

• Safe deposit box rental.

• Certain legal and accounting fees.

• Clerical help and office rent.

• Custodial (e.g. trust account) fees.

• Your share of the investment expenses of a

regulated investment company.

• Certain losses on uninsured deposits in an

insolvent or bankrupt financial institution.

For details, including limits on the amount

you can deduct, see federal Publication

529.

• Deduction for repayment of amounts under

a claim of right whether more or less than

$3,000. See Repayments in federal Publica-

tion 525, Taxable and Nontaxable Income,

for more information.

• Certain expenses related to an activity not

engaged in for profit. For details, get fed-

eral Publication 535, Business Expenses.

Expenses NOT Subject to the
2% Limit
Other Deductions

List only the following expenses on

Worksheet A-6, Line 27:

• Gambling losses, but only to the extent of

gambling winnings that were reported on

federal Form 1040, line 21, or Form N-12,

line 18.

• Federal estate tax on income in respect of a

decedent.

• Amortizable bond premium on bonds ac-

quired before October 23, 1986.

• Certain unrecovered investment in an an-

nuity (IRC section 72(b)(3)). For details,

see federal Publication 575, Pension and

Annuity Income.

• Impairment-related work expenses of a

handicapped person.

List the type and amount of each expense

and attach a copy of the list to your return.

Enter one total in the amount space for line

27. For more information on these expenses,

get federal Publication 529, Miscellaneous

Deductions.

Note: Repayments under a claim of right over

$3,000 are subject to the 2% limitation for Ha-

waii income tax purposes.

Political Contributions
On line 28 of Worksheet A-6, list:

• Political contributions not in excess of $250

in the year (up to $500 on a joint return) to a

central or county committee of a political

party whose candidate was on the ballot for

the immediately previous general election;

and

• Contributions to candidates who agreed to

abide by the campaign spending limits set

by law, but you can’t deduct more than

$1,000 in a year ($2,000 on a joint return)

total, and you can’t deduct more than $250

($500 on a joint return) to any one candi-

date.

In order to claim a deduction to candidates

who agreed to abide by the campaign spend-

ing limits, you must attach a receipt to Form

N-11 or Form N-12. Canceled checks or cop-

ies of the same shall be considered adequate

forms of receipt.

If you do not know whether the candidate

agreed to abide by the campaign spending

limits, contact the Campaign Spending

Commission.

Expenses You MAY NOT
Deduct

Some expenses are not deductible at all.

Examples are:

• Political contributions to candidates who

did not agree to abide by the campaign

spending limits.

• Personal legal expenses.

• Lost or misplaced cash or property (but see

casualty and theft losses).

• Expenses for meals during regular or extra

work hours.

• The cost of entertaining friends.

• Expenses of going to or from work.

• Education that you need to meet minimum

requirements for your job or that will qual-

ify you for a new occupation.

• Expenses of:

a. Travel as a form of education.

b. Attending a seminar, convention, or sim-
ilar meeting unless it is related to your
employment.

c. Adopting a child, including a child with
special needs.

• Fines and penalties.

• Expenses of producing tax-exempt income,

except for expenses for royalties and other

income derived from any patents, copy-

rights, and trade secrets by an individual or

a qualified high technology business.

Line 22
Total Itemized Deductions or
Standard Deduction
Dependents

If your parent (or someone else) can claim

you as a dependent on his or her return (even

if that person chose not to claim you), fill in

the oval above line 21. If you are claiming the

standard deduction, see Standard Deduction

for Dependents on this page to figure your

standard deduction.

Itemized Deductions
Your state income tax will be less if the to-

tal of your itemized deductions is larger than

the standard deduction. To figure your item-

ized deductions, fill in lines 21a to 21f.

If the amount on Form N-11, line 20, is

$100,000 or less ($50,000 if married filing

separately), add lines 21a through 21f, and

enter the result on line 22.

If the amount on Form N-11, line 20, is more

than $100,000 ($50,000 if married filing sepa-

rately), you may not be able to deduct all of

your itemized deductions. Use the Total

Itemized Deductions Worksheet on page 30 to

figure the amount you may deduct.

Standard Deduction
Taxpayers who do not itemize their deduc-

tions may reduce their adjusted gross income

by the amount of the standard deduction ap-

propriate to their filing status. The amount of

the standard deduction for each filing status

is as follows:

Filing Status Standard Deduction
Single $1,500
Married filing jointly 1,900
Married filing separately 950
Head of Household 1,650
Qualifying Widow(er) 1,900

Standard Deduction for Dependents. If

you can be claimed as a dependent by some-

one else and you do not itemize your deduc-

tions, your standard deduction is limited to

the greater of $500 or your earned income

(up to the full standard deduction for your fil-

ing status). The standard deduction for an in-

dividual who can be claimed as a dependent

on the tax return of another taxpayer is com-

puted as follows.

A. Enter your earned income
(defined below). If none,
enter zero..................................A.

B. Minimum amount ......................B. 500.00
C. Compare the amounts on

lines A and B above. Enter
the LARGER of the two
amounts here............................C.

D. Maximum amount. Enter
the full standard deduction for
your filing status, shown in
the chart above, here ................D.

E. Compare the amounts on
lines C and D above. Enter
the SMALLER of the two
amounts here and on
Form N-11, line 22. ...................E.

Earned income includes wages, salaries,

tips, professional fees, and other compensa-

tion received for personal services you per-

formed. It also includes any amount received

as a scholarship that you must include in your

income. Generally, your earned income is the

total of the amounts you reported on Form

1040, lines 7 (wages), 12 (business income),

and 18 (farming income), minus the amount,

if any, on line 27 (deduction for self-employ-

ment tax).
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Line 23
Line 20 minus line 22. This line MUST be

filled in. If line 23 is a negative number,

shade the minus (-) in the box to the left of the

amount boxes.

Line 24
Exemptions
Regular Exemptions

Residents are allowed $1,040 for each ex-

emption they can claim. Multiply $1,040 by

the total number of exemptions you claimed

on line 6e. Remember, if you can be claimed

as a dependent on another person’s tax re-

turn, you may not claim an exemption for

yourself.

Blind, Deaf, or Totally Disabled —
Definition, Certification, and
Exemptions

Fill in the appropriate oval(s) on line 24 if

you are blind, deaf or totally disabled and

your impairment has been certified. You

must submit a completed Form N-172 prior

to filing your return in order to claim this ex-

emption. If you do not, the exemption will be

disallowed and your return processed with-

out the disability exemption(s) claimed.

“Blind” means a person whose central vi-

sual acuity does not exceed 20/200 in the

better eye with correcting lenses, or whose

visual acuity is greater than 20/200 but is ac-

companied by a limitation in the field of vi-

sion such that the widest diameter of the vi-

sual field subtends an angle no greater than

20 degrees.

“Deaf” means a person whose average loss

in the speech frequencies (500-2000 Hertz) in

the better ear is 82 decibels, A.S.A., or worse.

“Person totally disabled” means a person

who is totally and permanently disabled, ei-

ther physically or mentally, which results in

the person’s inability to engage in any sub-

stantial gainful business or occupation. It is

presumed that a person whose earned in-

come, before deductions and exemptions, ex-

ceeds $30,000 per year is engaged in a sub-

stantial, gainful business or occupation.

The impairment of sight, deafness or dis-

ability shall be certified on the basis of a writ-

ten report on an examination performed by a

qualified ophthalmologist, qualified optome-

trist or a qualified otolaryngologist, licensed

audiologist, or a qualified physician, as the

case may be, on Form N-172.

A blind, deaf or totally disabled person who

qualifies, may be allowed a Disability Ex-

emption of $7,000. The Disability Exemption

is in lieu of the regular personal exemption of

$1,040. The following maximum exemptions

are allowed:

One Individual (any
filing status) — $7,000

Husband and Wife (non-disabled
spouse under 65) — 8,040

Husband and Wife (non-disabled
spouse age 65 or over) — 9,080

Husband and Wife (both
disabled) — 14,000

Note: If you claim this special exemption
you will not be able to claim the additional
exemptions for your children or other de-
pendents, or for being 65 or older.

Enter the appropriate amount on line 24.

For more information, see Tax Information

Release No. 89-3, “State Tax Benefits Avail-

able to Persons with Impaired Sight, Im-

paired Hearing, or Who are Totally Dis-

abled” and Tax Information Release No.

Credit for Income Taxes Paid
to Other States and Countries

If you have out-of-state income that is

taxed by another state or foreign country and

also by Hawaii, you may claim a credit

against your Hawaii income for the net in-

come tax you paid to the other state or foreign

country if you meet the following conditions:

• The income was earned while you were a

Hawaii resident (or you are married and

filing a joint resident return) and was not

exempt from Hawaii income tax;

• You did not file an Election Under Act 60,

SLH 1976 (see page 5);

• The income on which the state or foreign

tax is imposed was derived or received

from sources outside Hawaii;

• You were liable for and paid tax to the for-

eign jurisdiction (net amount of tax paid to

a foreign jurisdiction after all credits, re-

ductions, and refunds allowed or allowable

by the laws of the foreign jurisdiction have

been deducted);

• The tax paid to the other state or foreign coun-

try is an income-based tax that is imposed on

both residents and nonresidents of the other

state or foreign country, rather than a sales,

gross receipts, withholding, or value added tax

(i.e., taxes withheld on dividends paid from

foreign investments do not qualify);
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• No credit is allowed if the foreign income is

excluded on the federal return;

• No credit is allowed if the foreign tax credit

is allowed on the federal return;

• The income must be taxed by the other

state or foreign country for the same tax-

able year for which the Hawaii credit is

claimed;

• No credit is allowed for penalties or inter-

est paid to the other state or foreign coun-

try; and

• No credit is allowed for city or local income

taxes paid to another state.

To figure the allowable amount of the

credit, fill in the Other State and Foreign Tax

Credit Worksheet on page 30. On line 5 of the

worksheet, enter the net amount of tax paid to

the other state after all credits, reductions,

and refunds allowed or allowable by the laws

of the other state have been deducted (net tax

liability).

Required Attachments. If you entered any

amount on line 5, you must attach a copy of

the tax return(s) from the other state(s). If

you entered any amount on line 6, you must

attach a copy of all federal Form(s) 1116 that

you are filing this year. If you are not re-

quired to file federal Form 1116, attach a

copy of the payee statement (such as federal

Form 1099-DIV or 1099-INT) that you re-

ceived for your foreign source income.

Out-of-State Tax Refund. If you claim this

credit and you later receive a tax refund from

the other state or foreign country, you MUST

report this to the Department of Taxation.

Credit for Beneficiaries of Foreign
Trusts

Any resident beneficiary of a trust with a

situs in another State may claim a credit for

income taxes paid by the trust to the other

State on any income that is attributable to as-

sets other than intangibles. This credit is not

allowed for trusts that are resident in a for-

eign country (or in any territory or posses-

sion of the United States).

The trust will inform you of what your

share of the trust’s income is, and how much

of it is long-term capital gains. Include these

amounts on lines 3 and 4, respectively, of the

Other State and Foreign Tax Credit

Worksheet on page 30.

The trust will also tell you your share of the

tax the trust paid to the other state. Find out

how much of the trust’s income was attribut-

able to real property and tangible personal

property (not including stocks, bonds, mort-

gages, and other intangibles). Divide that

number by the total amount of the trust’s in-

come, and multiply your share of the

out-of-state tax by that percentage. Include

this amount on line 5 of the Other State and

Foreign Tax Credit Worksheet on page 30.

Credit for Shareholders of S
Corporations

A shareholder of an S corporation shall be

considered to have paid a tax imposed on the

shareholder in an amount equal to the share-

holder’s pro rata share of any net income tax

paid by the S corporation to a state which

does not measure the income of S corporation

shareholders by the income of the S corpora-

tion. The term “net income tax” means any

tax imposed on or measured by a corpora-

tion’s net income.

The S corporation will inform you of what

your share of its income is, and how much of

it is long-term capital gains. Include these

amounts on lines 3 and 4, respectively, of the

Other State and Foreign Tax Credit

Worksheet on page 30.

The S corporation will also tell you your

share of the tax paid to the other state. In-

clude this amount on line 5 of the Other State

and Foreign Tax Credit Worksheet on page

30.

Carryover of the Energy
Conservation Tax Credit

The energy conservation tax credit expired

on June 30, 2003. You may claim the tax

credit only if you have a carryover of the tax

credit from a prior year.

To claim the carryover of this credit. Com-

plete Form N-157 and Schedule CR and at-

tach them to your return.

Enterprise Zone Tax Credit
A qualified enterprise zone business may

claim a credit for a percentage of net income

tax due the State attributable to the conduct

of business within a zone and a percentage of

the amount of unemployment insurance pre-

miums paid based on the payroll of employ-

ees employed at the business firm establish-

ments in the zone. The applicable percentage

is 80% the first year; 70% the second year;

60% the third year; 50% the fourth year; 40%

the fifth year; 30% the sixth year; and 20% the

seventh year. This credit is not refundable

and any unused credit may NOT be carried

forward.

Low-Income Housing Tax
Credit

poration of Hawaii for qualified buildings lo-

cated within the State of Hawaii.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-586

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Credit for Employment of
Vocational Rehabilitation
Referrals

The amount of the tax credit for the taxable

year is equal to 20% of the qualified first-year

wages for that year. The amount of the quali-

fied first-year wages which may be taken into

account with respect to any individual shall

not exceed $6,000.

“Qualified wages” means the wages paid or

incurred by the employer during the taxable

year to an individual who is a vocational re-

habilitation referral and more than one-half

of the wages paid or incurred for such an in-

dividual is for services performed in a trade

or business of the employer.

“Qualified first-year wages” means, with

respect to any vocational rehabilitation re-

ferral, qualified wages attributable to service

rendered during the one-year period begin-

ning with the day the individual begins work

for the employer.

The credit allowed shall be claimed against

net income tax liability for the taxable year.

A tax credit which exceeds the taxpayer’s in-

come tax liability may be used as a credit

against the taxpayer’s income tax liability in

subsequent years until exhausted.

Complete Form N-884

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

High Technology Business
Investment Tax Credit

The credit is 35% of the investment in the

year the investment is made, 25% for the first

year following the year the investment was

made, 20% for the second year following the

investment, and 10% for each of the third and

fourth years following the investment. The

credit is subject to limitations and recapture

requirements. The credit shall not be avail-

able for taxable years beginning after De-

cember 31, 2010.

The credit allowed shall be claimed against

net income tax liability for the taxable year.

A tax credit which exceeds the taxpayer’s in-

come tax liability for any of the five years
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that the credit is taken may be used as a

credit against the taxpayer’s income tax lia-

bility in subsequent years until exhausted.

You may claim the tax credit only if you

have a carryover of the tax credit from a prior

year.

Technology Infrastructure
Renovation Tax Credit

The amount of the tax credit for the taxable

year is equal to 4% of renovation costs in-

curred to provide a commercial building with

technology-enabled infrastructure. Renova-

tion costs are costs incurred to plan, design,

install, construct, and purchase technol-

ogy-enabled infrastructure equipment to pro-

vide a commercial building with technol-

ogy-enabled infrastructure. Technology-en-

abled infrastructure means: (1) high speed

telecommunications systems that provide

Internet access, direct satellite communica-

tions access, and videoconferencing facilities;

(2) physical security systems that identify and

verify valid entry to secure spaces, detect in-

valid entry or entry attempts, and monitor ac-

tivity in these spaces; (3) environmental sys-

tems to include heating, ventilation, air condi-

tioning, fire detection and suppression, and

other life safety systems; and (4) backup and

emergency electric power systems. The

credit shall not be available for taxable years

beginning after December 31, 2010.

The credit allowed shall be claimed against

net income tax liability for the taxable year.

A tax credit which exceeds the taxpayer’s in-

come tax liability may be used as a credit

against the taxpayer’s income tax liability in

subsequent years until exhausted.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-326

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Credit for School Repair and
Maintenance

Licensed contractors, pest control opera-

tors, and professional engineers, architects,

surveyors and landscape architects who are

subject to Hawaii’s income tax may claim an

income tax credit for contributions of in-kind

services for the repair and maintenance of

public schools. The credit shall be an amount

equal to 10% of the value of the services con-

tributed. Certain other limitations and re-

strictions apply.

The credit allowed shall be claimed against

net income tax liability for the taxable year.

A tax credit which exceeds the taxpayer’s in-

come tax liability may be used as a credit

against the taxpayer’s income tax liability in

subsequent years until exhausted.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Hotel Construction and
Remodeling Tax Credit

The 10% nonrefundable hotel construction

and remodeling tax credit may not be

claimed for qualified construction or renova-

tion costs incurred after June 30, 2003. You

may claim the 10% nonrefundable tax credit

only if you have a carryover of the tax credit

from a prior year.

Renewable Energy
Technologies Income Tax
Credit
Note: Act 240, SLH 2006, increases the renew-

able energy technologies income tax credit

for certain energy systems installed after

July 1, 2006, and eliminates the requirement

that the tax credit be reduced by any similar

new federal energy tax credit for taxable

years beginning after December 31, 2005.

Each resident taxpayer who files an indi-

vidual income tax return for 2006 may claim

a tax credit against his or her individual in-

come tax liability for an eligible renewable

energy technology system installed and

placed in service after June 30, 2003. The tax

credit shall apply only to the actual cost of the

solar thermal, wind powered, or photovoltaic

energy system, including accessories and in-

stallation, and shall not include the cost of

consumer incentive premiums unrelated to

the operation of the system or offered with

the sale of the system (such as �free gifts�, of-

fers to pay electricity bills, or rebates) and

costs for which another credit is claimed. The

dollar amount of any utility rebate shall be

deducted from the cost of the qualifying sys-

tem and its installation before determining

the State credit. A tax credit which exceeds

the taxpayer’s income tax liability may be

used as a credit against the taxpayer’s in-

come tax liability in subsequent years until

exhausted.

Tax Credit for Flood Victims
Act 110, Session Laws of Hawaii 2006, pro-

vides an income tax credit for taxpayers af-

fected by the flooding of the Manoa Stream

on Oahu on October 30, 2004; and the flooding

in all counties from February 20 through

April 9, 2006. The amount of the tax credit is

10% of the amount the taxpayer spent on

costs directly related to the damage directly

caused by the heavy rain and flooding to the

taxpayer’s real or personal property, pro-

vided that (1) the costs are not reimbursed by

insurance proceeds or disaster relief pay-

ments, and (2) the tax credit shall not exceed

$10,000 per taxpayer.

The tax credit is generally nonrefundable.

A 4% credit is available to Hawaii busi-

nesses that acquire qualifying business prop-

erty and place it in service during the taxable

year.

For more information, see the instructions

for Form N-312; Tax Information Release No.

88-6, Capital Goods Excise Tax Credit; Tax

Information Release No. 88-8, Capital Goods

Excise Tax Credit Recapture; and Tax Infor-

mation Release No. 89-4, The Taxpayer Who

Is Entitled To The Capital Goods Excise Tax

Credit When the Parties Characterize a

Transaction As A Sale-Leaseback.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-312

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Fuel Tax Credit for
Commercial Fishers

Each principal operator of a commercial

fishing vessel who files an individual income

tax return may claim an income tax credit for

certain fuel taxes paid during the year.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-163

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Hotel Construction and
Remodeling Tax Credit
Note: The hotel construction and remodeling

tax credit is not available for taxable years

beginning after December 31, 2005. You may

claim the tax credit only if you received a dis-

tributive share of the tax credit from a part-

nership, trust, estate, or S corporation.

Each taxpayer subject to Hawaii’s net in-

come tax and transient accommodations tax

may claim a hotel construction and remodel-

ing tax credit for each qualified hotel facility

located in Hawaii. The credit is 4% of the

qualified construction or renovation costs in-

curred during the taxable year for costs in-

curred after June 30, 2003.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-314

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Motion Picture and Film
Production Income Tax Credit
Note: Act 88, SLH 2006, temporarily en-

hances the motion picture and film produc-

tion income tax credit by increasing the credit

amount and adding digital media as a quali-

fied production cost for costs incurred on or

after July 1, 2006, and before January 1, 2016.

See the discussion for the Motion Picture,

Digital Media, and Film Production Income

Tax Credit for the credit available for quali-

fied production costs incurred on or after July

1, 2006.

A taxpayer may claim an income tax credit

of up to 4% of costs incurred prior to July 1,

2006, and of up to 7.25% of transient accom-

modations costs incurred prior to July 1, 2006

in Hawaii in the production of motion picture

or television films.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-316

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Tax Credit for Research
Activities

This 20% credit is based on the federal

credit for research activities except that the

federal base amounts are excluded and re-

search must have been conducted in Hawaii.

The credit shall not be available for taxable

years beginning after December 31, 2010.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-319

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn. Form N-319A, which must be certified

for research expenses incurred on or after

July 1, 2004, also must be attached to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Drought Mitigating Water
Storage Facility Income Tax
Credit
Note: The drought mitigating water storage

facility income tax credit is not available for

taxable years beginning after December 31,

2005. You may claim the tax credit only if you

received a distributive share of the tax credit

from a partnership, trust, estate, or S corpo-

ration.

A refundable credit in the amount of 4% is

available for qualifying costs incurred and

paid by farmers or ranchers for a qualified

water storage facility. A qualified water stor-

age facility is a water storage facility that is

part of a conservation plan approved by the

local soil and water conservation district.

Qualifying costs are any costs incurred and

paid by the taxpayer after December 31,

2000, for the new construction of a qualified

water storage facility or the repair or recon-

struction of an existing qualified water stor-

age facility, including the costs of new equip-

ment related to the construction or repair of

the new or existing qualified water storage
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facility, but does not include amounts re-

ceived through grant or subsidy from any

federal or state government.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-328

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Ethanol Facility Tax Credit
A credit is allowable for the investment in a

qualified ethanol facility that is in production

on or before January 1, 2012.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-324

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Tax Credit for Flood Victims
Act 110, Session Laws of Hawaii 2006, pro-

vides an income tax credit for taxpayers af-

fected by the flooding of the Manoa Stream

on Oahu on October 30, 2004; and the flooding

in all counties from February 20 through

April 9, 2006. The amount of the tax credit is

10% of the amount the taxpayer spent on

costs directly related to the damage directly

caused by the heavy rain and flooding to the

taxpayer’s real or personal property, pro-

vided that (1) the costs are not reimbursed by

insurance proceeds or disaster relief pay-

ments, and (2) the tax credit shall not exceed

$10,000 per taxpayer.

The tax credit is generally nonrefundable.

However, the tax credit is refundable if (1)

all of the taxpayer’s income is exempt from

taxation as a distribution from a public re-

tirement system or as compensation received

in the form of a pension for past services, or

(2) the taxpayer’s Hawaii adjusted gross in-

come is $20,000 or less.

For more information, see Form N-338, Tax

Credit for Flood Victims.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-338

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before December

31, 2007.

Motion Picture, Digital Media,
and Film Production Income
Tax Credit

Act 88, Session Laws of Hawaii 2006, pro-

vides that a taxpayer may claim an income

tax credit of (1) 15% of the qualified produc-

tion costs incurred on or after July 1, 2006 by

a qualified production in the City and County

of Honolulu, and (2) 20% of the qualified pro-

duction costs incurred on or after July 1, 2006

by a qualified production in the Kauai, Maui,

or Hawaii county. The total tax credits

claimed per qualified production shall not

exceed $8,000,000.

For more information, see Form N-340,

Motion Picture, Digital Media, and Film Pro-

duction Income Tax Credit.

To claim this credit. Complete Form N-340

and Schedule CR and attach them to your re-

turn.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Other Credits
Pro Rata Share of Taxes Withheld
and Paid by a Partnership, Estate,
Trust, or S Corporation on the Sale
of Hawaii Real Property Interests

If the tax was withheld by a partnership, es-

tate, trust or S corporation, and you are tax-

able on a pro rata share of the entity’s gain on

the sale, include ONLY the amount of your

pro rata share of any net income taxes with-

held and paid by the partnership, estate, trust

or S corporation on Schedule CR, line 25a,

and attach a copy of the Schedule K-1 issued

to you by the partnership, estate, trust, or S

corporation.

Note: If the partnership, estate, trust or S cor-

poration filed a Form N-288C, “Application

for Tentative Refund of Withholding on Dis-

positions of Hawaii Real Property Interests”,

you may not claim this credit for your share of

the amount being refunded to the entity.

Credit From a Regulated Investment
Company

A shareholder of a regulated investment

company is allowed a credit for the tax paid

to the State by the company on the amount of

capital gains which by section 852(b)(3)(D)

of the Internal Revenue Code is required to

be included in the shareholder’s return. The

regulated investment company will notify

you of the undistributed capital gains amount

and the tax paid, if any. If this credit applies

to you, include the amount on Schedule CR,

line 25b, and attach an explanation.

Add lines 30 through 38. Enter the amount

on this line.

Amount Overpaid

If line 39 is larger than line 29, the differ-

ence is the amount overpaid.

The Hawaii School-Level Minor Repairs

and Maintenance Special Fund provides

moneys for school-level minor repairs and

maintenance. If you have an overpayment of

at least $2 ($4 if married and filing a joint re-

turn), you can choose to contribute to the Ha-

waii School-Level Minor Repairs and

Maintenance Special Fund (line 41a).

The Hawaii Public Libraries Special Fund

provides moneys to support the operations of

the library system. If you have an overpay-

ment of at least $2 ($4 if married and filing a

joint return), you can choose to contribute to

the Hawaii Public Libraries Special Fund

(line 41b).

The Hawaii Children’s Trust Fund pro-

vides moneys for the award of grants for pri-

mary and secondary prevention activities to

prevent child abuse and neglect. The

Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault

Special Fund provides moneys for programs

and grants or purchases of service that sup-

port or provide domestic violence and sexual

assault intervention or prevention. The

Spouse and Child Abuse Special Accounts

provide moneys for staff programs, and

grants or purchases of service that support or

provide spouse or child abuse intervention or

prevention. If you have an overpayment of at

least $5 ($10 if married and filing a joint re-

turn), you can choose to contribute to these

funds (line 41c).

In general, a claim for refund or

credit for overpaid income taxes must be filed

within three years after the return is filed for

the taxable year, within three years of the due

date for filing the return, or within two years

from when the tax is paid, whichever is later.

For purposes of determining whether a re-

fund or credit is allowed, taxes paid on or be-

fore the due date of the return (e.g. taxes with-

held from an employee's pay, or estimated tax

payments) are considered paid on the due

date of the return, without considering an ex-

tension of time to file the return.

Lines 45b Through 45d
Direct Deposit of Refund

Complete lines 45b through 45d if you want

the Department of Taxation to directly de-

posit the amount shown on line 45a into your

checking or savings account at a bank or

other financial institution (such as a mutual

fund, brokerage firm, or credit union) in-

stead of sending you a check.

Note: If you owe certain past-due debt, such

as child support, all or part of the overpay-

ment on line 40 may be used (offset) to pay the

past-due amount. If all or part of the overpay-

ment on line 40 is used to pay the past-due

amount, you will not be allowed to have your

refund directly deposited into your checking

or savings account. A check will be sent to you

instead.

Note: If you are filing an amended return on

Form N-11, your refund cannot be directly de-

posited into your checking or savings ac-

count. Direct deposit can only be used if you

are filing an original return.

Why Use Direct Deposit?
• You get your refund fast – even faster if you

e-file!

• Payment is more secure – there is no check

to get lost.

• More convenient. No trip to the bank to de-

posit your check.

• Saves tax dollars. A refund by direct de-

posit costs less than a check.

You can check with your financial institu-

tion to make sure your deposit will be ac-

cepted and to get the correct routing and ac-

count numbers. The Department is not re-

sponsible for a lost refund if you enter the

wrong account information.

If you file a joint return and fill in lines 45b

through 45d, you are appointing your spouse

as an agent to receive the refund. This ap-

pointment cannot be changed later.

Some financial institutions will not allow a

joint refund to be deposited into an individual

account. If the direct deposit is rejected, a

check will be sent instead. The Department is

not responsible if a financial institution re-

jects a direct deposit.

Routing Number
The routing number must be nine digits.

The first two digits must be 01 through 12 or

21 through 32. Otherwise, the direct deposit

will be rejected and a check sent instead.

Your check may state that it is payable

through a financial institution different from

the one at which you have your checking ac-

count. If so, do not use the routing number on

that check. Instead, contact your financial in-

stitution for the correct routing number to

enter on line 45b.

Type of Account
On line 45c, check the applicable box to in-

dicate whether you want your refund depos-

ited into your checking or savings account.

Account Number
Contact your financial institution for the

correct account number to enter on line 45d.

The account number can be up to 17 charac-

ters (both numbers and letters). Include hy-

phens but omit spaces and special symbols.

Enter the number from left to right and leave

any unused boxes blank. Be sure not to in-

clude the check number.

Line 46
Balance Due

If line 29 is larger than line 39, the differ-

ence is your balance due. Use Form N-200V,

Individual Income Tax Payment Voucher, to

send your payment to the Department of Tax-

ation.

Attach your check or money order and

Form N-200V to the front of Form N-11. Write

your social security number and “2006 Form

N-11” on your check or money order.

Note: If you include penalty and/or interest

for the late filing of your return with your pay-

ment, identify and enter these amounts on a

separate sheet of paper and attach to Form

N-11. Do not include the penalty and/or inter-

est amounts for the late filing of your return in

the Balance Due on line 46.

Note: If you cannot pay the full amount you

owe, you can enter a payment agreement by

requesting for a payment agreement after

you receive the billing notice. Please be

aware that penalty and interest continue to

accrue on the unpaid tax amount even though

you have not received the billing notice. Pay-

ments will be accepted and applied to your

tax liability; however, to ensure your pay-

ments are applied correctly, your check or

money order must have: (1) your name

clearly printed on the check as it is printed on

the tax return (if filing a joint return, also

print your spouse’s name), (2) your social se-

curity number (if filing a joint return, also

write your spouse’s social security number),

and (3) the tax year and form number you

filed (e.g., 2006 N-11).

Line 47
Underpayment of Estimated
Tax Penalty

See the instructions for Penalties and In-

terest on page 46 and Form N-210, Underpay-

ment of Estimated Tax by Individuals and Fi-

duciaries, to see if you owe a penalty for the

underpayment of estimated taxes. If you owe

a penalty, enter the penalty amount on Form

N-11, line 47. Do not include the penalty

amount on line 40 or line 46. If you have any

taxes due, include the amount of the penalty

on Form N-200V. If you have an overpay-

ment, your overpayment will be reduced au-

tomatically by the amount of the penalty.

Fill in the oval at line 47 if Form N-210 is at-

tached.

Note: If you are a farmer or fisherman and re-

ceive a penalty notice, do not ignore it, even if

you think it is in error. You may get a penalty

notice even though you filed your return on

time, attached Form N-210, and met the gross

income from farming or fishing requirement.

If you receive a penalty notice for underpay-

ing estimated tax and you think it is in error,

write to the address on the notice and explain

why you think the notice is in error. Include a

computation showing that you met the gross

income from farming or fishing requirement.

Amended Returns
Complete your amended return using cor-

rected amounts through line 47. Also, see

page 47 of the instructions.

If your original return has an overpayment,

part or all of which was credited to 2007 esti-

mated taxes, the amount that was credited on

your original return cannot be changed un-

less (1) the 2007 return has not yet been filed,

and (2) the amended return shows a balance

due. In this situation, you may request that

the amount credited to 2007 estimated taxes

be applied to the balance due on the amended

return by attaching a written request to the

amended return.

If you contributed to the Hawaii Schools

• Unemployment compensation benefits.

• Temporary Disability Insurance benefits

to the extent that such amounts:

—are attributable to contributions by your
employer which were not included in
your gross income, OR

—are paid by your employer.

• Bartering income (fair market value of

goods or services you received in return for

your goods or services).

• Business expense reimbursements you re-

ceived that are more than you spent for

those expenses.

• Alimony, separate maintenance or support

payments received from and deductible by

your spouse or former spouse.

• Refunds of State and local taxes if you de-

ducted the taxes in an earlier year and got a

tax benefit. See the instructions for Line 10,

on page 34.

• Life insurance proceeds from a policy you

cashed in if the proceeds are more than the

premiums you paid.

• Income from businesses and professions.

• Your share of profits from partnerships and

small business corporations.

• Annuities and endowments.

• Jury duty fees.

• Prizes and awards.

• Life insurance proceeds upon death.

• Social Security benefits.

• Railroad Retirement Act benefits.

• Gifts, inheritances, bequests.

• Compensation by Hawaii or the U.S. to a pa-

tient with Hansen’s disease.

• Child support.

• Welfare benefits.

• Amounts you received from an insurance

company because you lost the use of your

home due to fire or other casualty to the ex-

tent the amounts were more than the cost of

your normal expenses while living in your

home. (You must report reimbursements of

normal living expenses as income.)

• Contributions to deferred compensation

plans with respect to service for state and

local governments or to an annuity pur-

chased by qualified nonprofit organiza-

tions and public schools.

You must

report the full amount of your wages, sala-

ries, fees, commissions, tips, bonuses, and

other payments for your personal services

even though taxes and other amounts have

been withheld by your employer. Include in

this total:

• The amount shown on Form W-2 in box 16

(State wages, tips, etc.). You must report as

income the amount of allocated tips shown

on your federal W-2 form(s) unless you can

prove a lesser amount with adequate re-

cords.

Note: If you did not receive a Form HW-2 or
federal Form W-2, see Step 1 of these in-
structions on page 7.

• Tips you received that you did not report to

your employer.

• Payment in merchandise, etc.—If your em-

ployer pays part or all of your wages in

merchandise, services, stock or other

things of value, you must determine the fair

market value of such items and include it in

your wages.

• Fair market value of meals and living quar-

ters if given by your employer as a matter

of your choice and not for your employer’s

convenience. (Don’t report the value of

meals given you at work if they were pro-

vided for your employer’s convenience.

Also do not report the value of living quar-

ters you had to accept as a condition of em-

ployment).

• Strike and lockout benefits paid by a union

from union dues. Include cash and the fair

market value of goods received. Don’t re-

port benefits that were meant as a gift.

• The taxable portion of employer-paid de-

pendent care benefits from Schedule X,

Part III, line 11. If you are including these

benefits, write “DCB” on the dotted line

next to line 7.

• The taxable portion of employer-provided

adoption benefits. Use the Adoption Bene-

fits Worksheet on page 32 to help you figure

the taxable portion. If you are including

these benefits, write “AB” on the dotted line

next to line 7.

• Also include on this line, amounts received

as Cost of Living Allowance, Living Quar-

ter Allowance, and Temporary Disability

Insurance.

Page 33



Note: You must report on line 7 all wages or
other compensation paid for your personal
services, even if the income was signed
over to a trust (including an IRA), another
person, a corporation, or a tax exempt or-
ganization.

Line 8
Interest Income

Enter your total interest income. Each

payer of interest should send you a federal

Form 1099-INT or 1099-OID.

Report any interest you received or that

was credited to your account so you could

withdraw it. (It does not have to be entered in

your passbook.) If you were charged an inter-

est penalty for early withdrawal of your sav-

ings, see the instructions for line 28, on page

39.

Use the Interest Worksheet on page 31 to

help you figure the amount of your taxable in-

terest.

Examples of Interest Income
You MUST Report

You must report interest on:

• Accounts with banks, credit unions, and

savings and loan associations.

Note: Do not report interest earned on Indi-
vidual Retirement Accounts, Individual
Housing Accounts, Individual Develop-
ment Accounts, Qualified Tuition Pro-
grams, Medical Savings Accounts, and
Health Savings Accounts.

• Building and loan accounts.

• Notes and loans.

• Tax refunds (report only the interest on

this line; also see the instructions for line

10).

• Bonds and debentures.

Note: Municipal bonds that are issued by
another State are taxable in Hawaii. How-
ever, Hawaii bond interest, and Guam,
Puerto Rico, U.S. Virgin Islands, and Amer-
ican Samoa bond interest are exempt in Ha-
waii. Also, U.S. Savings Bonds and U.S.
Treasury obligations are exempt in Hawaii.
For more information about what kinds of
obligations are exempt, see Tax Informa-
tion Release No. 84-1, “Taxability of Inter-
est on U.S. Obligations”.

• Money market funds. But if the payer gives

you a federal Form 1099-DIV, report the in-

come as dividends on line 9.

Line 9
Ordinary Dividends
Note: Dividends from stock, including stock

issued through the exercise of stock options

or warrants, from a qualified high technology

business or from a holding company of a qual-

ified high technology business by an em-

ployee, officer, or director of the qualified

high technology business, or investor who

qualifies for the high technology business in-

vestment tax credit is excluded from Hawaii

income taxes.

Enter your total ordinary dividends. Ordi-

nary dividends are dividends that are paid

out of earnings and profits and are ordinary

income. Assume that any dividend you re-

ceive is an ordinary dividend unless the pay-

ing corporation tells you otherwise. Payers

include nominees or other agents. Each

payer should send you a federal Form

1099-DIV. (If the payer gives you a federal

Form 1099-INT or 1099-OID, report the in-

come as interest on line 8.)

Do Not Report as Dividends
• Mutual insurance company dividends that

reduced the premiums you paid.

• Amounts paid on deposits or accounts from

which you could withdraw your money

such as mutual savings banks, cooperative

banks, and credit unions. These amounts

are reported as interest on Form N-12, line

8.

• Stock dividends or stock splits. Although

these distributions generally are not tax-

able to you, they may be taxable in certain

situations. See federal Publication 17,

“Your Federal Income Tax”, for more infor-

mation.

• Capital gain distributions. If your Form

1099-DIV shows capital gain distributions

(Box 2a), that amount is reported on line 13.

• Nontaxable distributions. Some distribu-

tions are nontaxable because they are a re-

turn of your investment (Box 3 of Form

1099-DIV). They will not be taxed until you

recover your cost. You must reduce your

cost (or other basis) by the amount of

nontaxable distributions received. After

you get back all of your cost (or other ba-

sis), you must report these distributions as

capital gains.

Line 10
Taxable Refunds of State and
Local Income Taxes

If you received a refund or credit in 2006

for state or local income taxes you paid be-

fore 2006, you may have to report it as income

on your Hawaii income tax return. You

should receive federal Form 1099-G, or a

similar statement, showing the amount of the

refund.

Any part of a refund of state or local income

taxes paid before 2006 that you were entitled

to receive in 2006 but chose to apply to your

2006 estimated state income tax is consid-

ered to have been received in 2006.

Do not report your refund as income if the

refund was for a year in which you did not

itemize your deductions.

If you received a refund of 2005 taxes and

you itemized deductions in 2005, figure the

taxable portion of your refund using the State

Tax Refund Worksheet on page 31. When

completing the State Tax Refund Worksheet

on page 31, enter an amount on line 2e only if

the carryover of the residential construction

and remodeling tax credit was claimed for

construction or renovation costs for a resi-

dential unit that does not constitute business

property.

If your refund included taxes from any pre-

vious year in which you itemized deductions,

a similar calculation must be done for each

previous year.

If part of your refund was interest, report

the interest on Form N-12, line 8.

If your 2005 Hawaii AGI was over $100,000

($50,000 for married taxpayers filing sepa-

rately), you may be able to report a smaller

amount of your tax refund as income because

your itemized deductions were reduced in

2005. To compute the proper amount, see fed-

eral Publication 525, “Taxable and

Nontaxable Income”, under Itemized deduc-

tions limited. In the computation, however,

the Hawaii standard deduction amounts

must be used, the amount of the refund due to

the Hawaii credits listed in the State Tax Re-

fund Worksheet is subtracted, and the base

amount for the limitation of itemized deduc-

tions remains at $100,000 ($50,000 for mar-

ried taxpayers filing separately). If you use

this calculation, enter the result on Form

N-12, line 10.

Line 11
Alimony Received

Alimony or separate maintenance pay-

ments that you received are generally tax-

able income to you. Report this income on

line 11.

If you received payments under a divorce

or separation instrument executed after

1984, see the instructions for line 29 for infor-

mation on the rules that apply in determining

whether these payments qualify as alimony.

Lines 12a to 12b
Business or Farm Income or
(Loss)

If you operated a business or practiced a

profession as a sole proprietorship (or an en-

tity classified as a sole proprietorship) this

line is used to report the net income or loss

from the business. Farming income or losses

are also reported on this line.

If your business consists of renting prop-

erty, report on lines 16a and 16b.

If you receive royalty income, report it on

line 18.

Note: If you had self-employment earnings of

at least $400, you are required to file federal

Form 1040. If so, you may have to file Form

N-11. See “Which Form to File” on page 5.

Line 12a
Gross Receipts

Enter your gross receipts or sales, net of re-

turns and allowances. If you file Form 1040,

enter the amount from federal Schedule C,

line 3; federal Schedule C-EZ, line 1; or fed-

eral Schedule F, line 11.

If you filed more than one Schedule C, or if

you filed Schedule C and Schedule F, enter

the total of your gross receipts.
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Line 12b
Net Income or (Loss)

Enter your net income or loss. If you file

Form 1040, net income or loss can be calcu-

lated on federal Schedules C, C-EZ, or F.

For expenses that are part business and

part personal, deduct only the business part.

For example, if only half of your car usage

was for business, deduct only half of the cost

of operating the car. Deduct interest, taxes,

and casualty losses not related to your busi-

ness as itemized deductions. See the instruc-

tions for Form N-12, lines 36a-36f.

Sales, exchanges, and involuntary conver-

sions (including casualty or theft) of trade or

business property may give rise to ordinary

income or (loss), or capital gain or (loss). Re-

port ordinary income or losses on line 18. Re-

port capital gains or losses on line 13.

Information Returns
You may have to file information returns

for wages paid to employees, certain pay-

ments of fees and other non-employee com-

pensation, interest, rents, royalties, annu-

ities, and pensions. For more information,

see the instructions for Forms HW-3, Em-

ployer’s Return and Reconciliation of Hawaii

Income Tax Withheld from Wages, and

N-196, Hawaii Annual Information Return.

Line 13
Capital Gain or (Loss)
Note: Losses sustained from the sale of stocks

or other interests issued through the exercise of

the stock options or warrants granted by a

qualified high technology business are deduct-

ible for Hawaii income tax purposes. Also, the

sale of stock options or stock, including stock

issued through the exercise of stock options or

warrants, from a qualified high technology

business or from a holding company of a quali-

fied high technology business by an employee,

officer, or director of the qualified high technol-

ogy business, or investor who qualifies for the

high technology business investment tax credit

is excluded from Hawaii income taxes.

Note: The special federal election for capital

assets acquired in tax years beginning before

January 1, 2001 (election under section 311 of

the Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997) is not avail-

able for Hawaii income tax purposes.

This line is used to report:

• Gains or losses from the sale or involun-
tary conversion of capital assets not held
for business or profit.

• Capital gain distributions reported on fed-
eral Form 1099-DIV.

The capital gains or losses from the follow-
ing transactions may also be reported on
this line, however, complete Schedule D-1
to determine whether the gain or loss is or-
dinary or capital. Ordinary income or loss is
reported on line 18 (Other Income).

• The sale, exchange, or involuntary con-
version (other than casualty or theft) of
business property, certain depreciable
and amortizable property, certain oil, gas
and geothermal property, and IRC section
126 property.

• The involuntary conversion (other than
casualty or theft) of capital assets held for
business or profit.

• The disposition of other assets not men-
tioned above.

If property is involuntarily converted be-

cause of a casualty or theft, use federal Form

4684, Casualties and Thefts.

Use the Capital Gain/Loss Worksheet on

page 31 to figure the amount of your capital

gains or losses. Before starting the

worksheet, determine your sales price and

cost basis for the capital assets you sold, and

the gain or loss you realized for each capital

asset.

Capital Asset
Most property you own and use for per-

sonal purposes, pleasure, or investment is a

capital asset. For example, your house, furni-

ture, car, stocks, and bonds are capital assets.

A capital asset as defined by law is any

property held by a taxpayer except:

a. Stock in trade or other property included in
inventory or held for sale to customers.

b. Accounts or notes receivable you received
for services in the ordinary course of your
trade or business or from the sale of any
property described in a. or for services you
performed as an employee.

c. Depreciable property used in your trade or
business even if it was fully depreciated.

d. Real property (real estate) used in your
trade or business.

e. A copyright, literary, musical or artistic
composition, letter, memorandum, or simi-
lar property,

1. created by your personal efforts, or

2. prepared or produced for you (in the
case of a letter, memorandum, or similar
property), or

3. that you received from a taxpayer men-
tioned in 1 or 2, in a way (such as by gift)
that entitled you to the basis of the previ-
ous owner.

f. U.S. Government publications (including
the Congressional Record) that you re-
ceived from the government other than by
purchase at the normal sales price, or that
you got from another taxpayer who had re-
ceived it in a similar way if your basis is de-
termined by reference to the previous
owner.

A transfer of patent rights is generally con-

sidered a sale or exchange of a capital asset

held for more than one year.

A nonbusiness bad debt must be treated as

a short-term capital loss.

Short-Term or Long-Term
Separate your capital gains and losses ac-

cording to how long you held or owned the

property. The holding period for long-term

capital gains and losses is more than one

year. The holding period for short-term capi-

tal gains and losses is one year or less.

To figure the holding period, begin count-

ing on the day after you received the property

and include the day you disposed of it. Use

the trade dates for date acquired and date

sold for stocks and bonds on an exchange or

over-the-counter market.

Capital Gain Distributions
If a dividend payor, such as a mutual fund

company, reports a capital gain distribution

to you on Form 1099-DIV, this amount is

treated as a long-term capital gain regardless

of how long you have held your shares. See

federal Publication 550 for more details.

Limits on Capital Losses
The limit on capital losses that can be ap-

plied against other income after offsetting

capital gains is $3,000. If you are married and

filing separately, the limit is $1,500.

Unused capital losses are carried over to

later years until fully used (15 years

carryforward for qualified high technology

businesses).

The amount of your capital loss carryover

is the amount of your capital loss that ex-

ceeds the lesser of:

1) Your allowable capital loss deduction for
the year, or

2) Your taxable income increased by your al-
lowable capital loss deduction for the year
and your deduction for personal exemp-
tions.

If your deductions exceed your gross in-

come for the tax year, use your negative tax-

able income in computing the amount in item

(2).

Losses That Are Not Deductible
Do not deduct a loss from the sale or ex-

change of property directly or indirectly be-

tween any of the following:

• Members of a family.

• A corporation and an individual or a fidu-

ciary owning more than 50 percent of the

corporation’s stock (not counting liquida-

tions).

• A grantor and a fiduciary of a trust.

• A fiduciary and a beneficiary of the same

trust.

• A fiduciary and a fiduciary or beneficiary

of another trust created by the same

grantor.

• An individual and a tax-exempt organiza-

tion controlled by the individual or the indi-

vidual’s family.

• A partnership and a corporation if the same

taxpayers own directly or indirectly more

than 50% of the capital interest, or profits

interest, in the partnership and corpora-

tion.

If you sell or otherwise dispose of (1) an as-

set used in an activity to which the “at risk”

rules apply or (2) any part of your interest in

an activity to which the “at risk” rules apply

(see IRC section 465), combine the gain or

loss on the disposition with the profit or loss

from the activity. If you have a net loss, you

may be subject to the “at risk” provisions.

Special Cases
The following items may require special

treatment:

• Transactions by a securities dealer.

• Wash sales of stock or securities.

• Bonds and other evidence of indebtedness
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if an original issue discount is a factor.

• Gain on the sale of qualified reinvested div-

idends from a qualified public utility.

• Certain real estate subdivided for sale

which may be considered a capital asset.

• Distributions received from an employee

pension, profit-sharing, or stock bonus plan

(see Form N-152, Tax on Lump-Sum

Distributions).

• Gain on the sale of depreciable property

between husband and wife or between

shareholder and a controlled corporation

treated as ordinary gain.

• Gain on disposition of stock in a Domestic

International Sales Corporation.

• Gain or loss on options to buy or sell, in-

cluding closing transactions.

• Transfer of property to a foreign corpora-

tion as paid-in surplus or as a contribution

to capital, or to a foreign trust or partner-

ship.

• Transfer of property to a partnership

which would be treated as an investment

company if the partnership was incorpo-

rated.

Transfer of Appreciated Property to
a Political Organization

If you transfer property to a political orga-

nization when the fair market value of the

property is more than your adjusted basis,

treat the transaction as a property sale on the

transfer date. Report the fair market value of

the property at the time of the transfer as the

sales price. Ordinary income or capital gains

provisions apply as if a sale took place.

Exchange of Like-Kind Property
Report the exchange of “like-kind” prop-

erty on federal Form 8824, Like-Kind Ex-

changes, and attach the form to your return.

You must report it even though no gain or loss

is recognized when you exchange business or

investment property for property of

“like-kind.” (This does not include stock in

trade or other property held primarily for

sale. It also does not include stocks, bonds,

notes, choses in action, certificates of trust or

beneficial interest, or other securities or evi-

dences of indebtedness or interest.)

Small Business Stock
Subject to limitations, you may deduct the

loss on the sale, exchange, or worthlessness

of small business stock (IRC section 1244) as

an ordinary loss on line 18 (Other Income).

However, gains are reported as capital gains

on this line.

Disposition of Business Property
A sale or other disposition of property used

in a trade or business, or of an interest in a

partnership, may result in either ordinary in-

come or loss, or capital gain or loss. Schedule

D-1 should be used to determine whether the

gain or loss is ordinary or capital. Ordinary

income or loss is reported on line 18 (Other

Income).

Also, if the capital goods excise tax credit

has been taken on the property, some of the

credit may be recaptured. See Form N-312

for further information.

Sale of Your Home
Use Form N-103 to determine the gain or

loss from the sale of your main home.

Report a taxable gain from the sale of your

main home as a gain from the sale of a capital

asset. A loss from such a sale is not deduct-

ible.

You can exclude up to $250,000 ($500,000

for certain married persons filing a joint re-

turn) of gain from the sale of your main home

if both 1 and 2 below apply:

1. You owned and used the home as your main
home for 2 years or more during the 5-year
period ending on the date you sold or ex-
changed your home.

2. You have not sold or exchanged another
main home during the 2-year period end-
ing on the date of the sale or exchange of
your home.

Note: An exception is provided for the

two-out-of-five year rule for certain uni-

formed and foreign service personnel with re-

spect to the $250,000 gain exclusion for home

sales.

Note: You cannot exclude from income a gain

from selling your main home after October

22, 2004, if you acquired the home in a

like-kind exchange and sold it during the

5-year period beginning with the date you ac-

quired the home.

See the instructions for Form N-103 for fur-

ther information.

Installment Sales
If you sold property at a gain, and are to re-

ceive any payment in a tax year after the year

of sale, you must use the installment method

and federal Form 6252, Computation of In-

stallment Sale Income, unless you elect not

to. Also use federal Form 6252 if you received

a payment in 2006 from a sale made in an ear-

lier year on the installment method.

You may not use the installment method to

report income from the sale of stock or secu-

rities traded on an established securities ex-

change. All payments to be received under

this type of sale are treated as received in the

year of sale.

If you want to elect out of the installment

method, you must attach a statement to your

return making this election and reporting the

full amount of the sale.

Gains and Losses from Section
1256 Contracts and Straddles

For information on how to report gains and

losses from regulated futures contracts and

straddles, see federal Form 6781.

Undistributed Long-term Capital
Gains from Regulated Investment
Companies

Include in income as a long-term capital

gain the amount which constitutes your share

of the undistributed capital gains of a regu-

lated investment company. If a regulated in-

vestment company informs you that it has un-

distributed gains and has told you that it has

paid tax to the State of Hawaii because of

those gains, you may be entitled to a credit

that should be claimed on Schedule CR, line

25b.

Lines 14a and 14b
IRA Distributions

Use line 14a to report your total individual

retirement account (IRA) and Coverdell

Education Savings Account (ESA) distribu-

tions and line 14b to report your taxable

amount.

An IRA includes a traditional IRA, Roth

IRA, simplified employee pension (SEP)

IRA, and a savings incentive match plan for

employees (SIMPLE) IRA.

If you are reporting a “rollover” from one

IRA to another IRA, enter the amount of the

distribution on line 14a. If the total distribu-

tion was rolled over, enter zero on line 14b.

Otherwise, enter the taxable part of the dis-

tribution as ordinary income on line 14b.

If you are reporting distributions from a

rollover IRA, the IRA is treated as a continu-

ation of the plan that provided the funds for

the IRA. Some of the amounts may be ex-

cluded as pension plan benefits. See

Pensions on page 13.

Do not use lines 14a or 14b to report a roll-

over from a qualified employer’s plan to an

IRA; use lines 15a and 15b instead.

Lines 15a and 15b
Pensions and Annuities

Use lines 15a and 15b to report annuity in-

come that is fully or partially taxable. Also

use these lines to report distributions from

profit-sharing plans and employee-savings

plans. For a discussion of non-taxable and

taxable pensions and annuities, see Pensions

on page 13.

To compute the taxable portion of your an-

nuity or pension, use Schedule J.

Caution: Certain transactions, such as

loans against your interest in a qualified

plan, may be treated as taxable distributions.

Note: If you did not contribute to the cost of

your annuity or you recovered your entire

cost before January 1, 2006, report the entire

amount of the distribution on Form N-12,

lines 15a and 15b.

Examples of items you must report:
• Distributions from a private employer pen-

sion plan received upon retirement are

partially taxed if the employee contributed

to the pension plan.

• Distributions from a deferred compensa-

tion plan are fully taxable. If you are re-

ceiving a distribution from such a plan, in-

clude the gross amount in lines 15a and 15b.

• Annuity Plans. Attach Schedule J to figure

the exempt amount.

• Rollover IRAs. Report these amounts on

lines 14a and 14b.

• Distributions from a plan that is partly pen-

sion and partly deferred compensation,
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such as a 401(k) plan with a profit sharing

component or an employer matching pro-

gram, a SEP plan with employer contribu-

tions as well as a salary reduction option, or

a similar hybrid plan, attach Schedule J to

figure the taxable amount.

• A lump-sum distribution from a pension

plan of which you are electing to use the

special ten-year averaging method. Attach

Schedule J and Form N-152, Tax on Lump

Sum Distributions, to figure the taxable

amount.

Note: If your lump-sum distribution in-
cluded capital gain amounts and you made
the capital gain election on Form N-152,
you may be able to reduce your tax by in-
cluding the capital gain amounts in the Tax
on Capital Gains Worksheet. See the in-
structions on page 30.

Lines 16a and 16b
Rents from Real Estate

If you rented real property during the year,

report on this line. Report any other sole pro-

prietorship activity on lines 12a and 12b.

Line 16a
Gross Rents

Enter your gross rents. If you file Form

1040, enter the amount from federal Sched-

ule E, line 3. (Royalty income from Schedule

E is reported on line 18.)

If you filed more than one Schedule E, en-

ter the total of your gross rents.

Line 16b
Net Income or (Loss)

Enter your net income or loss. If you file

Form 1040, you will normally enter the

amount from Schedule E, line 26.

Line 17
Unemployment
Compensation

Unemployment compensation you receive

is taxable. You should receive federal Form

1099-G, or a similar statement, showing the

total unemployment compensation paid to

you during the year. For payments in 2006

you should receive this statement by January

31, 2007.

Note: Supplemental unemployment benefits

received from a company-financed supple-

mental unemployment benefit fund are

wages. They are not considered unemploy-

ment compensation. Report these benefits on

Form N-12, line 7.

If you received any unemployment com-

pensation during the taxable year, enter the

total from federal Form(s) 1099-G on line 17.

Line 18
Other Income

Use line 18 to report any income that is not

reported elsewhere on your return or other

schedules. Attach an explanation showing

the nature and source of the income.

Caution: Do not report any income from

self-employment on line 18. If you have in-

come from self-employment, report it on lines

12a and 12b.

Examples of income to be reported on line

18 are:

• Royalty income. (Note: Amounts received

by an individual or a qualified high technol-

ogy business as royalties and other income

derived from patents, copyrights, and trade

secrets (1) owned by the individual or quali-

fied high technology business, and (2) de-

veloped and arising out of a qualified high

technology business are excluded from

gross income, adjusted gross income, and

taxable income.)

• Prizes, awards, and gambling winnings.

Proceeds from lotteries, raffles, and other

games of chance are gambling winnings.

You must report the full amount of your

winnings on this line. You cannot offset

losses against winnings and report the dif-

ference.

If you had any gambling losses, you may
take them as a miscellaneous itemized de-
duction not subject to the 2% AGI limitation
on line 36f. However, you cannot deduct
more losses than the winnings you report.

• Repayment of items that you deducted in

an earlier year, such as medical expenses

or real estate taxes, if the deduction re-

duced your tax.

• Amounts you recovered on bad debts that

you deducted in an earlier year.

• Fees received for jury duty and precinct

election board duty. These fees are taxable,

but you may be able to deduct part or all of

your jury duty pay if you were required to

turn it over to your employer. See the in-

structions for line 33 on page 39.

• Taxable Individual Housing Account

(IHA) distributions. See Individual hous-

ing accounts on page 12.

• Scholarships and fellowships. If you re-

ceived a scholarship or fellowship that was

granted after August 16, 1986, part or all of

it may be taxable even if you didn’t receive

a federal W-2 form. If you were a degree

candidate, the amounts you used for ex-

penses other than tuition and course-re-

lated expenses are taxable. For example,

amounts used for room, board, and travel

are taxable. If you were not a degree candi-

date, the full amount of the scholarship or

fellowship is taxable. Include the taxable

amount on line 18.

• Your share of income from a partnership, S

corporation, estate, or trust. The amount of

income will be reported to you on a Hawaii

Schedule K-1.

• Taxable medical savings account distribu-

tions. Distributions from medical savings

accounts which were used for purposes

other than medical expenses are taxable.

• Qualified state tuition program distribu-

tions not used to pay for qualified higher

education expenses.

• Taxable health savings account distribu-

tions. Distributions from health savings ac-

counts which were used for purposes other

than medical expenses are taxable.

Net Operating Loss
Note: Hawaii did not adopt the 5-year net op-

erating loss carryback provision of the Job

Creation and Worker Assistance Act (Public

Law No. 107-147).

If, in 2006, your business or profession lost

money, or you had a casualty loss, or a loss

from the sale or other disposition of deprecia-

ble property or real property used in your

trade or business, you can apply the losses

against your 2006 income. If the losses ex-

ceed your income, the excess is a “net operat-

ing loss”.

In general, net operating losses arising in

taxable years beginning after August 5, 1997,

may be used to reduce your income for the 2

years before 2006 and the 20 years after, or

you may elect to use it to reduce your income

for the 20 following years without carrying

the loss to the 2 prior years. The portion of a

net operating loss for a tax year that’s an “eli-

gible loss” may be carried back to the 3 pre-

ceding tax years. In the case of an individual,

eligible losses are property losses arising

from fire, storm, shipwreck, or other casu-

alty, or from theft. In the case of a taxpayer

that’s a small business (a sole proprietorship

whose average annual gross receipts are $5

million or less for the tax year in which the

loss arose), or engaged in the trade or busi-

ness of farming, eligible losses are net oper-

ating losses attributable to Presidentially de-

clared disasters. If you carry back the loss

and are due a refund from the carryback, you

may use Form N-109, Application for Tenta-

tive Refund from Carryback of Net Operating

Loss, to get a quick refund. But if you elect to

carry the loss forward instead, you must at-

tach a statement to this effect on a timely

filed return (including extensions). If you

make such an election, it cannot be changed

later.

If you had a loss in a prior year to carry for-

ward to 2006, include the amount on line 18.

If there is no other income to report, enter the

loss amount in (parentheses) as a minus fig-

ure. Attach a separate sheet showing how you

figured the amount. See Form N-109 for de-

tails.

Line 19
Total Income

Add the amounts from line 7 through line

18.

If any of these amounts are negative, first

add all the positive amounts. Next, add all the

negative amounts. Then, subtract the total of

the negative amounts from the total of the

positive amounts and enter the result on line

19. If the result is negative, enter it in (paren-

theses).

Certain Business Expenses
of Reservists, Performing
Artists, and Fee-Basis
Government Officials

If you are a member of a reserve compo-

nent of the Armed Forces of the United States

and you travel more than 100 miles away

from home in connection with your perfor-

mance of services as a member of the re-

serves, you can include your expenses for re-

serve travel over 100 miles from home, up to

the federal rate, from line 10 of federal Form

2106 or line 6 of federal Form 2106-EZ on line

20.

If you are a qualified performing artist, you

can include your performing-arts-re-

lated-expenses from line 10 of federal Form

2106 or line 6 of federal Form 2106-EZ on line

20.

If you are a fee-basis state or local govern-

ment official, include your employee busi-

ness expenses from line 10 of federal Form

2106 or line 6 of federal Form 2106-EZ on line

20.

Complete and attach federal Form 2106 or

federal Form 2106-EZ to your return.

Line 21
Individual Retirement
Accounts (IRAs)

You may claim the same amount allowed on

your Federal return as an IRA deduction. For

more information, see the instructions to fed-

eral Form 1040.

Note: You cannot deduct contributions to a

Roth IRA or a Coverdell ESA.

Line 22
Student Loan Interest
Deduction

You may take this deduction only if all four

of the following apply.

1. You paid interest in 2006 on a qualified stu-
dent loan (see below).

2. Your filing status is any status except mar-
ried filing separately.

3. Your Hawaii modified adjusted gross in-
come (AGI) is less than: $65,000 if single,
head of household, or qualifying
widow(er); $130,000 if married filing
jointly.

4. You are not claimed as a dependent on
someone’s (such as your parent’s) 2006 tax
return.

If you paid interest on a qualified education

loan (see below), you may be able to deduct

up to $2,500 of the interest on this line.

Qualified student loan. This is any loan you

took out to pay the qualified higher education

expenses for yourself, your spouse, or any-

one who was your dependent when the loan

was taken out. The person for whom the ex-

penses were paid must have been an eligible

student. However, a loan is not a qualified

student loan if (a) any of the proceeds were

used for other purposes or (b) the loan was

from either a related person or a person who

borrowed the proceeds under a qualified em-

ployer plan or a contract purchased under

such a plan. To find out who is a related per-

son, see federal Publication 970.

Qualified higher education expenses gen-

erally include tuition, fees, room and board,

and related expenses such as books and sup-

plies. The expenses must be for education in

a degree, certificate, or similar program at an

eligible educational institution. An eligible

educational institution includes most col-

leges, universities, and certain vocational

schools. You must reduce the expenses by the

following benefits:

• Employer-provided educational assistance

benefits that are not included in box 1 of

your federal W-2 form(s).

• Excludable U.S. Series EE and I savings

bond interest from federal Form 8815.

• Nontaxable qualified state tuition program

earnings.

• Nontaxable earnings from Coverdell ESA.

• Any scholarship, educational assistance al-

lowance, or other payment (but not gifts,

inheritances, etc.) excluded from income.

For more details on these expenses, see

federal Publication 970.

An eligible student is a person who:

• Was enrolled in a degree, certificate, or

other program (including a program of

study abroad that was approved for credit

by the institution at which the student was

enrolled) leading to a recognized educa-

tional credential at an eligible educational

institution, and

• Carried at least half the normal full-time

workload for the course of study he or she

was pursuing.

Use the Stu-

dent Loan Interest Deduction Worksheet on

page 32 to figure your deduction.

Line 23
Health Savings Account
Deduction

You may claim the same amount allowed on

your federal return as a health savings ac-

count deduction.

Line 24
Moving Expenses

Employees and self-employed persons (in-

cluding partners) can deduct certain moving

expenses.

You can take this deduction if you moved in

connection with your job or business and

your new workplace is at least 50 miles far-

ther from your old home than your old home

was from your old workplace. If you had no

former workplace, your new workplace must

be at least 50 miles from your old home.

This deduction cannot be taken if you

moved out of Hawaii and gave up your Ha-

waii residency.

Line 25
One-half of Self-Employment
Tax

If you are self-employed, you may deduct

as a business expense 50% of the amount of

self-employment taxes paid for the tax year.

Line 26
Self-Employed Health
Insurance Deduction

If you are self-employed, you will be able to

deduct as a business expense 100% of the

amount you pay for medical insurance cover-

ing yourself, your spouse, and your depend-

ents provided that your net earned income

from your business is at least equal to the de-

duction.

However, if in addition to running your

own business, you are an employee of an-

other person, you will not be able to deduct

the medical insurance costs you pay if you

are eligible to participate in a plan main-

tained by your employer. This is also true

even if it is your spouse who is employed and

you are eligible to participate in your

spouse’s company plan.

Line 27
Self-Employed SEP, SIMPLE,
and Qualified Plans

Caution: You must have earnings from

self-employment to claim this deduction.

Sole proprietors and partners enter the al-

lowable deduction for contributions to your

SEP, SIMPLE, and qualified plans (H.R. 10

plans or Keogh plans) on line 27.

There are two types of Keogh (H.R. 10) re-

tirement plans:

• Defined contribution plan—This plan pro-

vides an individual account for each person

in the plan. In general, if contributions to

the plan are geared to the employer’s prof-

its, the plan is a profit-sharing plan. If con-

tributions are not based on the employer’s

profits, the plan is a money purchase pen-

sion plan.

• Defined benefit plan.—The deduction for

this type of plan is determined by the in-

vestment needed to fund a specific benefit

at retirement age. Write “DB” on the line to

the left of the amount if you have a defined

benefit plan.

Line 28
Interest Penalty on Early
Withdrawal of Savings

The federal Form 1099-INT given to you by

your bank or savings and loan association

will show the amount of any interest penalty

you were charged because you withdrew

funds from your time savings deposit before

its maturity. Enter this amount on line 28. (Be

sure to include the interest income on Form

N-12, line 8.)

Line 29
Alimony Paid

You can deduct (subject to Department of

Taxation Rules) periodic payments of ali-

mony or separate maintenance made under a

court decree. You can also deduct payments

made under a written separation agreement

or a decree for support. You CANNOT deduct

lump-sum cash or property settlements, vol-

untary payments not made under a court or a

written separation agreement, or amounts

specified as child support.

If you paid alimony to one person, enter the

name and social security number of the re-

cipient in the blank space to the right of line

29.

If you paid alimony to more than one per-

son, enter the name and social security num-

ber of one of the recipients. Show the social

security number(s) and the amount paid to

the other recipient(s) on an attached state-

ment. Enter your total payments on line 29.

Generally, you may deduct any payment
made in cash to, or on behalf of, your spouse
or former spouse under a divorce or separa-
tion instrument executed after 1984 if ALL 5
of the following apply:

1) The instrument does not prevent the
payment from qualifying as alimony.

2) You and your spouse or former spouse
did not live together when the payment
was made if you were separated under a
decree of divorce or separate mainte-
nance.

3) You are not required to make any pay-
ment after the death of your spouse or
your former spouse.

4) The payment is not treated as child sup-
port.

5) For instruments executed in 1985 or
1986, the minimum term rule is met.

If your alimony payments decrease or ter-

minate during the first 3 calendar years, you

may be subject to a recapture rule.

Military Reserve or Hawaii
National Guard Duty Pay
Exclusion

Hawaii does not tax the first $2,998 re-

ceived by each member of the reserve com-

ponents of the army, navy, air force, marine

corps, coast guard of the United States of

America, and the Hawaii national guard, as

compensation for performance of duty as

such. If you qualify, enter the smaller of:

• $2,998, or

• Your pay, as shown on Box 16 of the Form

W-2 sent to you by your reserve component.

If you are married filing a joint return, and

you and your spouse qualify, add the exclu-

sions for both of you and enter the total on

line 31.

Line 32
Exceptional Trees Deduction

You may deduct up to $3,000 per excep-

tional tree for qualified expenditures you

made during the taxable year to maintain the

tree on your private property. The tree must

be designated as an exceptional tree by the

local county arborist advisory committee un-

der chapter 58, HRS. Qualified expenditures

are those expenses you incurred to maintain

the exceptional tree (excluding interest) that

are deemed “reasonably necessary” by a cer-

tified arborist. No deduction is allowed in

more than one taxable year out of every three

consecutive taxable years. The deduction is

allowed for amounts paid in taxable years

beginning after December 31, 2003.

An affidavit signed by a certified arborist

stating that the amount of expenditures are

deemed reasonably necessary must be at-

tached to your tax return. The affidavit also

must include the following information: (1)

type of tree, (2) location of tree, and (3) de-

scription and amount of expenditures made

in 2006 to maintain the tree. The affidavit

must be notarized.

Total Adjustments

Add lines 20 through 32. Enter the total on

this line. Include in the total on line 33:

• Contributions to an Archer MSA. You may

claim the same amount allowed on your

Federal return as an Archer MSA deduc-

tion. Include the contributions you made

during 2006 in the total on line 33 and write

“Archer MSA Deduction” on the dotted line

to the left of the total.

• Jury duty pay you are required to give to

your employer because your employer con-

tinues to pay your salary while you serve on

the jury. Include the amount you repaid

during 2006 in the total on line 33 and write

“Jury Pay” on the dotted line to the left of

the total.

• Attorney fees and court costs paid after Oc-

tober 22, 2004, for actions settled or de-

cided after that date involving certain un-

lawful discrimination claims, but only to

the extent of gross income from such ac-

tions. Include the attorney fees and court

costs paid during 2006 in the total on line 33

and write “UDC” on the dotted line to the

left of the total. For more information, see

federal Publication 525.

Line 19 minus line 33. If line 34 is less than

zero (0), you may have a net operating loss

that you can carry to another tax year. If you

carry the loss back to earlier years, see Form

N-109.

Enter amount from line 34 (Hawaii ad-

justed gross income).

Note: If you can be claimed as a dependent

on another person’s return, check the box un-

der line 35. Complete the Standard Deduc-

tion for Dependents Worksheet on page 40

and enter the appropriate amount on line 37

if you do not itemize your deductions.

Lines 36a to 36f
Itemized Deductions

Taxpayers who itemize their deductions

may deduct certain kinds of expenses from

their adjusted gross income.

Taxpayers who do not itemize their deduc-

tions may reduce their adjusted gross income

by the amount of the standard deduction ap-

propriate to their filing status. The amount of

the standard deduction is determined on line

37.

You will fall into one of the three classes be-
low:

• You MUST itemize deductions,

• You choose to itemize, or

• You do not itemize.

The three classes are described as follows:

You MUST Itemize Deductions
You must itemize deductions if:

• You are married filing a separate return,

and your spouse itemizes.

• You are making a return under IRC section

443(a)(1) for a period of less than 12

months on account of a change in your an-

nual accounting period.

You Choose to Itemize
You may choose to itemize your deductions

if you are:
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• Married filing a joint return, or a qualifying

widow(er) with dependent child, and your

itemized deductions are more than $1,900.

• Married and filing a separate return, and

your itemized deductions are more than

$950.

• Single, and your itemized deductions are

more than $1,500.

• A Head of household, and your itemized de-

ductions are more than $1,650.

• A dependent of another taxpayer and your

itemized deductions are more than the

greater of (1) $500 or (2) your earned in-

come up to the amount of the standard de-

duction for your filing status.

If you do itemize, your deductions are gen-

erally figured on Worksheets A-1 to A-6, be-

ginning on page 29. Enter the amounts on

Form N-12, line 36a to 36f.

For more information on what deductions

you can itemize, see the instructions to Form

N-11, lines 21a to 21f, beginning on page 16.

You Do Not Itemize
If your itemized deductions are less than

the standard deduction amount shown above

for your filing status (or you choose not to

itemize), go to line 37 and enter your stan-

dard deduction amount there (unless you

MUST itemize as described earlier).

Taxpayers who do not itemize their deduc-

tions may reduce their adjusted gross income

by the amount of the standard deduction ap-

propriate to their filing status.

Full year residents are allowed $1,040 for

each exemption they can claim. Multiply

Hotel Construction and

Drought Mitigating Water
Storage Facility Income Tax
Credit
Note: The drought mitigating water storage

facility income tax credit is not available for

taxable years beginning after December 31,

2005. You may claim the tax credit only if you

received a distributive share of the tax credit

from a partnership, trust, estate, or S corpo-

ration.

2007 Forms

If your Form N-12 is prepared by someone

else, or if you do not need Hawaii income tax

forms mailed to you next year, check the box

at line 64, and you will receive a preprinted

label only.
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Forms N-11 and N-12 filers, continue with Step 6 below.
Step 6
Check your return to make
sure it is correct.
Step 7
Third Party Designee

If you want to authorize the Department of

Taxation to discuss your tax return with a

person that you designate, enter the name of

your third party designee, telephone num-

ber, and identification number. You are au-

thorizing the Department to call your third

party designee to answer any questions that

may arise during the processing of your tax

return.

Note: This designation is not a full power of

attorney and does not replace Form N-848.

Step 8
Sign and date your return.

Form N-11 or Form N-12 is not considered a

valid return unless you sign it. If you are un-

able to sign the return (due to disease or in-

jury, etc.), you can appoint an agent to sign

your return. A return signed by an agent

must have a power of attorney attached that

authorizes the agent to sign for you. You can

use Form N-848, Power of Attorney.

Be sure to date your return. If you have

someone else prepare your return, you are

still responsible for the correctness of the re-

turn.

Joint Return. Your spouse must also sign

Form N-11 or Form N-12 if it is a joint return.

If your spouse cannot sign because of disease

or injury and tells you to sign, you can sign

your spouse’s name in the proper space on

the return followed by the words “By (your

name), Husband (or Wife).” Be sure to also

sign in the space provided for your signature.

Attach a dated statement, signed by you, to

the return. The statement should include the

form number of the return you are filing, the

tax year, and the reason your spouse cannot

sign, and that your spouse has agreed to your

signing for him or her.

If you are the guardian of your spouse who

is mentally incompetent, you can sign the re-

turn for your spouse as guardian.

If your spouse is unable to sign the return

because he or she is serving in a combat zone,

and you do not have a power of attorney or

other statement, you can sign for your

spouse. Attach a signed statement to your re-

turn that explains that your spouse is serving

in a combat zone.

If your spouse cannot sign the joint return

for any other reason, you can sign for your

spouse only if you are given a valid power of

attorney. Attach the power of attorney to

your tax return.

If you are filing a joint return as the surviv-

ing spouse, see Death of Taxpayer on page 6.

Child’s Return. If your child cannot sign

the return, sign your child’s name in the

space provided. Then, add “By (your signa-

ture), parent for minor child.”

Step 9
Did you have someone else
prepare your return?

If you fill in your own return, the Paid Pre-

parer’s space should remain blank. If some-

one prepares your return and does not charge

you, that person should not sign your return.

Generally, anyone who is paid to prepare

your tax return must sign your return and fill

in the other blanks in the Paid Preparer’s In-

formation area of your return. The preparer

may furnish his or her alternative identifying

number for income tax return preparers

(PTIN) instead of his or her social security

number.

If you have questions about whether a pre-

parer is required to sign your return, please

contact our Taxpayer Services staff.

The preparer required to sign your return

MUST complete the required preparer infor-

mation and:

• Sign it, by hand, in the space provided for

the preparer’s signature. (Signature

stamps or labels are not acceptable.)

• Give you a copy of your return in addition to

the copy to be filed with the Department of

Taxation.

Step 10
Attachments

Reminder: Federal Schedules A, B, C, D, E,
and F are not required to be attached to
Forms N-11 and N-12. However, keep these
schedules with your records until the stat-
ute of limitations runs out for that return.
Also, you are not required to attach a copy
of the first page of the federal return to
Form N-11.

Attach a copy of your Form(s) HW-2 and

N-2, or federal Form(s) W-2 and 1099-G (un-

employment compensation), to the front of

Form N-11 or N-12 in the area designated. To

the back of your return attach, in the follow-

ing order:

• Schedule CR.

• Any other schedules, in alphabetical order.

• Other Hawaii – series forms, in numerical

order.

• Any other federal forms, in numerical or-

der, used as a substitute for state forms (see

Related Federal/Hawaii Tax Forms on

page 3).

• Any other required attachments.

A return without the required schedules,

forms, and attachments is incomplete. You

must file a complete return on time to avoid

paying penalties and interest for late filing.

If you need more space on forms or sched-

ules, attach separate sheets and use the same

arrangement as the printed forms. But show

your totals on the printed forms. Please use

sheets that are the same size as the forms and

schedules. Be sure to put your name and so-

cial security number on these separate

sheets.

If you owe tax, be sure to use Form N-200V

to send your payment to the Department of

Taxation. Attach your check or money order

and Form N-200V to the front of Form N-11 or

N-12.

Reminders
Processing of Your Tax
Return

In general, refunds due to you are issued

within 8 weeks from the date your return is

filed with the Department of Taxation. How-

ever, it may take additional time if you filed

your return close to the April 20 filing dead-

line, if errors were made in completing your

return, or you moved and did not change your

address in writing with the Department of

Taxation.

You may call our Taxpayer Services

Branch to obtain automated information

about your individual income tax refunds 24

hours a day, 7 days a week. Automated re-

fund information should be available 4 to 6

weeks after your return is filed with the De-

partment of Taxation.

You may also check your refund status

through the Department of Taxation’s

website.

Penalties and Interest
Late Filing of Return. The penalty for fail-

ure to file a return on time is assessed on the

tax due at a rate of 5% per month, or part of a

month, up to a maximum of 25%.

Extensions. If you are unable to file your

Hawaii tax return by April 20, 2007, you are

not required to file Form N-101A, Applica-

tion for Automatic Extension of Time to File

Hawaii Individual Income Tax Return, (or

any other form) to request an automatic

4-month extension of time to file Form N-11

or N-12. The 4-month extension is automati-

cally granted without a filing of any kind.

However, you will not be granted an auto-

matic extension if you are under a court or-

der to file your return by the regular due

date.

Form N-101A need only be filed if you are

making a payment, in which case Form

N-101A must accompany your payment. Fed-

eral Form 4868, Application for Automatic

Extension of Time To File U.S. Individual In-

come Tax Return, may not be used in lieu of

Form N-101A. You should estimate the

amount of tax you think will be due, and pay

any tax you think you will owe. If, after April

20, you find that your estimate of the tax due

was too low, you should pay the additional tax

as soon as possible to avoid further accumu-

lation of penalties and interest. Pay any esti-
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mated additional tax with another Form

N-101A.

Interest. Interest at the rate of 2/3 of 1% per

month or part of a month shall be assessed on

unpaid taxes and penalties beginning with

the first calendar day after the date pre-

scribed for payment, whether or not that first

calendar day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or

legal holiday.

Failure to pay tax after filing timely re-

turns. The penalty for failure to pay the tax

after filing a timely return is 20% of the tax

unpaid within 60 days of the prescribed due

date. The 60-day period is calculated begin-

ning with the prescribed due date even if the

prescribed due date falls on a Saturday,

Sunday, or legal holiday.

Underpayment of estimated taxes. You

may be subject to a penalty for not paying

enough estimated tax if your tax payments,

including withholding, do not total the small-

est of:

1) 60% of the 2006 tax liability; or

2) 100% of the tax shown on the 2005 return.

There are special rules for farmers and

fishermen.

For more information, see Form N-210, Un-

derpayment of Estimated Tax by Individuals

and Fiduciaries.

Change of Address
If your mailing address changes after you

file your return, you must notify the Depart-

ment in writing of the change in addition to

notifying the post office serving your former

address. Failure to do so may prevent any re-

fund due to you from being delivered (the

U.S. Postal Service is not permitted to for-

ward your State refund check), and delay im-

portant notices or correspondence to you re-

garding your return. Be sure to include your

name(s) and social security number(s) as

printed on your return in any correspon-

dence with the Department.

How Long Should Records Be
Kept?

Keep records of income, deductions, and

credits shown on your tax return, as well as

any worksheets you used, until the statute of

limitations runs out for that return. Usually

this is three years from the date the return

was due or filed, whichever is later. Also keep

copies of your filed tax returns and any

Forms W-2 or 1099 you received as part of

your records. You should keep some records

longer. For example, property records (in-

cluding those on your home) should be kept

as long as they are needed to figure the basis

of the original or replacement property. For

more details, see federal Publication 552,

Recordkeeping for Individuals.

Amended Return
If you file your income tax return and later

become aware of any changes you must make

to income, deductions, or credits, you may

file an amended return on Form N-11 or N-12

to change the Form N-11 or N-12 you already

filed. Use the Form N-11 or N-12 for the year

you are amending. (You cannot file a 2005

amended return on a 2006 Form N-11.) Write

the word “AMENDED” on the top middle of

the return, and fill in the return with all of the

correct information. Attach a statement to

the amended return explaining the changes

to income, deductions, and credits.

See the instructions for Form N-11, lines 48

and 49, and Form N-12, lines 62 and 63.

For information on the statute of limitation

periods within which you may file an

amended return to claim a refund or credit of

overpaid taxes, see the instructions for Form

N-11, line 45a (Refund) on page 27 and the in-

structions for Form N-12, line 59 (Refund) on

page 44.

Note: If you are filing an amended return on

Form N-11, your refund cannot be directly de-

posited into your checking or savings ac-

count. Direct deposit can only be used if you

are filing an original return.

You can get prior year forms from our

website, by calling our Forms by Fax/Mail

request line, and at any district tax office. See

page 6 for the Department’s website address

and for the phone number to request the

forms you need.

You may also file an amended return on

Form N-188X, Amended Individual Income

Tax Return.

You must file an amended return on Form

N-188X if your amended return is a different

form from your original return filed. (You

cannot file an amended return on Form N-11

if you filed an original return on Form N-12.)

However, if you filed an original return on

Form N-11 or Form N-12 and later find out

you should have filed Form N-15, you cannot

file an amended return on Form N-188X. You

must file an amended return on Form N-15.

Change in Federal Taxable
Income

In general, a change to your federal return,

whether it is made by you (on federal Form

1040X) or by the Internal Revenue Service,

must be reported to the State of Hawaii.

1) Section 235-101(b), HRS, requires a report
(an amended return) to the Director of
Taxation if the amount of IRC taxable in-
come is changed, corrected, adjusted or re-
computed as stated in (3).

2) This report must be made:

a) Within 90 days after a change, correc-
tion, adjustment or recomputation is fi-
nally determined.

b) Within 90 days after an amended return
is filed.

3) A report within the time set out in (2) is re-
quired if:

a) The amount of taxable income as re-
turned to the United States is changed,
corrected, or adjusted by an officer of the
United States or other competent author-
ity.

b) A change in taxable income results from
a renegotiation of a contract with the
United States or a subcontract thereun-
der.

c) A recomputation of the income tax im-
posed by the United States under the In-
ternal Revenue Code results from any
cause.

d) An amended income tax return is made
to the United States.

4) The statutory period for the assessment of
any deficiency or the determination of any
refund attributable to the report shall not
expire before the expiration of one year
from the date the Department is notified by
the taxpayer or the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice, whichever is earlier, of such a report
in writing.

Instructions for Schedule X —
Tax Credits

Purpose
Use Schedule X to claim the low-income re-

fundable tax credit, credit for low-income

household renters, and the credit for child

and dependent care expenses. Even if you

have no taxable income, you should com-

plete and attach Schedule X to your Form

N-11 or Form N-12 to claim these credits so

they can be refunded to you.

Warning: The low-income refundable tax
credit and the credit for low-income house-
hold renters MUST be claimed on or before

the end of the twelfth month following the
end of the taxable year. If you do not claim
these credits within that period, the credits
are waived and cannot be claimed later,
even on an amended return.

Part I
Low-Income Refundable
Tax Credit

Each resident taxpayer who files an indi-

vidual income tax return for the taxable year,

including those who have no income or no in-

come taxable under chapter 235, HRS, may

claim this credit provided that the taxpayer

is not eligible to be claimed as a dependent

for federal or State income tax purposes by

another taxpayer.

Qualified Exemptions
The low-income refundable tax credit may

be claimed for each resident individual who:

• Was a resident of Hawaii and was physi-

cally present in Hawaii for more than nine
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months during the taxable year;

• Is not claimed and is not eligible to be

claimed as a dependent by any taxpayer for

federal or Hawaii individual income tax

purposes; and

• Was not confined in jail, prison, or a youth

correctional facility for the full taxable

year.

For Whom the Credit May Be
Claimed

A resident taxpayer filing Form N-11, N-12,

or N-13, or a part-year resident taxpayer fil-

ing Form N-15 may claim the credit for any of

the following people who are “qualified ex-

emptions” as defined above:

• The taxpayer’s self;

• The taxpayer’s spouse, if the spouse is fil-

ing jointly with the taxpayer;

• The taxpayer’s dependents; and

• The taxpayer’s minor children receiving

support from the Department of Human

Services of the State, social security survi-

vor benefits, and the like.

Birth or Death of a Qualified
Exemption
• A person who dies during the year may be a

qualified exemption so long as the person

was alive and physically present within the

State for more than nine months. If a person

who was continuously living in Hawaii died

after September 30, 2006, that person could

still be a qualified exemption.

• A child who is born during 2006 could be a

qualified exemption if the mother was

physically present in the State while preg-

nant with the child and the total days of ges-

tation and life after birth total more than

nine months during the taxable year.

Line 1
Adjusted Gross Income

If the adjusted gross income shown on your

return (Form N-11, line 20; or Form N-12,

line 34) is over $20,000, stop here; you cannot

take this credit. However, you may claim the

credit for a minor child receiving support

from the Department of Human Services,

etc.

Married filing separately. If you are mar-

ried filing separately, you must add your

spouse’s adjusted gross income to your own.

If you are married filing separately and your

spouse is a nonresident, you need to deter-

mine your spouse’s adjusted gross income

from all sources, within and outside of Ha-

waii, and add that amount to your own ad-

justed gross income. If the total is over

$20,000, you cannot claim this credit.

Line 2
Qualified Exemptions

On line 2, enter the names of the qualified

exemptions. Start with yourself, enter your

spouse’s name if you are filing a joint return,

and list your dependent children. However,

do not list minor children receiving more

than half of their support from public agen-

cies even though you may claim them as a de-

pendent. List these minor children on line 3.

If married filing separately, only one

spouse may claim the dependents.

Enter the number of qualified persons on

line 2.

Line 3
Minor Children Receiving
Public Support

On line 3, list your minor children who are

also qualified exemptions, and who receive

more than half of their support from the De-

partment of Human Services, Social Security

benefits, and other government payments. If

you are married filing separately, only one

spouse may claim each child. Enter the num-

ber of children here, and on the space pro-

vided beside Form N-11, line 34; or Form

N-12, line 48.

Line 5
Enter your spouse’s adjusted gross income

from all sources, within and outside of Ha-

waii, whether your spouse is a resident or a

nonresident.

Line 10
Amount of the Credit

Add lines 8 and 9. Enter this amount on

Form N-11, line 34; or Form N-12, line 48.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Part II
Credit for Low-Income
Household Renters

Each resident taxpayer who occupies and

pays rent for real property within the State as

his or her residence and who files an individ-

ual income tax return for the taxable year, in-

cluding those who have no income or no in-

come taxable under chapter 235, HRS, may

claim a tax credit of $50 per qualified exemp-

tion, including the additional exemption for

taxpayers age 65 or over, provided the fol-

lowing four conditions are met:

• The taxpayer is not eligible to be claimed as

a dependent for federal or State income tax

purposes by another taxpayer;

• The taxpayer has adjusted gross income of

less than $30,000; and

• The taxpayer has paid more than $1,000 in

rent during the taxable year.

• The rented property is NOT exempt from

real property tax. Rent paid for property

which is partially or fully exempt from real

property tax will not qualify for the credit.

For example, county or State low-income

housing projects, military housing, dormi-

tories in schools, residential real property

owned by a nonprofit organization, and

homes in which the owner occupies a por-

tion of the property, may have been granted

real property tax exemptions by the county.

If such exemptions, whether partial or full

exemptions, have been granted, the rent

paid for such properties will not qualify for

the credit. To verify if real property tax ex-

emptions have been granted on the rented

property, please inquire with either the

landlord, rental agent, or the Real Property

Tax Office in the county in which the prop-

erty is located.

Note: Minor children receiving more than
half of their support from the State Depart-
ment of Human Services, Social Security
benefits, and the like, which you can claim
as dependents, are considered qualified ex-
emptions for purposes of claiming this
credit. This means that the exemption for a
child listed in line 3 of Part I does count to-
ward this credit if you can claim them as a
dependent.

A “residence” is defined as the dwelling

place that constitutes the principal residence

of the taxpayer or his or her immediate fam-

ily in this State.

“Rent” means the amount paid in cash in
any taxable year for the occupancy of a resi-
dence. Rent does not include:

• Charges for utilities, parking stalls, storage

of goods, yard services, furniture, furnish-

ings, and the like;

• Rental claimed as a deduction from gross

income or adjusted gross income for in-

come tax purposes;

• Ground rental paid for use of land only; and

• Rental allowances or rental subsidies re-

ceived (i.e. housing allowance received

from the armed forces or the Hawaii

Housing Authority.).

Line 1
Adjusted Gross Income

If the adjusted gross income (Form N-11,

line 20; or Form N-12, line 34) shown on your

return is $30,000 or more, stop here; you can-

not take this credit.

Married filing separately. If you are mar-

ried filing separately, you must add your

spouse’s adjusted gross income to your own.

If you are married filing separately and your

spouse is a nonresident, you need to deter-

mine your spouse’s adjusted gross income

from all sources, within and outside of Ha-

waii, and add that amount to your own ad-

justed gross income. If the total is $30,000 or

more, you cannot claim this credit.

Line 2
Resident for More Than Nine
Months

If you are a resident who has not been phys-

ically present in Hawaii for more than 9

months in 2006, stop here; you cannot take

this credit.
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Line 3
Dependent of Another
Taxpayer

If you can be claimed as a dependent on an-

other person’s return, whether or not that

person claims you, stop here; you cannot take

this credit.

Line 4
Your Addresses

List your most recent address. Fill in all of

the required information. If you lived in more

than one location during 2006, attach a sepa-

rate sheet listing the same information for

the other locations.

Do not list any location that was partly or

wholly exempt from real property tax, such

as:

• County or State low-income housing pro-

jects;

• Military housing;

• Dormitories in schools;

• Residential real property owned by a non-

profit organization; or

• Homes in which the owner occupies a por-

tion of the property.

Line 5
Rent You Paid

Enter the total amount of rent you paid dur-

ing 2006 to all of the locations listed on line 4.

If you are sharing or were sharing the rent

with somebody else, list only your share of

the rent here.

Line 6
Exclusions

Enter that portion of the amount on line 5

which:

• Is for ground rent, utilities, goods, or ser-

vices;

• You claimed as a deduction anywhere on

your tax return; or

• You were reimbursed, through a rental al-

lowance or rental subsidy from any source.

Line 7
Line 5 minus line 6. If this amount is less

than $1,000, stop here; you cannot take this

credit.

Line 8
Qualified Exemptions
a Enter the number from Schedule

X, Part I, line 2. If you did not
claim the low-income refundable
tax credit, complete Part I, line 2,
and enter amount here..............

b Enter the number of persons who
would have been listed in Part I,
line 2 as qualified exemptions
except that: (1) they were minor
children receiving more than half
of their support from public
agencies, or (2) they were in prison,
a youth correctional facility, or jail
for the entire taxable year. .........

c If you are a qualified exemption
and you are age 65 or over, enter
1. Otherwise, enter 0. ................

d If you are married and filing a
joint return or married and filing
separately where your spouse is
not filing a Hawaii return, had no
income, and was not the dependent
of someone else; and your spouse
is a qualified exemption; and your
spouse is age 65 or over; enter
1. Otherwise, enter 0. ................

e Add lines a through d. Enter the
result here and on line 8 of
Schedule X, Part II. ...................

Line 9
Amount of the Credit

Line 8 times $50. Enter this amount on

Form N-11, line 35; or Form N-12, line 49.

Deadline for claiming this credit. Claims

for this credit, including any amended

claims, must be filed on or before the end of

the twelfth month after the close of your tax-

able year.

Part III
Credit for Child and
Dependent Care
Expenses

If you maintain a household that included a

child under age 13 or a dependent or spouse

incapable of self-care, you may be allowed

this credit for expenses you paid during the

taxable year to care for your dependent so

you could work.

Who May Claim the Credit
If you are a resident taxpayer who files an

individual income tax return for a taxable

year, you are not claimed or eligible to be

claimed as a dependent on another tax-

payer’s federal or Hawaii income tax return,

and you maintain a household which includes

one or more qualifying persons (as defined

on this page), you may be allowed a credit

against your income tax. The credit ranges

from 15% to 25% of employment-related ex-

penses (up to certain limitations) PAID dur-

ing the taxable year in order to enable you to

work either full or part time for an employer

or as a self-employed individual.

Maintaining a Household
You will be treated as maintaining a house-

hold for any period only if you furnish over

half the cost of maintaining the household for

that period. If you are married during that

time, you and your spouse must provide over

half the maintenance cost for the period.

The expenses of maintaining a household

include property taxes, mortgage interest,

rent, utility charges, upkeep and repairs,

property insurance, and food consumed on

the premises. They do not include the cost of

clothing, education, medical treatment, va-

cations, life insurance, and transportation.

Qualifying Person
A qualifying person is any one of the follow-

ing persons:

a. Any person under age 13 whom you claim
as a dependent (but see Special Rule (4)
below, Children of Divorced or Separated
Parents).

b. Your disabled spouse who is mentally or
physically unable to care for himself or
herself.

c. Any disabled person who is mentally or
physically unable to care for himself or
herself and whom you claim as a depend-
ent, or could claim as a dependent (as a
qualifying relative) except that he or she
had income of $3,300 or more.

Employment-related Expenses
Employment-related expenses are those

paid for the following, but only if paid to en-

able you to be gainfully employed:

(1) Expenses for Household Services. Ex-

penses will be considered for household ser-

vices in your home if they are for the ordinary

and usual services necessary for the opera-

tion of the home, and bear some relationship

to the qualifying person. For example, pay-

ment for services of a domestic maid or cook

ordinarily will be considered expenses for

household services if performed at least par-

tially for the benefit of the qualifying person.

(2) Expenses for the Care of a qualifying

person. Expenses will be considered for the

care of one or more qualifying persons if

their main purpose was to assure that indi-

vidual’s well-being and protection. Payments

for food, clothing, or education are not such

expenses. However, if the care provided in-

cludes expenses that cannot be separated,

the full amount paid will be considered for

the qualifying person’s care. Thus, the full

amount paid to a nursery school will be con-

sidered for the care of a child even though the

school also furnishes lunch. Educational ex-

penses for a child in the first or higher-grade

level are not expenses for the child’s care.

You may NOT include any amount paid for

services outside your household at a camp

where the qualifying person stays overnight.

Do not include services outside your house-

hold as employment-related expenses for

your spouse or a dependent age 13 or older.

However, services outside your household

are employment-related expenses for a de-

pendent who has not reached his or her 13th

birthday or for an individual who regularly

spends at least eight hours each day in your

household.

You may include expenses incurred for

qualified dependent care centers as employ-

ment-related expenses. The dependent care

center must comply with all applicable laws,

rules, and regulations of Hawaii if the center

is located within Hawaii. If the center is lo-
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cated outside Hawaii, the center must com-

ply with all applicable laws, rules, and regu-

lations of the state or country in which the

center is located. Furthermore, these centers

must provide care for more than six individu-

als (other than individuals who reside at the

center), and must receive a fee, payment, or

grant providing services for any of the indi-

viduals (regardless of whether such center is

operated for profit).

Note: Payments made to the State of Hawaii

A+ Program qualify for the credit.

Medical Expenses
Some dependent care expenses may qual-

ify as medical expenses. If you cannot use all

the medical expenses to qualify for this

credit because of the dollar limit or earned

income limit (explained later), you can take

the rest of these expenses as an itemized de-

duction for medical expenses. But if you de-

duct the medical expenses first on Worksheet

A-1, you cannot use any part of these ex-

penses on Schedule X.

Special Rules
(1) Married Couples Must File Joint Re-

turns. If you are married at the end of the tax-

able year, the credit for employment-related

expenses is allowable only if you and your

spouse file a joint return for the taxable year.

(2) Marital Status. If you are legally sepa-

rated from your spouse under a decree of di-

vorce or separate maintenance, you are not

considered married.

(3) Certain Married Individuals Living

Apart and Filing Separate Returns. If during

the last 6 months of the taxable year your

spouse was not a member of your household

and you (a) maintained a household which

was for more than one-half of the taxable

year the principal place of abode of a qualify-

ing person, and (b) furnished over half of the

cost of maintaining such household during

the taxable year, then you are not considered

married for purposes of the credit or the ex-

clusion.

(4) Children of Divorced or Separated Par-

ents. If you were divorced, legally separated,

or lived apart from your spouse during the

last 6 months of 2006, you may be able to

claim the credit even if your child is not your

dependent. If your child is not your depend-

ent, he or she is a qualifying person if all five

of the following apply:

1. You had custody of the child for the longer
period during the year;

2. The child received over half of his or her
support from one or both of the parents;

3. The child was in the custody of one or both
of the parents over half of the year;

4. The child was under age 13, or was physi-
cally or mentally unable to care for himself
or herself; and

5. The child is not your dependent because:

a. As the custodial parent, you signed fed-
eral Form 8332, Release of Claim to Ex-
emption for Child of Divorced or Sepa-
rated Parents, or a similar statement,
agreeing not to claim the child’s exemp-
tion for 2006; or

b. You were divorced or separated before
1985 and your divorce decree or written
agreement states that the other parent
can claim the child’s exemption, and the
other parent provides at least $600 in
child support during the year. Note: This
rule does not apply if your decree or
agreement was changed after 1984 to
specify that the other parent cannot
claim the child’s exemption.

(5) Payments to a Related Individual. You

can count work-related expenses you pay to

relatives who are not your dependents, even

if they live in your home. However, do not

count any amounts you pay to:

1. A dependent for whom you (or your spouse
if you are married) can claim an exemp-
tion, or

2. Your child who is under age 19 at the end of
the year, even if he or she is not your de-
pendent.

Line 1
Care Providers

Complete columns (a) through (e) for each

person or organization that provided the

care. If you do not give the information asked

for in each column, or if the information you

give is not correct, your credit and, if applica-

ble, the exclusion of employer-provided de-

pendent care benefits may be disallowed.

You can use Form HW-16, “Dependent

Care Provider’s Identification and Certifica-

tion”, to get the correct information from the

care provider. (This form is available at our

website, by calling our Forms by Fax/Mail

request line, and at any district tax office.) If

the provider does not comply with your re-

quest to certify the information, complete the

entries you can, such as the provider’s name

and address. Write “See attached” in the col-

umns for which you do not have the pro-

vider’s certification of information. Attach a

statement that you requested the information

from the care provider, but the provider did

not comply with your request. You must keep

records to show that you exercised due dili-

gence in attempting to provide the required

information. For more details, including

what is considered “due diligence,” see fed-

eral Publication 503.

Columns (a) and (b). Enter the care pro-

vider’s name and address. If you were cov-

ered by your employer’s dependent care plan

and your employer furnished the care (either

at your workplace or by hiring a care pro-

vider), enter your employer’s name in col-

umn (a), write “See W-2” in column (b), and

leave columns (c) through (e) blank. But if

your employer paid a third party (not hired

by your employer) on your behalf to provide

the care, you must give information on the

third party in columns (a) through (e).

Column (c). If the care provider is an indi-

vidual, enter his or her social security num-

ber (SSN). If the individual is an alien and

was issued an individual taxpayer identifica-

tion number (ITIN) by the IRS, enter the

ITIN. If the individual has applied for an

ITIN but the IRS has not yet issued the ITIN,

write “Applied For”. For other than an indi-

vidual, enter provider’s federal employer

identification number (FEIN). If the pro-

vider is a tax-exempt organization, write

“Tax-Exempt” in column (c).

Column (d). Enter the care provider’s Ha-

waii Tax I.D. Number. If the provider is a

tax-exempt charitable organization (IRC

section 501(c)(3)), enter “Tax-Exempt”.

Column (e). Enter the total amount you ac-

tually paid during the taxable year to the

care provider. Also include amounts your

employer paid on your behalf to a third party.

It does not matter when the expenses were

incurred. Do not reduce this amount by any

reimbursement you received.

Line 2
Dependent Care Benefits

If you received dependent care benefits

from an employer (you have a federal form

W-2 that has an amount in Box 10), enter the

amount shown in Box 10 of your W-2 form(s).

If you were self-employed or a partner, in-

clude amounts you received under a depend-

ent care assistance program from your sole

proprietorship or partnership.

Line 4
Amount Forfeited or Carried
Over to 2007

If you participated in an employee plan in

which the amount you contributed to an em-

ployer-paid dependent care benefit plan was

deducted from your income, and you did not

receive the full benefit from this plan, you

may be entitled to deduct the amount for-

feited on this line. See your employer for the

forfeited amount you are allowed to deduct.

Also include on this line any amount you

did not receive but are permitted by your em-

ployer to carry forward and use in the follow-

ing year during a grace period.

Line 8
Your Earned Income

In general, earned income is wages, sala-

ries, tips, and other employee compensation.

It also includes net earnings from self-em-

ployment. For more information, see the in-

structions to lines 18 and 19.

Line 9
Spouse’s Earned Income

If your filing status is Married Filing

Jointly, enter your spouse’s earned income

on this line.

If your filing status is Married Filing Sepa-

rately, see Certain Married Individuals Liv-

ing Apart and Filing Separate Returns dis-

cussed on this page. If you are considered un-

married under that rule, enter your earned

income (from line 8) on this line.

Lines 18 and 19
Earned Income Limit

In general, earned income is wages, sala-

ries, tips, and other employee compensation.

It also includes net earnings from self-em-

ployment.

Unmarried taxpayers. If you are unmar-

ried at the end of 2006 or are treated as being

unmarried at the end of the year, enter your

earned income on line 18.

Married Taxpayers. If you are married fil-

ing a joint return, figure each spouse’s

earned income separately and disregard

community property laws. Enter your earned

income on line 18 and your spouse’s earned

income on line 19.

Spouse Who Is a Full-time Student or Is

Disabled. If your spouse was a full-time stu-

dent or was mentally or physically unable to

care for himself or herself, figure your

spouse’s earned income on a monthly basis to

determine your spouse’s earned income for

the year. For each month that your spouse

was disabled or a full-time student, your

spouse is considered to have earned income

of not less than $200 a month ($400 a month if

more than one qualifying person was cared

for in 2006). But if your spouse also worked

during any month and earned more than that

amount, use his or her actual earned income.

For any month that your spouse was not

disabled or a full-time student, use your

spouse’s actual earned income if your spouse

worked during the month.

If, in the same month, both you and your

spouse were full-time students and did not

work, you cannot use any amount paid that

month to figure the credit. The same applies

to a couple who did not work because neither

was capable of self-care.

A full-time student is one who was enrolled

in a school for the number of hours or classes

that is considered full time. The student must

have been enrolled at least 5 months during

2006.

Self-employment Income. You must re-

duce your earned income by any loss from

self-employment. If you only have a loss from

self-employment, or your loss is more than

your other earned income, you cannot take

the credit.

Line 23
Amount of the Credit

If you had qualified expenses for 2005 that

you did not pay until 2006, you may be able to

increase the amount of credit you can take in

2006. To do this, multiply the 2005 expenses

you paid in 2006 by the applicable percentage

from the table on line 22 that applies to your

2005 adjusted gross income. Your 2005 ex-

penses must be within the 2005 limits. Attach

a computation showing how you figured the

increase. If you can take a credit for your

2005 expenses, write “PYE” and the amount

of the credit on the dotted line next to line 23.

Enter the total amount of the credit on line 23.

Also enter this amount on Form N-11, line 36;

or Form N-12, line 50.

MESSAGE FROM THE DIRECTOR

This publication explains some of your most impor-
tant rights as a taxpayer.

Hawaii taxpayers have many rights. Some are based
on laws, and others are based on our commitment to
administer Hawaii's tax laws in a fair and equitable
manner. The Hawaii Taxpayer Bill of Rights compiles
these rights for your easy reference.

Taxpayer rights are at the heart of good tax adminis-
tration — a pledge that the tax laws will be
administered with fairness, uniformity, courtesy, and
common sense. In our commitment to this pledge, we
invite your suggestions for improving the services
provided by the Department of Taxation.

HAWAII TAXPAYER BILL OF RIGHTS
I. Protection of Taxpayer Rights

Taxpayers are entitled to be informed about their rights
and responsibilities and to be assured that their rights
as taxpayers will be protected throughout their contact
with the Department of Taxation.

II. Tax Information

Taxpayers have a right to tax information written in
plain language.

Taxpayers have a right to examine their own tax re-
cords, audit files, and collection files.

Taxpayers have a right to request copies of their own
tax returns and return information, if available, subject
to copying fees.

Taxpayers have a right to obtain explanations regard-
ing billings and assessments.

III. Professional and Courteous Service

Taxpayers have a right to prompt, courteous, and accu-
rate responses to all questions and requests for tax as-
sistance.

Taxpayers have a right to be assured that no civil ser-
vice employee of the Department of Taxation will be
paid, promoted, or in any way rewarded based on the
amount of assessments made or taxes collected.

Taxpayers have a right to be free from harassment and
inappropriate contact by Department of Taxation per-
sonnel in matters relating to the collection of delin-
quent taxes and during the course of audits.

IV. Privacy and Confidentiality

Taxpayers have a right to be assured that their dealings
with the Department of Taxation will be kept confiden-
tial.

Taxpayers have a right to be assured that their tax re-
turns and tax return information will not be disclosed,
except as provided by law.

V. Time Limitations

Taxpayers are entitled to seek a refund if they have
overpaid their taxes. A claim for refund must be filed
within the applicable statute of limitations.

The Department of Taxation may assess a taxpayer
additional taxes if the assessment is made within the
applicable statute of limitations. There is no time limit
on the assessment of taxes in the case of a false or
fraudulent return or failure to file a return.

Taxpayers have a right to extend the period of limita-
tions for the assessment or refund of taxes by signing a
written agreement with the Department of Taxation.

If the Department of Taxation is notified by the Internal
Revenue Service or a taxpayer of any changes, correc-

tions, or adjustments to the taxpayer's Federal tax re-
turn, the statute of limitations is automatically extended.

VI. Audits and Assessments

Taxpayers have a right to a Proposed Notice of As-
sessment except in the case of a jeopardy assess-
ment. A Proposed Notice of Assessment is mailed to
the taxpayer's last known address and: (1) explains the
basis for the assessment of taxes, penalties, and inter-
est; (2) informs taxpayers of their right to request clarifi-
cation or to object to the tax assessment within thirty
days from the date the Proposed Notice of Assess-
ment was mailed; and (3) informs taxpayers that the
proposed tax assessment will become final after the
expiration of thirty days from the mailing of the Pro-
posed Notice of Assessment.

Taxpayers have a right to a Final Notice of Assess-
ment, issued after the expiration of thirty days from the
mailing of the Proposed Notice of Assessment, that
provides the basis for the tax assessment, and informs
the taxpayer of the procedures for appealing the as-
sessment.

Taxpayers have a right to request a meeting with the
auditor or collector, their supervisor, or senior manage-
ment to discuss a Proposed or Final Notice of Assess-
ment if they do not agree with the tax assessment.

Taxpayers have a right to request that the Department
of Taxation consider a closing agreement to reduce a
Proposed or Final Notice of Assessment. Closing
agreements are final.

VII. Tax Appeals/Payment Under Protest

Taxpayers have a right to information regarding proce-
dures for appealing a tax assessment.

Tax Appeals. Taxpayers have a right to appeal an as-
sessment, either to the board of review or to the tax ap-
peal court. The appeal must be filed within 30 days
from the date the Final Notice of Assessment was
mailed. If the appeal is filed with the board of review,
the decision of the board may be appealed within 30
days to the tax appeal court. If the appeal is filed with
the tax appeal court, the decision of the tax appeal
court may be appealed within 30 days to the Intermedi-
ate Appellate Court.

The first appeal to either the board of review or to the
tax appeal court may be made without payment of the
tax assessed. However, the assessed tax must be paid
together with interest when the taxpayer appeals the
decision by the board or the tax appeal court or the de-
cision by the board in favor of the Department of Taxa-
tion is not appealed. In addition, a taxpayer who
prevails before the board of review does not have to
pay the assessed tax prior to an appeal by the Depart-
ment of Taxation to the tax appeal court. Similarly, a
taxpayer who prevails before the board of review and
the tax appeal court does not have to pay the assessed
tax prior to an appeal by the Department of Taxation to
the Intermediate Appellate Court.

The tax appeal court may allow an individual taxpayer
to appeal an income tax assessment without prior pay-
ment of the tax where the total tax liability does not ex-
ceed $50,000 and the taxpayer shows that the
payment of the tax would cause irreparable harm. Sim-
ilarly, a circuit court may allow a taxpayer to appeal a
general excise tax assessment without prior payment
of the tax if the taxpayer shows that the payment of the
tax would cause irreparable harm.

Payment Under Protest. In lieu of filing an appeal or if
an appeal is not filed with the board of review or tax ap-
peal court within 30 days from the date the Final Notice
of Assessment was mailed, the taxpayer may pay the
disputed tax assessment under written protest and
seek to recover the taxes by filing an action in tax ap-
peal court within 30 days from the date of payment.

VIII. Representation

Taxpayers have a right to represent themselves or
have another person accompany or represent them
(with proper written authorization) when dealing with
the Department of Taxation on any tax matter, includ-
ing audits, collections, and appeals.

IX. Taxpayer Advocate

Taxpayers have a right to seek the assistance of our
Taxpayer Advocate to resolve any tax-related prob-
lem after all other means for resolving the prob-
lem have been exhausted, or if they feel that their
rights as a taxpayer have been abridged, except
in the case of a criminal tax investigation.

X. Installment Agreements, Waivers, and Com-
promises

Installment Agreements. Taxpayers have a right to re-
quest that the Department of Taxation consider an in-
stallment payment agreement to allow taxpayers to
pay their delinquent taxes over time. The Department
of Taxation will evaluate a request for an installment
payment agreement based on the financial condition
of the taxpayer. Taxpayers will be notified before col-
lection action is taken on any outstanding tax liability if
the installment payment agreement is in good stand-
ing. Interest will be assessed on the outstanding tax li-
ability until it is paid in full. The Department may offset
any outstanding tax liability with any credits due to the
taxpayer from other taxes.

Waiver of Penalties and Interest. Taxpayers have a
right to request that the Department of Taxation waive
penalties and interest added to any tax if the taxpayer
can show that failure to file a return or pay a tax on time
was due to reasonable cause, i.e., not due to the tax-
payer's own carelessness, neglect, or wilful disregard
of the law, but due to circumstances beyond the tax-
payer's control.

Compromise Offers. Taxpayers have a right to re-
quest that the Department of Taxation consider a com-
promise offer to reduce any tax claim arising under the
tax laws administered by the Department based on
doubt as to liability or collectibility, subject to the Gov-
ernor's approval. If the tax liability excluding penalties
and interest is $50,000 or less, the Director may ap-
prove the offer in compromise without the Governor’s
approval after the offer in compromise has posted to
the Department's website for 5-calendar days.

XI. Collections

Taxpayers have a right to be informed in writing of pos-
sible collection actions that may be taken on delin-
quent taxes, including referral to a collection agency.

Taxpayers have a right to be notified of any cost recov-
ery fee associated with any collection action.

Taxpayers have a right to have collection actions put
on hold in the case of hardship or while discussing
their situation with the collector, supervisor, or senior
management.

Taxpayers have a right to a prompt release of a lien
upon payment of a tax delinquency and all filing fees.

Taxpayers have a right to have an incorrect lien cor-
rected or released and to have a letter of clarification
sent to a credit reporting company.

Taxpayers have a right to have all other collection ac-
tions exhausted before a seizure of a taxpayer's assets
takes place, unless the Department of Taxation deter-
mines that the interests of the State are in jeopardy.

Taxpayers have a right to have the following property
exempt from levy: wearing apparel; school books; fuel;
provisions; furniture; personal effects; books and tools
of a trade, business, or profession; unemployment
benefits; and undelivered mail.
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
